Bears Shade Packers, 13-10, in
Final :26, Tie for Division Lead

GAME RECAP (GREEN BAY PRESS GAZETTE)

(GREEN BAY) - "Football," Vince Lombardi is fond of saying, "is
a game of inches." And for the Packers Sunday afternoon, it was.
But for the suddenly renascent Chicago Bears, who have vaulted
from last place to first in the NFL’s Central Division in just three
weeks' time, it was a game of yards. Two hundred and five yards,
that is, all of them by the incomparable Gale Sayers, who well
may be the greatest running back in NFL history. Had it not been
for the Kansas comet, the Packers might have weathered one of
their less artistic performances, perhaps an inevitable
consequence of their highly successful effort in Dallas six days
earlier. Sayers, with 24 largely breathtaking excursions, keyed
the Bruins to a 10-0 lead with the aid of surprisingly deft

generalship by rookie quarterback Virgil Carter. Then, after the |

Packers had surged into a tie following some second-half
pyrotechnics by Bart Starr and Carroll Dale, the Bears called
upon their surefooted accomplice, Mac Percival.

ALL NOT LOST

The torrid Texan, who had seen a string of 10 successes snapped
when LeeRoy Caffey crashed through to block a 29-yard attempt

earlier in the period, drilled home a free kick from the Packer 43 £

with 32 seconds left to seal a 13-10 Bear victory. With it, the once
lowly "Midway Monsters" charged into a tie for the division lead
with the Minnesota Vikings, 27-14 conquerors of the Washington
Redskins. Fortunately for the Packers, however, all is not lost.
The Detroit Lions also fell, 10-7 to the Los Angeles Rams, and
the home forces (3-4-1) thus trail the co-leaders by a mere half
game with six remaining. Percival's climatic kick, which followed
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Cecil Turner's fair catch of a 28-yard Donny Anderson punt and thus could not be subjected to a rush by the defense, was the first of its
kind to be seen on Green Bay soil since 1964. The last one, ironically enough, also occurred against the Bears. But, a 52-yard effort by
Paul Hornung, it came in the closing seconds of the first half while the Packers were en route to a 23-12 victory. Just three minutes prior
to Percival's heroics, the champions lost a glittering opportunity to forge in front when Chuck Mercein's 22-yard field goal attempt drifted
just outside the left upright. It was the final disaster in an afternoon of failure and frustration for the Packers, who often were just those
proverbial inches - or perhaps a step — from success. The list is painfully imposing:
¢ Donny Anderson, bolting up the middle on a 26-yard pass and run collaboration with Starr in the first quarter, was one stride from a
breakaway when tripped up by the Bears' Richie Petitbone, the last man.
Four plays later, kicker Errol Mann was wide to the right and short with a 44-yard field goal attempt.
o Mann, later replaced by Mercein because of a stiff leg, was off target - to the left this time - on a 29-yard effort midway through the

second quarter.

o  With three minutes left in the half, the incredibly elusive Sayers wriggled from Tom Brown's grasp at the line of scrimmage and
threaded his way 63 yards to the Green Bay 9. Four plays later, Percival kicked a 10-yard field goal for a 3-0 intermission lead.



Sayers, pulling in Mann's second half kickoff, churned and whirled 46 yards to
the Packer 44. Carter, escorted by guard George Seals, subsequently
bootlegged left from the 2 for the touchdown.

Bears Beat Packers;

Early in the fourth quarter, Jerry Kramer's kickoff bounced through Dick Gordon's
hands and, scrambling in pursuit, the Bear receiver ultimately came to rest in the
end zone with Packer Phil Vandersea astride him. Two officials called it a safety
but were overruled by Referee Pat Haggerty, who termed it a touchback.

Bob Jeter shortly intercepted a Carter pass and returned 6 yards to the Green
Bay 49, providing excellent field position, but Anderson, hit by the fearsome Dick
Butkus, fumbled on first down and Jim Purnell recovered in mid-air at the
Chicago 42.

Minutes later, Jeter had another major opportunity when Percival's 29-yard kick
shot “up the shaft" when blocked by Caffey. The Packer cornerback on the run
toward Bear country, circled under it like an outfielder but it bounded off his
hands and was recovered by Lionel Aldridge. Had Jeter been able to hold the
ball, he had nothing but daylight ahead of him.

Just before Mercein's boot was wide from the 22, Adderley recovered a Sayers'
fumble at the 29 and appeared away but was caught from behind at the Bear 14
by Turner.

Over the route, the Bears also fumbled four other times and the Packers recovered
but once, which does not speak well for the Pack's alertness. Between these
misadventures, there were some bright moments. Such as in the third quarter when,
faced with a now imposing 10-0 deficit, they charged 81 yards in 7 plays for their lone
touchdown. Number Seven was a thing of beauty. Starr, provided with exemplary
protection, arched a strike to Dale, a generous 10 yards in the van of defender
Roosevelt Taylor, and the wiry Tennesseean sprinted into the end zone unmolested
to complete a 50-yard maneuver. That brought a boisterous response from a
frequently silent capacity house and so did the Packers' only field goal of the afternoon, a 19-yard bullseye by Mercein which lifted them
into a temporary tie with only three seconds gone in the fourth quarter.

VICTORS PRAISE PLAYERS WITH SUPERLATIVES

NOV 4 (Chicago Tribune) - Superlatives tumbled from Chicago Bear lips like perspiration from
Vince Lombardi's brow today after Mac Percival stunned the Green Bay Packers with another of
his last-minute cardiac specials. The Bears appeared numbed -in fact shellshocked- in the first
minutes after Percival's 43-yard free kick sent them to the dressing room 13 to 10 victors over their
oldest and bitterest enemies. Then, as the realization sank in that they had pounded another nail
into the coffin bearing pro football's ailing monarchs, the Bears turned off the terror and turned up
the sound. There were cheers and back slaps for Percival, the tall Texan who suddenly has his
teammates dreaming the impossible dream. There was a game ball for slender Joe Taylor, who
turned in a gem of a relief job in behalf of injured Richie Petitbon in the last quarter. There was
another for Gale Sayers, who ripped the Packer defenses for 205 yards in 24 carries. And most
especially, there was whooping and hollering in front of the locker where Virgil Carter, boy
quarterback, slowly pulled on his civvies after becoming a man in 2 % hours of the most painful
football any quarterback has ever had to endure...GETS HIT HARD: Carter, making his third
successive winning start for the Bears since he was elevated from the taxi squad, was battered
relentlessly by the Packer defense. At one point he even was knocked senseless by one of his
own men - end Bob Wallace. But Carter kept coming back for more, and afterwards Coach Jim
Dooley said: "Virgil took more punishment in this game than | have ever seen a quarterback take."
And Tackle Bob Wetoska volunteered: "Virgil Carter is the toughest football player | have seen in
10 years in this league. They're going to have to kill him to get him out of there." This was a victory
.o savor and the Bears were in no hurry to clamber aboard the bus for the airport. Defensive End
Ed O'Bradovich, who enjoyed his best game ever against Green Bay's Bart Starr, likened the
present Bear team to the championship squad of 1963. "It's taken us a little time to get going, but
this reminds me of that club. Remember how we used to hang in there every game, fighting and
scrapping and praying for victory? That's what we're starting to do now."
Dooley, surrounded by reporters, gave credit to his line coach, Abe
Gibron, for suggesting the free kick, which was the coup de grace to
Packer hopes. "When the Packers had second down and 10 at their
15-yard line," Dooley related, "Abe said, 'Let's get the fair catch when
they punt so we can go for the free kick."...CECIL HAS TROUBLES:
The Bears did just that, and Cecil Turner had some anxious seconds
fielding Donny Anderson's punt on the Green Bay 43. "They told me to
fair catch it no matter what, and | was a little nervous," said the rookie.
"The wind took the ball a little bit and | had to run to get it, and | clutched
it in my belly real good." When the Bear field goal unit then trotted out
onto the field, it caught many members of the team by
surprise...MANUEVER SURPRISES SOME: "I was starting to go out
with the offensive unit and then they called me back," said Austin
Denney. "l didn't know what the hell was going on," admitted Defensive
End Willie Holman. "I never heard of such a play." It was the duty of
Petitbon, who had sustained a severe blow to the head late in the third
quarter, to hold the ball for Percival. "I've never seen him so nervous,"
said Percival. "l was still feeling weak and wobbly from the head injury,"
Petitbon explained, "and felt my hands trembling. | knew Mac would hit
the ball just fine and | didn't want to louse it up."

"We wanted to run on 80 per cent of our

plays," said Sayers. "In my four years in the league, we've run on Green Bay pretty well. We thought we could do it again."...PICK ON
JORDAN: The Bears' particular target was tackle Hank Jordan, who plays on the right side of the Packer defensive line. The Bears
hammered away repeatedly at Jordan, double teaming him with George Seals and Mike Pyle to open the way for Sayers and Ron Bull.
"We watched the Dallas-Green Bay game Monday night," said Wetoska, "and we noticed the Cowboys were hitting at Jordan's side of



the line in the first half with good success." Sayers admitted he tired at the end of his 63-yard
run in the second quarter which set up Percival's opening 10-yard field goal. "Willie Wood and
Bob Jeter, two very fast defensive backs, were on me and | got a little winded. They just caught
me, that's all." Defensively, the Bears survived a crisis when Petitbon went out and it was
necessary to move Joe Taylor over from his normal cornerback position to strong safety. "We
just told him to line up opposite the slot man and we tried to help him out as much as we could,"
said Rosey Taylor. "Joe did the rest."

'WE DIDN'T FORGET:' DOOLEY

NOV 4 (Green Bay Press-Gazette) — "We didn't forget what happened to us a few years ago."
The speaker was the head coach of the Chicago Bears, Jim Dooley, whose charges minutes
earlier had nipped the Green Bay Packers on a free kick field goal by Mac Percival in the
waning seconds. Dooley, of course, was referring to the 1964 opener when Paul Hornung split
the uprights from 52 yards away in a 23-12 victory. Hornung connected on the free kick in the
last seconds of the first half in that one. "We were aware of the situation when the Packers took
over the ball down there," Dooley pointed out, referring to Jon Kilgore's punt to the Green Bay
15 with 1:05 remaining... UP TO DEFENSE: "We knew it would be up to the defense to keep
them from getting a first down. We just hoped they wouldn't make it and the defense came
through by forcing that pass out of bounds," the seemingly mild mannered Bear boss explained.
His reference was to a third down pass from Bart Starr to Boyd Dowler, which an official ruled
was caught out of bounds at the Packer 25 with 42 seconds left. Starr had misfired on two
previous passes. After Donny Anderson punted to the Green Bay 43, Chicago punt receiver
Cecil Turner called for a fair catch to set the stage for Percival's heroics...SIX OFFSIDE
CALLS: "They (Turner and Gale Sayers) were instructed to call for the fair catch all the way.
We knew what we wanted to do," said Dooley. Dooley was asked about the seven penalties
levied against the Bruins in the first half, sins that accounted for 48 yards. "Nervousness," was
his quick reply. Six of those penalties were offside violations, but Dooley stressed they were Press-Gazetie Photo
not the fault of quarterback Virgil Carter.

Dooley offered, "I think more so in this game than in any other." "Probably the most severe time y

was when he ran into his own man," he added. Carter collided with receiver Bob Wallace after scrambling for five yards early in the fourth
period...CALL FROM BENCH: "He was in the clear and Wallace came back to block for him. Virgil just didn't see him and ran into him,"
Dooley said. Carter, who engineered the Bears to a third straight victory, scored the only Chicago touchdown, an effort that was called
by the coaches, according to Dooley. "It came from the bench. He just faded away from Gale (Sayers)," he said. Sayers and fullback
Ronnie Bull swung to the right from the Packer two yard line on first down, but Carter kept the ball on a keeper and scored easily to give
the Bears a 10-0 advantage early in the third period. Dooley shrugged his shoulders when reporters kidded him about winning games in
the fading seconds, stating, "I guess we're just destined to be in a position where we can win games at the end." The Bears clipped the
Minnesota Vikings in the last few seconds last week, 26-24, on a Percival field goal. "Our game plan was to run all the way," Dooley
emphasized. "Green Bay has one of the finest pass defenses in the league and we felt we could run," he said...SAVED GAME: Dooley
declined to say whether or not he had spotted any weaknesses in the Packer line, but volunteered, "We just used certain types of blocking
in different spots." He called Turner's open field tackle of Herb Adderley "ironic, in a way." Turner, who caught Adderley from behind after
the Packer defender had scooped up a Sayers fumble on the Chicago 39 and returned it to the 14 in the fourth quarter, "dropped several
passes during the game but his tackle of Adderley saved the game for us." "They missed their field goal attempt right after that," he
continued.

PERCIVAL MAKING HEROICS 'A HABIT;' LIKES KICK RULE

NOV 4 (Green Bay Press-Gazette) — Mac Percival grinned and said, "I'l tell you one thing, I like that rule." The Chicago Bear kicking
specialist, who took advantage of the seldom-used free kick rule to boot the Bruins to victory over the Packers Sunday, remarked candidly:
"I guess I'd heard of the rule but I've never seen it used in a game before." Percival, whose field goal sank the Minnesota Vikings in the
final seconds last Sunday, laughed, "I'd love to make this sort of thing a habit." He insisted the pressure did not bother him, offering
modestly, "l just tried to remember the fundamentals. | used my regular field goal steps and the good Lord took care of everything again."
"Actually," he added, "l think Richie (holder Richie Petitbon) was more nervous than | was."...KNOCKED WOOZY: Petitbon, who was
knocked woozy when kicked in the head earlier in the game, said, "l was as nervous as I've ever been. | was still shaky from that blow
on the head." "The kick looked good all the way," said Percival. "l was kicking with the wind but | don't think that was a factor. It made
things easier with no people coming in to try to block it." Percival put the Bears ahead, 3-0, with 16 seconds left in the first half, an effort
that came from the Packer three yard line. The Bruins stalled in hopes of getting a five-yard penalty to set them in better position for the
field goal try, but Percival was forced to kick from an angle at the short distance when the Packers refused the penalty. "They (Packers)
just didn't fall for it. There was an angle and it was close but the kick from there is not particularly difficult." Gale Sayers, who produced a
personal high of 205 yards in 24 carries, stated, "This was my biggest day in the NFL.“ "Our game plan was to run 80 per cent of the
time. Other teams have run against the Packers and we figured we could, too," he said...GIVEN GAME BALL: Sayers, who was given

TOUCHBACK RULING IGNITES CONFUSION

NOV 4 (Green Bay Press-Gazette) — Safety, touchback or dead on the 1-yard line? The confusing
situation arose moments into the fourth quarter when the Packers kicked off and the Bears' Dick
Gordon apparently touched the ball and muffed it, then chased it back to the goal line and finally
wound up with the ball in the end zone. Two officials signaled a safety, which would have given the
Packers two points and forced the Bears to kick off from their own 20. But the officials then changed
their decision and ruled it a touchback, giving the Bears the ball on their own 20. The question
involves where the impetus came from that put the ball in the end zone. Gordon's apparent muff of
the ball earlier was immaterial since he did not have possession. Packer Coach Phil Bengtson said
that he could not see the play clearly from his sideline station but that the officials told him that

Gordon never had possession of the ball on the field of play Packer Phil Vandersea, who was the man on Gordon, reported that Gordon
was in the end zone and that he reached out and pulled the ball from the 1-yard line into the end zone. Gordon said that he never touched
the ball except in the end zone, but the films tend to substantiate Vandersea's version. It then becomes a matter of the officials' judgment
as to whether Gordon had possession of the ball when he grabbed it at the one or if possession was established only after the ball
crossed the goal line...For the first time since 1945, when he was serving as a Naval officer, Bear Owner George Halas did not make the
trip to Green Bay for a Packer-Bear game. He watched the game on TV from his apartment in Chicago. But many of the fans apparently
thought Papa Bear had arrived when a gentleman resembling him walked from the player runway to the Chicago bench just before the



game. It turned out, however, that it was Frank Halas, George's
brother and the Bears' traveling secretary. Frank acknowledged the
crowd's cheers, though.

RULE NO. 4 SPELLS MISERY

NOV 4 (Green Bay Press-Gazette) — In the NFL digest of rules for
players, press, radio and television, No. 4 under Kick-Off (Free Kick)
heading says: "Free-kick situations also develop following fair catch
and safety. Time starts with Referee's whistle. When receiving team
fair catches ball, captain has option on how he wishes to put ball in
play. (1) Free-kick (punt, drop-kick, or place-kick without tee) or (2)
By snap. If place or drop-kick attempted and ball kicked between
uprights, field goal is awarded for successful kick (3 points). All other
free-kick rules apply."

HORNUNG 'KNEW WHAT WAS COMING', RECALLS OWN KICK
NOV 4 (Green Bay Press-Gazette) — Former Packer Paul Hornung,
who watched the Packer-Bear game from the press box, said, "As
soon as | saw the fair catch | knew what was coming." Hornung's
referral was to the fair catch that set up Mac Percival's free kick that
decided the Bears' 13-10 victory Sunday. Hornung, who on a similar
situation in 1964 was successful on a free kick in a victory over the
Bears at Lambeau Field, said in the locker room after the game: "I
didn't think I'd ever see the same situation again. Actually, the free
kick idea did run through my mind before the fair catch."

Obviously, however, the kicking game did not bear sole
responsibility for the defeat, though the scoreboard indicated it did. There was also Mr. Sayers. "He's terrible," was Bengtson's first
reaction, a sort of backdoor expression of admiration. Then he added, "fantastic...fantastic. I've seen him have good days but this had
to be the best." And it was. The Kansas Komet blew through the Packer defense for 205 yards in 24 carries. His best previous single day
in the NFL was 197 yards in 17 carries. But his Sunday total in Lambeau Field does not include that key 46-yard kickoff return. Perhaps
part of Sayers' brilliance could be traced to the Packen defense, according to Bengtson. Though he emphasized that he did not want to
take anything from Sayers, Bengtson declared his resistance was "not sharp at all. Our tackling was poor."...PART OF DIFFICULTY: It
was suggested that perhaps part of the difficulty was in a psychological letdown after the sensational stomping of the Cowboys Monday
night. "There was some," Bengtson quietly acknowledged. "There shouldn't be but there was." The coach tried to dismiss the fact that
the Packers had to take on the Bears after a short week of practice, stemming from the Monday night encounter. "Yes, it changes our
practice schedule. We had Tuesday off. But at this time of the season it shouldn't affect us that much." On second thought, however, he
added, "but apparently it did. We were sure dead." Bengtson termed Bear quarterback Virgil Carter a "running fool." It was complimentary
because he added, "he can really run. We tried to set up for Sayers and weren't conscious enough of the quarterback run."...The Packers
employed a double wing to one side formation quite a bit Sunday, spreading Boyd Dowler real wide and Carroll Dale in the wide slot to
the same side.

PACKERS SHOULD RETURN TO DANE'S SKULL

NOV 4 (Green Bay Press-Gazette) — The name of the game is football.
Get it? FOOT-ball. It got its name when some Englishmen, once upon
a time, accidentally dug up a skull that had belonged to some
unfortunate Dane. As a diversion from their work, the Englishmen
began kicking the skull around. Some young boys, observing this,
decided to dig their own skull, which they did. And the game spread. It
came to be known as "kicking the Dane's head," a name that gradually
wore into "futballe" and finally to football. Perhaps Phil Bengtson should
return to basics, as Knute Rockne did when he called his Notre Dame
team together one day after a bitter defeat and said, "Gentlemen, this
is a football." In Bengtson's case, he might try "Gentlemen, this is a
Dane's skull," and progress from there. Gale Sayers or not, the Packers
lost this particular game because they did not get a foot into the Dane's
head. No pro team survives in the modern era of futballe without a
sound kicking game. It is as vital as a sound quarterback. Somewhere
the Packers have to find a kicker...a physically sound kicker. Jerry
Kramer can kick...but he's playing all the way on offense and this is not
conducive to staying physically sound enough to kick. Chuck Mercein
can kick...but not consistently straight enough. Errol Mann can kick ...
in practice...COLTS WON TITLE: Remember when Paul Hornung was
having his kicking troubles. That was 1964. He missed five in one game
against the Colts that year. And the Colts won the championship. The
kicking trouble extends from the field goals to the kickoffs to the
punting, though the latter has not been nearly as troublesome as the
others. It's just that Donny Anderson seems to have a few weaklings
every year and they always seem to come at the wrong time. It is
beyond everyone's comprehension why the Packers can't find one man...among all those extremely well muscled athletes...who can
drive the ball into the end zone on kickoffs. The problem makes one wonder what the Packers would have done if they had been in the
Bears' situation at the end of the game. The ball is on the 43 and the free kick is the obvious strategy. But who would the Packers have
used in that situation...Mann, Mercein, Kramer? My guess would be Kramer. Jerry still has the strongest leg when he's right. And if he
can shake the slump that struck him early this season, he could be the guy needed on the tee. His lone kickoff attempt Sunday was a
thunderous effort...over the end line. Remembering this, he would have been the logical one for Bengtson to call on for the free-kick...if
there had been one...KICKING DROPOUT: The importance of this kicking is personified in Mar Percival. The Bears had been looking
for a reliable kicker for several years, never having been satisfied with Roger LeClerc because of his inconsistency. Then, last year, along
came Percival, a Cowboy Kicking Karavan dropout. And a week ago, Mac beat the Vikings with a 47-yarder in the final three seconds.
And this week...well, you know about this week. But without Percival, the Bears would now be 2-6 and drowning in the Central Division.
With him, they are tied for the lead. A Dane's Head anyone?

PHIL PONDERS KICKING WOES: HAVE TO DO SOMETHING

NOV 5 (Green Bay Press-Gazette) - It was business as usual at 1265 Lombardi Avenue Monday - with one notable departure. As per
custom, Packer Coach Phil Bengtson and his assistants reviewed the film of Sunday's game, this one a painful process in the wake of
the last-minute loss to the Bears. They also studied the world champions' next opponents, the Minnesota Vikings, on celluloid and began
to map their game plan. Along the way, however, they took time out for a major review of the Packers' most pressing problem, the kicking
game. Following a flawless start by Jerry Kramer, who connected on his first four field goal attempts of the season, it has produced only
one successful boot in the last four games and become a matter of increasing concern to the champions' board of strategy. The situation
came to an unhappy head in Sunday's 13-10 misadventure when rookie Errol Mann, troubled by a stiff leg, missed 44 and 29-yard
attempts and his successor Chuck Mercein was wide with a 22-yard effort after drilling home a 19-yarder in the opening minutes of the
fourth quarter...'A BIG DISCUSSION': Asked at a press conference if he is contemplating any changes Bengtson informed, "we're having
a big discussion about that right now. We have several things in mind." Was one of the alternatives settling on a single kicker? "Either
that," Bengtson replied, "or get a good kicker elsewhere...there are some available, but we don't know how good they are. The trading
deadline is past, so it would have to be a free agent. We have to do something." The Packers' field leader emphasized in this connection
that he has not given up on Mann, who was activated from the taxi squad just prior to the Bays' 28-17 victory over the Dallas Cowboys a
week ago. "Heaven knows we've had a lot of kickers around here this season," he pointed out, "and he looked to be the best of the
bunch." Had there been any complicating factors, such as an errant pass from center or a fumble on the hold? "No, the pass and hold

If they haven't installed a "hot line" to the
Southwest to tell Don that it's not too late for him to join them for the final six games of 1968, they'd better get with it. | imagine Don would
find it hard to turn down an appeal, especially if he were permitted to join the team on a weekend-only basis...Sunday's game against
the Bears was the most conspicuous example of Packer kicking inadequacy...since the two field goal misses from inside the 30 directly
affected the outcome. But, there were several earlier games in which field goal misses were costly or botched-up kickoffs gave the
opposition excellent field position. In fairness to Errol Mann and Chuck Mercein — who missed the key kicks — it must be conceded that
the Packers could have won over the Bears in other ways than via the field goal route. The Packers, as a whole, were only a faint carbon
of the team that had unhorsed the Cowboys six days earlier. The defensive unit was too often guilty of sloppy tackling, and the offensive
unit lacked the drive and imagination to cash in on breaks. What is the Packers best offensive weapon this year, as it has been through
most of the 3-season title era? A Bart Starr pass, of course. Yet, for some mysterious reason, that weapon wasn't used even once when
the Bays were in their final threatening position on the Bear 12. Instead, two runs and a Donny Anderson option "against the grain" (to
his right) were called before the missed field goal. Starr's passes, whether from the 3-yard line or the 50, cut the Cowboys apart — yet
they weren't used enough at crucial times Sunday. In their first 12 plays, the Packers threw only one pass — and that was successful.
Obviously, their game plan was to run more against the Bears, but when that strategy wasn't producing, it should have been altered. It's
a virtual certainty that it will take a bold Starr rather than a conservative Starr to give the Packers a chance to beat their old nemesis,
Minnesota, next Sunday. Many of us pundits misread the signs when we thought the win in Dallas had given the Packers all the
momentum they would need for the stretch drive. But, since inconsistency has reared its ugly head again - many of the pre-Dallas doubts
have returned. The Bays are rapidly exhausting their "quota" of losses - and it's possible that even one more could be fatal. Yet, it's pretty
hard to think in terms of six straight wins for the Packers from here on in - when they still haven't been able to put two wins back-to-back.
The Bays are in trouble, because as of now, they're trailing each of their Central Division rivals in the point department...and, total points
in individual series determine the champion if the race ends in a tie. A team that can't post a reasonable record against others in its
division doesn't deserve the title. And, thus far, the Packers are 0-3-1 against their "Central" foes. Green Bay has two more chances to
rectify that situation - Sunday in Minnesota and Dec. 15 in Chicago...The Packers, of course, fell out of their 4-way tie with Dallas, Los
Angeles and Baltimore in the Super Bowl Index because their road to January classic now looks rockier than that of the other members
of the "Big 4." The Colts, with their impressive win over New York, outrank their chief rivals slightly with a rating of 92 (out of a possible
100). Dallas and LA - though not looking too potent against Detroit - remain at 90. Until something occurs to break the Central log-jam,
the Packers must be rated even, at 70, with the three other division teams. The Bears, with two straight wins scored in the final seconds,
must be convinced by now that they're the team of destiny. Only time will tell... The field goal problem seems to be contagious, since the
state's only major collegiate team also had its kicking woes last weekend. The Wisconsin Badgers missed six field goals, but even then
they could have won it by a 2-point conversion gamble, which missed by inches.

"It looks as if we might lose our way into the
Central Division title." a Packer said following Sunday's 13-10 loss to
the Chicago Bears. That defeat knocked the Packers out of a share of
the division lead with a 3-4-1 record. But former co-leader Detroit also
lost. Now Chicago and Minnesota are tied for first. But both have four
defeats to go along with four victories. Although it's still anybody's race,
Packers' Coach Phil Bengtson sees a hard road ahead for his team
with only six games left in the regular season... WIN THEM ALL: “We
have to win them all," Bengtson said. "And the other people have to
lose some." That might not be so easy. The Packers have to play, in
order, Minnesota, New Orleans, Washington, San Francisco,
Baltimore and Chicago. The Minnesota Vikings have the toughest schedule, facing the
Packers, Detroit, Baltimore. Los Angeles, San Francisco and Philadelphia. Chicago
meets San Francisco, Atlanta. Dallas, New Orleans, Los Angeles and Green Bay, while
Detroit goes against Baltimore, Minnesota, New Orleans, Philadelphia, Atlanta and
Washington. The Packers could tie either Chicago or Minnesota and still have a shot at
the crown. But a final deadlock with Detroit would send the Lions to the playoffs. In case
of a tie, under league rules, the team that scored the most points in their two-game series
would get the nod. Detroit downed the Packers in their first meeting and fought to a tie in
the rematch. Like the champions they are, the Packers are facing their title drive
realistically. When asked what the Chicago loss meant to Green Bay's championship
hopes, Bengtson replied: "It dims them, I'd say."

NOV 6 (Green Bay) — Don Chandler says there is no feeling like missing field goals. "The
pressure is the biggest problem and this affects every kicker," he said.

by Buffalo in 1966. During the course of the year, he was dealt to the Kansas City Chiefs on a lend-lease basis. In the historic climax to
that '66 season, the 6-foot, 217-pound lowa native kicked a 31-yard quarter field goal that sent the Chiefs into a 10-7, second-quarter
lead over the Packers in the first Super Bowl.

In
the meantime, the Bills put a kid named Bruce Alford in there and he had pretty good success the first couple of weeks, so when Mercer
got well, they kept Alford and let Mike go." Since being released by Buffalo, Mercer has been practicing on his own at his Lafayette, Calif.,
home while awaiting another opportunity. A 2-way specialist, he doubled as punter for both Minnesota and Oakland, averaging 43.9
yards per kick for the Vikings in 1962 and 41.5 and 41.4 for the Raiders in 1964 and 1965.

STARR FALLS TO 2N0 IN PASSING; PACK LEADS PASS DEFENSE

NOV 6 (Green Bay Press-Gazette) — Despite a 10-for-18 performance against the Chicago Bears last time out, Bart Starr has been
edged from the NFL's individual passing lead by Don Meredith of the Dallas Cowboys, according to the latest official statistics. The Packer
field general, now second, owns a substantially superior percentage record, 64.2 to 56.9, but Meredith has completed more passes, 111
to 86, and amassed more yards, 1,585 to 1,315. Five other Packers rank among the NFL's individual leaders in other departments. Donny
Anderson has climbed to fifth in punting with a 42.3 average and ranks eighth in rushing with 468 yards in 100 attempts. Herb Adderley
is fourth in kickoff returns on a 28.0 average for 9 runbacks and Travis Williams is 13th with a 23.8 average for 17 returns. Tom Brown is
seventh in punt returns with a 7.1 average for 12 returns. Carroll Dale is 12th in pass receiving with 26 catches for 567 yards, a 21.8
average and tied for 12th in scoring with 42 points. On a team basis, the Packers have taken over the lead in pass defense. They have
permitted only 981 air yards, an average of 122.6 per game. They rank fifth overall with a total yield of 2,182, including 1,201

NOV 6 (Minneapolis Star Tribune) - Green Bay, which built its championship dynasty on grind-it-out, ball-control football, appears to be
heading in the other direction - adding more passing every year. "The ball control that Green Bay had been noted for years ago is no
longer true," Viking coach Bud Grant said. "They might be a pass control team, but they certainly are not a ball-control team where they
ram it down your throat." Strangely, while the Packers are passing more, the rest of the NFL is doing just the opposite. For the first time
since 1965, the 16 NFL teams have logged more running than passing plays through the first eight games. The Packers still run more
than they pass — with 245 rushes and 184 passes in eight games - but their offense has become more and more dependent on passes
in crucial situations. "I'm sure they feel they have a better advantage moving the ball through the air because they have the people to do
it with," Grant said. "Donny Anderson has been having a fine year, yet they still are throwing the ball more. | think this probably is a result
of the great quarterback they have, Bart Starr, who is our opinion is still the finest in the league, and the great receivers they have — Boyd




Dowler and Carroll Dale particularly." The Packers even have added a couple
of formations recently — passing formations. "It becomes increasingly difficult to
run the ball against the varied defenses," Grant said, "and as the season goes
on they put you on these computers and they know more about you than you
know about yourself sometimes." Starr has completed 86 of 135 passes (a 63.7
percentage) for 1,315 yards and 14 touchdowns. Yet the Packers have been
able to post only a 3-4-1 record. "l agree that Green Bay has not been getting
the good bounce as they have in the past," Grant said. "It's strange that the
winning teams get the bounces.

Jurgensen and the Washington Redskins with just 133, including only 41

rushing. As a result, the Vikings canter into Sunday's showdown as the fourth stingiest team in the league - one step ahead of the Packers
They have allowed only 2,061 yards in fashioning a 4-4 record, 1,036 rushing and 1,025 passing. Strangely enough, the Vikes have been
unable to cope with the Bears, having permitted them 412 yards in their first meeting and a total of 821 in two encounters - better than
40 percent of the total they have yielded in eight games...SECOND TO PACKERS: Aided by the addition of former Redskins Paul Krause,
who is one of the league's leading interceptors, they rank second only to the Rackers in pass defense and are runners-up to the league-
leading Los Angeles Rams in quarterback traps with 29. Nine of those, it should be noted, were registered against the redoubtable
Jurgensen in Minnesota's 27-14 decision of the Redskins last Sunday. They apparently were traceable, in large part, to a change in
tactics. Describing them in the Minneapolis Star, sports writer Dick Gordon reported, "Except on rare occasions, the Vikings employed
five backs and only two linebackers in their secondary. On frequent long-yardage, second and third down situations, rookies Charles
West and Bobby Bryant came in to make it seven backs and NO linebackers...RELISH THE LUXURY: "Neither Grant (Bud) nor
Washington's Otto Graham said this was unprecedented. But the former emphasized the key to it all was "that we turned our front four
loose. We figured if Washington beat us, it had to be by passing. So the front four didn't have to be concerned with traps or screens or
counters or anything like that. They just concentrated on Jurgensen. And obviously Jim Marshall, Gary Larsen, Carl Eller and Alan Page
relished the luxury of their assignment. Such contributions by the defensive platoon as a recovered fumble and a blocked punt leading
to a pair of scores and a record-tying 98-yard punt return for the final Viking touchdown by West were overshadowed by other statistics.
Seven times the front four got to Jurgensen for total yardage losses of 45 yards before he told Graham the handicap of a plaster vest
protecting his broken ribs was too much. And when he did manage to get his aerials off he could find the target just 12 times with an 18-
yarder the longest gainer. While giving full credit to the Viking front four, Jurgensen figured he was a liability to the team. 'l hope | can get
this thing (the vest) off. Now | can't throw when I'm off balance.' " 'By off-balance does he mean on the way to the ground?' " Grant was
moved to ask...CENTRAL SHOWDOWN: "Graham minimized Jurgensen's handicaps. 'It was just a case of the Viking defensive line
overpowering our offensive line. And that doesn't happen very often. They put a lot of pressure on Sonny. That front four is as good as
any in the league!™ All of which should suggest the type of trauma which awaits the Pack's offensive wall in the Twin Cities Sunday
afternoon, when the world champions will be fighting for their artistic lives. Grant, incidentally, "made one point clear," Gordon wrote.
"The Vikings 'absolutely will not" employ their revolutionary and successful defense against Green Bay in Sunday's Central Division
showdown."...PACKER PATTER: Mike Mercer, latest candidate for the Packers] placekicking assignment, tested his leg on Green Bay

Bubba made one big move to drag down Fran Tarkenton
Alan page on a broken play and he put pressure on Tarkenton all day...EVEN OUTDID HIMSELF: On the
theory that a man who runs for 205 yards against Green Bay rates the nod over a field goal kicker,
even if the latter does win the game, the AP has named Gale Sayers of the Chicago Bears as the NFL's offensive player of the week.
Savers even outdid himself Sunday in Green Bay with 205 yards on 24 carries, his best day since he gained 284 yards as a sophomore
at Kansas against Oklahoma State. "We won," said Sayers after the Bears' 13-10 victory, "That's the main thing. It doesn't make any
difference how many yards | make. We're leading our division. That's what counts."...SAYERS FANTASTIC: Phil Bengtson, the Packen
coach, summed up Sayers' performance when he said, "He's fantastic. I've seen him have good days, but this has to be his best." In
addition to piling up the yardage, Sayers was used as a decoy while others carried the ball. One Chicago score came when the Packers
keyed on Sayers who ran right while quarterback Virgil Carter bootlegged for two yards to the left. Of course, it was Mac Percival's 43-
yard field goal in the final 26 seconds on a free kick that won the game. Percival's streak of 10 consecutive field goals were broken earlier
in the game but the former schoolteacher made it 11 out of 12 with the game winner...JEFFERSON SHINES: Roy Jefferson, Pittsburgh
receiver, was another top candidate for the week's offensive honors with 11 pass receptions for 199 yards and four touchdowns against
Atlanta in a 41-21 romp. He was the first NFL player to catch four TD passes since 1963. Jefferson's feat became even more amazing
when Bill Austin, Steeler coach, revealed he moved the receiver to the left side of the line to take advantage of his good eye. "Roy has
an astigmatism," said Austin. "So | keep him on the left to let him look at the ball from his best side. We used to flop him left and right but
10 of the 11 passes he dropped this year came when he was lining up on the right." Leroy Kelly bolted and bulldozed for 174 yards on
27 carries in Cleveland's 33-21 victory at San Francisco. It was a career high for Kelly whose previous best effort was 163 against
Washington last year. Kelly has topped the 100 yard mark five times this season and 16 times as a pro. The return of Earl Morrall to New
York for the first time since the Giants traded him to Baltimore found Morrall throwing two touchdown passes for the Colts and completing
16 of 24 in Baltimore's 26-0 shutout.
FACE MASK IS PART OF THE MAN
NOV 7 (Green Bay Press-Gazette) - "It's part of the man. What can you do?" Lionel Aldridge was talking about the face mask...and the
penalties for grabbing it that seem to be mounting each week. I've seen more and more face mask penalties called each week on all
levels of play...high school, college and pro. And many of them seem so unfair. But as Aldridge says, "What can you do." A defender
dives for a ball carrier from the side or behind and reaches around him. The whistle blows and 15 yards are marched off for grabbing the
face mask. It was unintentional..."It's part of the man"...but the penalty is enforced anyway...HAS TO BE PENALTY: There is no question
but what there has to be a penalty for grabbing the face mask. The act, committed intentionally and with vigor...or even accidentally...can
be lethal. Jim Temp, who played a lot of football in his day, recalls when he was toiling at defensive end for Fort Eustis, Va., in a game
against the Quantico Marines. "They ran a sweep around my end. A guard was putting a block on me but | reached over him and managed
to get one hand on the little halfback with the ball. I didn't mean to, but | had the face mask. Have you ever seen a dog running full speed
come to the end of his leash? His head and necks stops cold but his body keeps going. That's what happened to the halfback. He could
have broken his neck but fortunately he was not hurt." Football players realize the gravity of this sort of tackling. It is difficult to believe
that any players would intentionally try to pull an opponent down by the face mask. So aware of the face mask danger are Aldridge and
Willie Davis, for example, that they have no quarrel with the 15-yard penalty attached to it. And Davis, who was tagged with one of those
penalties against the Cowboys, is in pretty close agreement with the calling of the penalty despite the frequency of it...CALLING TOO
CLOSE: Aldridge, who was nailed for a face mask penalty against the Bears, feels that the officials may be calling them too close though

he quickly admits that it is a difficult call because the action happens so fast. "You grab for the man
and you might get the mask. You let go right away but it's too late," he said. It's unintentional but it
is a violation and a penalty. Several players have indicated, however, that the officials are calling
face mask almost anytime your hand...even an open hand...or forearm comes in contact with the
mask bar. In other words, they may be overly conscious of the face mask. In considering the various
aspects of the face mask, it seems to me that the penalty is a bit harsh. | don't think reducing the
penalty to five yards would increase the temptation to grab a mask.

PACKERS' CLOSELY ALLIED TO GRANT ROBINSON CAREER

NOV 7 (Minneapolis Star Tribune) — The odd currents that swirl through football have deposited
Wayne Robinson on the other side of the scrimmage line. When Green Bay and Minnesota meet
Sunday in Metropolitan Stadium, Robinson will be coaching the defensive backfield for the Packers
and a collection of friends and former contemporaries will be trying to break down the resistance he
has built. Robinson and the Vikings' Bud Grant, Jerry Burns, Joe Kapp and Jim Finks all have been
enmeshed in their football careers at one time or another, but all these alliances will be forgotten
Sunday:

* Robinson and Grant were teammates at the University of Minnesota and with the Philadelphia
Eagles.

* When Grant took over as head coach at Winnipeg in 1957 (at age 29), he hired the 26-year-old
Robinson as his lone assistant coach.

* Burns, who was then a 29-year -old assistant coach at lowa, worked that summer as an advisory .
coach with Robinson and Grant at Winnipeg. He was a crusty coaching veteran by then, with two WAYNE ROBINSON
years’ experience, while the only coaching background Robinson and Grant had was helping with Former Grant Aide

the Minnesota alumni.

* Robinson left Winnipeg in 1959 to become head coach at Vancouver — at age 28. Two years later he was to make a deal that put him
out of football for two years and that added further irony to Sunday's football game. In 1961, ex-lowa quarterback Randy Duncan played
out his option at Vancouver, leaving Robinson without an experienced signal-caller. Robinson asked his general manager if he could
deal for Kapp, who was with Calgary, and was refused permission because Kapp had been experiencing some difficulties after knee
surgery. Robinson approached Finks, then general manager of Calgary, and made the deal anyway — giving four players (including Ed
O'Bradovich, currently at Chicago) for Kapp. "l was heavily criticized for making the trade," Robinson said over the telephone from Green
Bay Wednesday. "Some hailed it as the worst trade in Canadian football." Robinson didn't last out the year as head coach, being replaced
by ex-Gopher Dave Skrien. "They never gave him a chance," Kapp said. "They just let him go." Robinson turned out to be right after all,
though he was not there to savor his victory. Kapp and Vancouver went on two years later to win the championship. "Kapp was fantastic,
he really was." Robinson said. 'First of all, he's a leader. And he's a competitor, a guy who will never quit. He has the ability to make the
big play, which is essential in a quarterback. | don't think he has lost any of those abilities, either." After leaving Vancouver, Robinson
stayed out of football for two years until Burns got the head coaching job at lowa and hired Wayne as an assistant. From there he went
to Houston of the AFL as an aide and finally to Green Bay. The position at Green Bay . opened up when Burns moved to the Vikings.
Burns recommended Robinson for the job and then, after he got it, sold Wayne his house in Green Bay. Now Robinson will be directing




the defensive secondary that Grant, Burns and Kapp will be
trying to defeat Sunday. The Packers have the No. 1 pass
defense in the NFL, but Robinson knows enough about his
opposition to be wary. "Grant is one of the finest football
coaches in the business," Robinson said. "One of his
strongest points is his patience with his personnel. Burns
has a mind like a steel trap. He knows as much about the
game as anybody." Kapp, of course, has had pretty good
success against the Packers - no matter who is coaching.
He will be looking for his third victory in four tries Sunday.

The clamor thus is understandable if somewhat taxing, he admits via long
distance, "l think this is probably the biggest game we've ever played," the forthright lowa native says, "for a number of reasons. We've
never had ticket pressure like this - there is not a ticket to be had...The pressure is just immense.” "We're going to have a sellout of
47,644 fans," he said, adding in wonder, "We could sell twice that many. And the demand for press, radio and television accommodations
is tremendous — the heaviest we've ever had." Citing another pertinent factor in the current epidemic of Minne-mania, McGrane pointed
out, "l think this is the first time we have played the Packers when we have been ahead of them in the standings." The Norsemen, who
presently share the NFL's Central Division lead with the Chicago Bears at 4-4, own a half-game edge on the Packers, presently 3-4-
1...PLAYING GOOD DEFENSE: It being a publicity director's primary function to furnish information, not venture predictions, the crew
cut Gopher is careful to do just that under the critical circumstances.

(Eezarios, Tomensr; shec TR Sn. dod e AR DR N 08 NOV 8 (Green Bay) — The Green Bay Packers have their work
cut out for them if they are to successfully defend their NFL championship. "We have to win them all," Coach Phil Bengtson put it simply.
"And the other people have to lose some." The Packers have already lost four games this season. That's the same number of defeats
they finished with last year when they took the Central Division crown, the Western Conference title, the NFL championship and won the
Super Bowl. But two losses came after they had wrapped up the Central Division. This Sunday, Green Bay invades Minnesota as they
start their final six games. In the topsy turvy Central Division they are not completely out of the race...ALL HAVE 4 LOSSES: Every team
in the division sports four losses. But the Packers and the Detroit Lions have only three victories. They tied the last time they played each
other. Chicago and Minnesota are 4-4. Earlier this season, the Minnesota Vikings continued their hex, beating the Packers in Milwaukee.
It was the fourth time in five years that the Vikings had won the Packer game in that territory. Of course, Bengtson hopes the other part
of the hex is working this Sunday. Green Bay has never lost a league game at Minnesota. Games played last Sunday by the Packers
and the Vikings also point out the wisdom of Bengtson. "The big type of play that we needed and used to get in the past, we didn't get,"
he said following a loss to Detroit...A BIG PLAY: In a 13-10 losing effort against the Chicago Bears last week, a big play-when a safety
was apparently called on Chicago on a kickoff-was nullified when officials ruled it was a touchback. Yet in Minnesota, the Vikings' Charlie
West didn't realize where he was and consequently ran a punt back for 98 yards and a touchdown. "If I'd known | was at our two-yard
line | wouldn't have run it back," West said. "Normally I'd have let it go into the end zone." "I agree that Green Bay has not been getting
the good bounce as it has in the past," Bud Grant, Minnesota coach, said. "It's strange that winning teams get the bounces. It's almost
divine. Things happen because the squad believes that whatever the score, whatever the time, the ball is going to come their way and
they're going to win the game." "| think Green Bay believed that profoundly for years and possibly still believes that," Grant said. "When
it goes against you and you start wondering if it's going to happen - and maybe now you're in a little bit of trouble." Trouble is something
Green Bay has plenty of. Victories are what the Packers need, starting with this Sunday.

WHAT'S WRONG WITH GREEN BAY?

NOV 8 (Minneapolis Star Tribune) — What's the matter with the Packers? The Packers rank 3-4-1 in the Central Division of the NFL with
essentially the same team that beat Oakland in the Super Bowl last January. It has been said the Packers are getting old, but that never
has been proven. It has been said the Packers are suffering from injury problems, but they had them early in 1967 also and they still
were 6-1-1 at this point of the season. They haven't had the breaks, the right bounce of the football - but they also aren't making the big
plays on defense. "l think that's part of it," said Packer coach Phil Bengtson, "Our defensive line hasn't been healthy and we haven't
racked the opposing passer as many times. We've let the other team control the ball more because we haven't made the big play to stop
him." Statistics bear him out. Defensively, the Packers have allowed 32 more first downs in eight games in 1968 than they did in 1967;
they have allowed 18 more points, 471 more yards. They have not scored a touchdown with an intercepted pass although they have
picked off 12, have not had a touchdown on a kickoff return and only one on a punt runback. Nonetheless, they lead the NFL in defense
against the pass and rank fifth overall. "When we've looked best," Bengtson said, "is when our passing game has been sharp." A scouting
report on the Packers, the Vikings foe Sunday: OFFENSE LINE - Left tackle Bob Skoronski (6-3, 245) and right tackle Forrest Gregg (6-
4, 250) both are 34 years old and play with the experience of their age. Both are especially adept at guiding the pass rusher to the outside,
around the quarterback. Right guard/author Jerry Kramer (6-3, 245) has been bothered lately by a knee injury but still is one of the best
hitters around - as Jethro Pugh found out. He has good initial contact. Left guard Gale Gillingham (6-3, 255) has been called by some of
the best lineman on the club. He is effective on the trap plays and, like Kramer, strong on the Packers famed power sweep. Center Ken
Bowman (6-3, 230) is very quick...RECEIVERS - Still among the most dangerous in the league. Split end Boyd Dowler (6-5, 255) is not
quick but has good speed and good hands. With 25 catches, 334 yards and four touchdowns he is second to flanker Carroll Dale (6-2,
200). who has 26 catches, 567 yards and seven touchdowns. Dale probably is the more dangerous of the two because he can beat you
deep consistently. Tight end Marv Fleming (6-4, 235) had injury problems last year but appears to have recovered. He has 17 catches




for 195 yards and three touchdowns...BACKFIELD - Quarterback Starr has completed 63.7 per cent of his passes for 1,315 yards and
14 touchdowns. His average gain (9.81 yards) is the best among the league's regular quarterbacks. He ranks second in the league
among passers. Donny Anderson (6-3, 210) is the club's leading rusher with 100 carries for 468 yards. He has the strength to break a
tackle and the speed to run away from you-in addition to being a fine pass receiver (18 receptions, 203 yards). His backup, speedster
Travis Williams, has not had a good sophomore season. The other running back probably will be Elijah Pitts (6-1, 205), who has been
troubled with injuries the past two seasons. Healthy, he's a good one...DEFENSE LINE - Left end Willie Davis (6-3, 245) has had a
broken thumb, right end Lionel Aldridge (6-4), 245 a sprained ankle, left tackle Ron Kostelnik (6-4, 260) knee and ankle problems, and
right tackle Henry Jordan (6-3, 250) chronic back problems. All are expected to start although Kostelnik will get a lot of relief from Bob
Brown (6-7, 265), probably the strongest lineman. Davis is quick, a craftsman. Aldridge is not as good a pass rusher as Davis, Jordan is
extremely agile but has been double teamed quite a lot this season...LINEBACKERS - As a unit, most likely the best in football.
Middleman Ray Nitschke (6-3, 240) is good at filling the holes on running plays and has the quickness to get depth on pass coverage.
Dave Robinson (6-3, 245) on the left side is the best outside man in the business. Lee Roy Caffey (6-3, 250) on the right S|de is the best
blitzer of the three and quick...SECONDARY - The two cornerbacks, Herb Adderly (6-0, oy .
210) and Bob Jeter (6-1, 205) each have three interceptions to lead the club. Adderly likes :

But this, he admits, is
what faces the NFL's reigning royalty if they lose this afternoon's key collision with the Minnesota Vikings, who presently share the Central
Division lead with the Chicago Bears...OUT OF CONTENTION: "We look at it the same as any other game." the 34-year-old tackle
soberly stated, "Except we've got to win...we'll be out of contention if we don't." Mathematically, of course, another defeat would not, of
itself, plunge the Packers from the Central race, since they still would trail by only a game and a half with five to play. But Skoronski
obviously was taking into account other considerations which would, in such a case, leave the Packers in even more straitened
circumstances than it would at first glance. The defending champions, who have yet to win from an intra-divisional opponent this season,
would then have lost their season series to the Vikings, a factor which would loom large in the event of a tie. If this should come to pass,
the Vikings would automatically qualify for the Western Conference playoff against the Coastal Division champion because of having won
both meetings with the Packers...CLINCHED SERIES: Green Bay's standard bearers also have a companion concern with regard to the
Detroit Lions, who already have clinched their series with the Pack by dint of a win and a tie. The same situation would apply in their
situation, of course, in case of a deadlock between the Packers and Lions. Coach Phil Bengtson and his athletes are taking the positive
approach, however. They are fully mindful that a victory today could virtually reverse the potential circumstances. In fact, should they
defeat the Vikings, the San Francisco 49ers handle the Chicago Bears and the Baltimore Colts decision the Lions, all well within the
realm of possibility, the Packers could vault into sole possession of the Central Lead with a 4-4-1 record. But it is likely an effort akin to
the one mounted in derailing Dallas two weeks ago (28-17) will be required to subdue the Vikings, who will be spurred on by a capacity,
largely partisan house of more than 47,000 fans hungry for their first title...ONE-TWO PUNCH: The Packers chances, in the main, depend
on the ability of offense to handle the Vikings' highly formidable front four — Carl Eller, Alan Page, Gary Larsen and Jim Marshall - and
the defense's skill in coping with the crunching one-two ground punch of Bill Brown and Clint Jones and quarterback Joe Kapp's "bombs"
to Minnesota's stellar sophomore receiver, Gene Washington. They also are likely to ride, to a significant extent, upon the toe of the
Pack's new placement specialist, Mike Mercer, activated only Friday in the hope of stabilizing the champions' kicking game. Mercer,
ironically, is a former Viking and shares the club record for most field goals in a game.

And that clever comment by
Packers guard Jerry Kramer on television after the last meeting between the two teams may well be remembered today, also. Asked
about why the Vikings seemed to play so well against the Packers, Kramer quipped something like "Either they don't know how good we
are or how bad they are." Final judgment on that statement must be reserved until about 4:30 p.m. today. Bowie will be the only Viking
regular missing from the starting lineup today, although Green Bay defensive left tackle Ron Kostelnik apparently has not recovered from
knee and ankle problems and may not be available for full-time duty. The Packers are expected to open with Donny Anderson, having
his best season, and Elijah Pitts at running backs. Anderson moved in when Pitts was injured and now Pitts takes over for Jim Grabowski,
who has been both hobbled and ineffective. The key to today's game may well be in the running games of both teams. The Vikings and
Packers feature the top two pass defenses in the league; both have been victimized at times by the opposition's rushing game — especially
by Sayers and the Bears. Yet Green Bay coach Phil Bengtson has said the Packers have been most effective when their passing game
was right. After his passing in the last two games, it appears quarterback Bart Starr's arm has healed properly.
