Packers Nip Pitt In Cardiac Classic, 38-34
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GAME RECAP (GREEN BAY PRESS-GAZETTE)

(GREEN BAY) - What kind of a game was it? "l couldn't keep track of the score," a slightly
shell shocked Phill Bengston declared, shaking his head in wonder. The Packer coach
was not alone. He had considerable company, some 46,403 "live" withesses and millions
more who viewed the violence via television, as the Pack and the Pittsburgh Steelers
flashed a dazzling flair for the dramatic here Sunday afternoon. Ancient Pitt Stadium has
been the scene of many a memorable struggle, dating back to the days of Marshall
Goldberg, but none more electrifying than the cardiac classic which saw the Packers
weather a staggering series of calamities to outlast the Steelers, 38-34, in Pittsburgh's
misty gloom. Three times the Bays were forced to surge from behind, twice after trailing
by 10 points, to put down the Pennsylvanians with a glittering performance by a sore-
armed Bart Starr, who came off the bench late in the third quarter to direct the revival. In
the frenetic process, the Packers survived these misadventures:

Two lost fumbles;

Three interceptions;

A 42-yard interference penalty;

A lost kickoff;

An injury to star guard Gale Gillingham, who was kayoed on the second last
offensive play of the first half and did not return;

An accidental "onside" kick; and

. Two Steeler bombs to Roy Jefferson, one by rookie Terry Hanratty, the other by
Dick Shiner.

Fortunately, they balanced the books with some heroics of their own. Such as:

Three interceptions, two of them by ballhawking Herb Adderley;

Perfect pass protection from an offensive line which enable Starr and last minute
starter Don Horn to escape unscathed;

A slightly incredible 351 yards in kickoff and interception return yardage;

Three "home runs," including an 83-yard punt return and 96-yard kickoff runback
by Travis Williams, just returned to combat after an eye injury; and

An opportune fumble recovery by Defensive Capt. Willie Davis on the Pittsburgh
3-yard line.

Fittingly, it was Starr who put a happy period to the proceedings. Shrugging off the pain
in his passing arm, he fired a 43-yard scoring strike to Carroll Dale with slightly less than
five minutes remaining to erase a 34-31 deficit. That edifying development came one
exchange after Gene Mingo had shot the Steelers into the lead for the third time with a
32-yard field goal at 5:02 of the final period. It climaxed a harrowing uphill climb for the
Packers, who found themselves in arrears 10-0 in the first 11 minutes, after the Steelers
converted a Jim Grabowski fumble into a 19-yard Mingo field goal and Hanratty
collaborated with Jefferson on a 36-yard bomb.

ADDERLEY TAKES HAND

Things looked even more ominous as Pitts drove to the Packer 19 early in the second
quarter, but Adderley took a hand, literally stealing a Hanratty pass from the hands of
J.R. Wilburn on the goal line returning it 44 yards to the Green Bay 44. The Pack failed
to capitalize on that opportunity but another shortly bloomed when fullback Earl Gros
fumbled when jolted by Bob Brown and Davis recovered at the Pittsburgh 3. Bootlegging
to the right on second down from the two, Horn faked a pass to hold the defense at bay,
then cantered into the end zone untouched. Exactly two minutes later, Travis Williams
planted himself beneath a towering Bobby Walden punt and waited for his interference
to form. Finding the "middle" open, he churned up field and, breaking off a block by Perry
Williams, veered to his right down the sidelines.




ROCKETS PAST

Walden, wheeling over from his punting position, had an angle
on the Road Runner at about the Pittsburgh 30 but the jet-like
Williams rocketed past him to paydirt. The Packers now
possessed the lead for the first time, following Mike Mercer's
second conversion, but there was little time for rejoicing. The
Steelers retaliated following the kickoff, driving 78 yards to
mount a 17-14 edge, a 42-yard interference penalty being the
major item. It was assessed to Packer safety Doug Hart,
covering the elusive Jefferson at the Green Bay 36. Hanratty
capped the push by rolling to his right at the three and hitting
halfback Dick Hoak in the end zone to give Pitts a 17-14 halftime
lead.

HORN FUMBLES

The Pack temporarily avoided further embarrassment when 3 AP il

the start of the third quarter, but Horn fumbled when Grabowski
and Donny Anderson collided on a missed signal and Marv
Woodson recovered at the Green Bay 24. This time, Hanratty
had the Steelers home in four plays, pitching a six-yard strike to
rookie flanker Ervin Williams, a step in front of Bob Jeter in the
end zone. Happily, Travis Williams was on the verge of another
spectacular. Taking Mingo's kickoff at the Packer four, he broke
one tackle at 30, veered to his right behind an imposing escort
and, outlegging two Steelers who had the angle on him, again
streaked the distance. It appeared the wheel of fortune had
finally begun to turn when LeeRoy Caffey intercepted a Hanratty
pass at the Pittsburgh 42 and Mercer, with Starr now at the
controls, shortly drilled home a 15-yard field goal to forge a 24-
24 tie. Life looked even brighter one exchange later when Starr,
calling a masterful game, tossed a "screen" to Anderson, who
rambled 51 yards to the Pittsburgh 27 before being run to earth.
DALE IN CORNER

Mr. Quarterback then deftly faked a handoff to Williams and hit
Dale in the right corner at the 1-yard-line. Travis bolted over right
guard for his third TD on the next play and the Pack once again
was out front, 31-24. But not, alas, for long. The Pack's Francis Py 5 SR 5 SR

'DIDN'T KNOW IF | COULD:' BART

NOV 3 (Pittsburgh-Green Bay Press-Gazette) — Bryan Bartlett Starr was making a "V" with his aching right arm which
cradled a big ice pack. It couldn't have been the most comfortable feeling in the world, but Mr. Quarterback was wearing a
smile. Starr, endowed with an abundance of quiet courage, had left the bench late in the third quarter to relieve Don Horn
at quarterback and mastermind the Packers’ hectic 38-34 decision over the Pittsburgh Steelers. And that victory was
uppermost in his mind. "I'm very, very happy to win," he said
simply. "This Pittsburgh is a scrappy team. They just don't quit."
Starr had not started the game because of a sore arm and
shoulder after he experienced difficulty in throwing the football
during the pregame warmup. Forewarned of this possibility,
Bengtson had alerted Horn to be ready to start and activated Bill
Stevens from the taxi squad as "insurance," waiving fullback
Chuck Mercein to make room for the second year quarterback.
The decision to call upon Starr had been made after "Coach
Bengtson and | talked about it on the sidelines," Bart confided.
"l told him if he felt he'd like to have me in there, | would give it
a try," he said. "l really didn't know then if | could do it." "But we
got through it somehow," Bart continued, adding with a dry
chuckle, "I think the one | threw to Carroll Dale for the last
touchdown had eyeballs and teeth and everything on it. | was
afraid | wouldn't get it to him. That, by the way, was one of our
basic passes for the game - one we felt we could complete
against them." Starr paid tribute to his youthful understudy,
asserting, "l thought the call Donny made down on the goal line,
the one he bootlegged for the touchdown, was a great call. He
also praised center Ken Bowman as "a guy who deserves a
great deal of credit. He got hurt on our first series - hurt a leg or
a knee - and he played the whole game. He's a gutty performer.
Ken is my kind of teammate."

'STARR MADE BIG DIFFERENCE,’ PHIL SAYS OF WILD AFFAIR

NOV 3 (Pittsburgh-Green Bay Press-Gazette) — Phil Bengtson had just ensconced himself on an equipment trunk in the
Packer dressing room when the Inevitable question came. "How much difference," a Pittsburgh scribe was asking, "did Bart
Starr make?" The Bays' head coach and general manager, who had just labeled the Pack's 38-34, come-from-behind victory
over the Pittsburgh Steelers "a wild and woolly affair,” was forthright. "Starr made a big difference," he said. "The other kid
(Don Horn) was not having a good day. Don was a little shaky, a little uncertain. That's why we went to Bart late in the third
quarter.”...NEEDED STARR: He had started the ex-San Diego State star, he explained, "because Bart came up with a sore
arm in practice. His arm wasn't right there, so we thought that if we could get along without him, we would. "We decided
about Starr about five minutes before the game - after the warmup. He's been having a little trouble with his arm off and on
and he got piled on last week in the Atlanta game and got a stiff neck." Asked if Mr. Quarterback had experienced pain in
throwing the ball during his highly successful stint, Bengtson said "You'd have to ask him about that, but I'm sure he did
have pain. It was a great display of guts on his part...It may hurt us later, but we needed him today." Had he considered
using Starr earlier? "We thought about it," he admitted. "We didn't want to get too far behind. We figured if he could get us
two touchdowns we could do it...OUT OF POSITION: As it turned out," Phil dryly added, "we needed more than that."
Commenting on the Steelers' three interceptions, Bengtson noted, "On the first one, their guy was out of position a little bit,
| think. The second one looked like he might have been a little quick to deliver, | don't know. But I'm not trying to take
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That was soft-spoken Chuck Noll, the rookie coach of the
Pittsburgh Steelers, talking shortly after his team had absorbed a 38-34 trumping from the Packers here Sunday. The quiet
tones, positive sounding as they were, were unexpected since Noll had cleared the locker room of everybody but the players
immediately after the game. The equipment men, trainers and various other assistants waited outside...NO HEAVY
GLOOM: Whatever went on inside, however, was not reflected in the atmosphere. There was no heavy gloom. Rather the
coaches and players seemed to feel the same way Noll expressed it. Some "We're getting better all the time. We played
well today. But we haven't beaten a really good team yet. And the Packers are a good team. It didn't really make any
difference if Horn or Starr was playing, they were the same Packers," he insisted. Two of the touchdowns the Steelers
"gave" the Packers came on Travis Williams' sensational kick return scampers. How was Williams able to get away, a
wondering Pittsburgh sportswriter wanted to know. Noll had a ready answer. "He has great speed. We thought we could
cover him on kicks but he doesn't need much noted how the Steelers had outgained the Packers, 346 yards to 318. It was
a somewhat bittersweet thing for Noll. daylight you know. A couple guys get knocked down and he's got a crack. That's all
he needs."..."ACCIDENTAL' LEAD: The best defense for Williams, though, Noll acknowledged, is to keep the ball away
from him and that's what the Steelers tried to do later. In the process, they "accidentally" took a temporary lead late in the
game. Gene Mingo kicked off after Dick Shiner and Roy Jefferson had collaborated for a touchdown that tied the game at
31-31. His first kick, aimed away from both Williams and Hampton squirted out of bounds. He then kicked again and the
ball dribbled along the ground to the 33 where Mingo himself recovered it. "It wasn't supposed to be an onside or short kick,"
Noll said. "We just wanted to squib it so they couldn't handle it as easily." Mingo's recovery, a rather unique incident in itself,
set up his eventual 32-yard field goal that gave Pitt a short term 34-31 lead.

PITT CONVERSION DASHED BY STARR, TRAVIS

NOV 3 (Pittsburgh-Green Bay Press-Gazette) — The Packers trotted out of the dressing room runway for the start of the
second half and were greeted by a loud chorus of boos. It was an apparently unusual demonstration in gloomy Pitt Stadium
for it prompted one Steeler official to quip, "Hey, they're booing the opposition today." In a sort of reverse way, the boos
were also cheers for the Steelers, who because of their 1-6 record and the fact that they have never even won a divisional



title in their entire history are not particularly well acquainted with
such practice...CABBIE S PROPHET: For instance, the cabbie
wheeling me to the stadium, suggested, "You won't see much
offense today. We just don't have any offense." Why? What's
the trouble with your offense? | asked...though not expecting a
headline story from the conversational question. "Let's just say
we throw the ball to the other team too often," he replied quite
prophetically... GRATEFULLY ACCEPTED: Thus the boos for
the Packers indicated a new trend was apparently developing
among the Steeler faithful. Their hopes, buoyed by the locals'
17-14, halftime lead, were soon to be dashed, however. Travis
Williams did the dashing. He had already sped 83 yards with a
punt return for one Packer touchdown and midway in the third
quarter, he raced 96 yards with a kickoff return. But while Travis'
gallops were exciting and gratefully accepted, they served to
emphasize the difficulties the ‘"regular" offense was
experiencing...the insistence on making things difficult for
themselves that the Packers once again displayed. Consider the early going. The first time the Pack had the ball, it fumbled
it away. The second time, it threw it away. The third time it put itself in a hole with a holding penalty. The fourth time, it failed
on a third - and - two situation. The fifth time it failed because a pass mixup resulted in the ball landing 20 yards from the
nearest possible receiver... WELL KEPT SECRET: After all that, the Packers finally scored...on a three yard march. Then
followed an interception, another interception and a fumble, Yet the Packers trailed only 24-21. It could have been much
worse. But before it got worse, Bart Starr arrived on the scene to rescue the situation. Injured all week, Starr's condition
was the best kept secret since the A-bomb. Even Packer publicist Chuck Lane insisted he had no knowledge of it until
Sunday morning. Perhaps, however, in camouflaging Starr's condition so well, the Packers may have foiled themselves
because Don Horn obviously was not on the same wave length as his receivers. Nevertheless, Starr arrived like John
Wayne and everything...except maybe his injured arm...turned out okay. Bart connected on five of six passes while wincing
on every throw and the Packers had collected 10 points. He then hit on two of his next four and the Packers had seven
more points...along with boasting of legitimate marches, 42, 77 and 74 yards in length, to get them.

HANRATTY FINDS ADDERLEY 'FAST’

NOV 3 (Pittsburgh-Green Bay Press-Gazette) — What ever became of Terry Hanratty? You know, the Notre Dame All-
American. The Pittsburgh Steeler rookie quarterback who throws pop flies. The guy who looked like a sandlotter in the
Bishop's Charities Game last August. That Terry Hanratty has disappeared. But the Steelers now have a guy claiming the
same name. Only this Hanratty is cool and poised. He calls plays like a fox, he fires passes with a slingshot. He's considered
the long promised saviour of Steeltown. This Hanratty nicked the proud Packer defense for 14 completions in 23 attempts
for 183 yards and 3 touchdowns here Sunday...STILL LEARNING: But it all went for naught, really, because even this new
Hanratty is still learning his trade in the National Football League and because of it the Packers managed to squeak out a
38-34 victory here Sunday. One of the things Hanratty learned Sunday is just how quick Herb Adderley is. "l never thought
Adderley was that fast, that quick,"” he said after the battle. Hanratty was not concerned with talking about the game and
learning about Adderley. He talked with the assurance of a man who felt he had performed well only to have his performance
marred by an opponent's super performance...SPECTACULAR INTERCEPTIONS: And Adderley's job on this Sunday may
have been just that. Three times he came up with spectacular interceptions, though one of them was nullified by a penalty.
And several times he arrived like a flash to break up well thrown passes, once in particular late in the game when he
prevented what seemed like a sure touchdown toss from Dick Shiner to J. R. Wilburn. It forced the Steelers to settle for a
field goal, which allowed the Packers to win with their touchdown that followed shortly thereafter. Wilburn seemed to be
Adderley's pet project in this game and Hanratty was still shaking his head about the goal line interception that saw Herb
knife in front of the Steeler end and pick off the bullet throw...NOBODY THAT QUICK: "J. R. cut across on that one and
was open. | fired the ball. | mean | really fired it hard. And it was right in there. But Adderley got it. | don't know how. | never
thought he could get a hand on it but he caught it with his fingertips," Hanratty explained. "I never thought anybody could
be that quick." Hanratty was hurt just before the end of the third quarter when blitzing Ray Nitschke caught him for an 11-
yard loss. "l snapped my head on the ground," the quiet Irishman said. And his coach, Chuck Noll, added that his
quarterback was temporarily kayoed. Though he quickly came out of it and appeared to be okay, Noll said he didn't want to
take any chances with him...SHINER RECOVERED: It was understandable. Though Dick Shiner had recovered from his
injuries and was available (he later replaced Hanratty's immediate successor, Kent Nix, and engineered a touchdown and
field goal), Noll said that Hanratty was his starter. All of which was a rather startling progress report from that night in
Lambeau Field in August. "He had just come back from the All - Star camp and didn't even know our signal system yet,"
Noll said in reference to Hanratty in that Bishop's game. And Hanratty added, "l didn't even know who my receivers were in
that game and the defenses were completely unfamiliar to me." At least Herb Adderley is no longer unfamiliar to him.
MERCEIN SADLY SITS AT PHONE AND WAITS

NOV 4 (Green Bay Press-Gazette) - Chuck Mercein, a major figure in the Packers' historic 1967 National Football League
title victory over the Dallas Cowboys, bid a quiet farewell to the team Monday.

STARR 'PROBABLE' FOR COLTS

ChUCk Mercein been concern, inevitably, when Starr was unable to start Sunday's game because of a
sore arm. And, though he passed with admirable precision after relieving Don Horn late
in the third quarter, uncertainty remained over what might have happened to the arm in the process. But, taking the positive
approach after an informal check with Mr. Quarterback, GM-Coach Phil Bengtson listed Starr as "probable" for next
Sunday's match with the Colts in Baltimore, a heartening report considering how Starr illustrated his worth to the Pack in
the Steeler scramble as well as the challenges that lie ahead in the Central race. "l talked with Bart this morning and asked
him how he felt," Bengtson said, "and he said he felt fine." Pondering the situation further, he added, "We don't know quite
what to do about the arm in practice this week...The fact that it has been sore possibly means that he should throw less.
We've been following that theory the last couple of weeks...PLEASED WITH FIGHT: "On the other hand, it hasn't been
bothering him to a particular degree. It could be one of those things that might get better with use." Pronouncing himself
pleased over "showing that we could fight from behind against the Steelers," Bengtson noted, "Bart's going back in there
gave us a little shot in the arm." Horn, he said, "made some wrong decisions but we haven't lost any confidence in him. Don
just didn't have a real sharp day.

STARR TOP NFL PASSER

NOV 5 (Green Bay Press-Gazette) - Bart Starr, who has not
permitted a sore arm to affect his radar, today ranks as the
No. 1 passer in the National Football League. The Packers'
peerless leader, the NFL's all-time percentage leader, has
padded his efficiency average to 63.2 percent, according to
latest statistics released by the league today. Starr, who
wrested the lead from the Dallas Cowboys' Craig Morton,
didn't enter Sunday's game until late in the third quarter
because of his aching arm, but managed to complete seven
of 10 passes for 168 yards and one touchdown. Overall, Mr.
Quarterback has connected on 79 of 125 attempts for 996
yards, nine touchdowns and an average gain of 7.97 yards.
He has been intercepted only four times in seven games.
Starr's status for Sunday's invasion of Baltimore still is
uncertain at this point, although GM-Coach Phil Bengtson
issued an encouraging report Tuesday. "The problem now is
only in Bart's bicep," Phil confided. "His shoulder and neck,
which also were giving him trouble, seem to have been
improved considerably. So he's going to rest for a couple of
days as far as throwing is concerned and see how it goes." In
addition to Starr, five other Packers are to be found among
the NFL's statistical leaders today. Herb Adderley, who
pilfered two Steeler passes Sunday, vaulted into a third place
tie in interceptions with four, two behind league-leader Mike
Howell of Cleveland. Travis Williams took over sole
possession of third place in kickoff returns with a 31.2
average for 12 excursions, after running back four for 164
yards against Pittsburgh. Dave Hampton is sixth in the latter

category with a 27.3 average for eight returns and Willie Wood 10th in punt returns with a 5.4
average for seven trips. Donny Anderson also ranks 14th in punting with a 38.6-yard average

for 31 boots.

COLTS' MATTE ZOOMS IN STATISTICS

NOV 5 (New York) — Tom Matte, an underrated running back in every city except Baltimore,
has become a factor in the scoring and rushing race in the National Football League. Matte
scored three touchdowns last Sunday against Washington to take the lead from the kickers
in the scoring competition. The Colts' veteran of nine pro seasons, is first in scoring with 66
points on 11 touchdowns, nine on runs and two on pass catches. While Calvin Hill, Dallas'
rookie from Yale, still is out front in the rushing department with 548 yards, Matte has closed
ground by moving to 473 yards with 117 on 21 carries against the Redskins. Roy Jefferson
caught seven passes for 164 yards and two touchdowns in Pittsburgh's game with Green Bay
and widened his lead in the pass receiving league to 37.

NOV 6 (Baltimore Evening Sun) - The Colts begin the second half of their last NFL season here Sunday against the Green
Bay Packers, and quarterback John Unitas, the man some said couldn't come back, says his arm is doing just fine, thank
you. Asked to give a "halfway report" on the flipper that kept him on the bench virtually all last year, Unitas said yesterday,
"the arm has done everything | have asked it to. I'm pretty pleased with it, although the soreness is always there, as usual.”
Johnny U. was giving his 36-year-old wing a good test on Offense Day at Memorial Stadium, but he didn't have his favorite
receiver for the entire practice. Jim Orr came up lame with a leg muscle pull and retired early. He said, however, it wouldn't
keep him from playing against Green Bay. In another development today, young linebacker Bob Grant, who intercepted two
of Sonny Jurgensen's passes last Sunday in the romp over Washington, was chosen as the Associated Press' defensive
player of the week in the NFL. The NFL statistics this week show Unitas standing ninth in the passing department after a
complete inundation of high scores and TD passes elsewhere last Sunday. The low standing doesn't bother Unitas,
however, just his number of interceptions...LOW IN TD PASSES: "I am concerned about the number of interceptions I've
thrown," he said of the 11 steals by opponents, "but | also have to realize that some of them didn't happen because the ball
was thrown badly.” In fact, over half of the thefts on Unitas have come because of broken patterns or tipped balls by his
own receivers. Unitas is also fairly low in touchdowns with eight but said that doesn't worry him at all. "Those will come," he
said. The Colt attack is second overall in the NFL, and tops in passing yardage with an average of 235 yards per game. "I'm
still doing my arm exercises religiously," Unitas reported, "and apparently the number of times I've thrown the ball is
stretching the ligaments so that | can almost put my right arm out straight now. Something would have to stretch, or else
break, the way I've been snapping the ball. It hasn't broken yet."...HITTING 55 PER CENT: Unitas has thrown the ball more
times (207) than any other quarterbacks except Roman Gabriel and Norm Snead and completed more (114) than anybody
except Gabe and Jurgensen. He is hitting 55 per cent of his passes and would be much higher than that except for an
inordinate number of dropped balls. An incongruous note is that, even as well as Johnny U. is pegging, the Colts lead the
league in rushing touchdowns with 12, 9 by Tom Matte. Unitas said his arm doesn't get sore on Monday or Tuesday after a
game. "It usually waits 'till Wednesday to tighten up," he said. "On Thursday it feels fine again and, the important thing, it's
been feeling good on Sundays."...STARR'S ARM HURT: A projected Unitas-Bart Starr duel may not come off this Sunday,
though, because the Packer great is, of all things, suffering with a sore arm. He had to come off the bench last week to lead
the club to a last-gasp win over Pittsburgh, and coach Phil Bengtson admitted the move might have dire consequences later
on. Starr reportedly has a torn bicep muscle and was in great pain after the Steeler game, even though his arm was packed
in ice. It should be duly noted, however, that, bad arm and all, Starr sits atop the passing standings in spite of all those
young TD-throwers. Starr has thrown 82 times less than Unitas, but he has one more TD pass and only four interceptions.
He is over 500 yards short of John in distance... GRANT ELATED: Meanwhile, Grant was naturally elated over his selection
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by the AP over such other stars as LA's Ron Smith, Minnesota's front four and New York's Tommy Longo. Grant and the
other young lions of the Colts will have their hands full if Starr is ready to throw Sunday. After his fine show last week, Grant
was reminded it had been a long time since such a flock of reporters had descended on his dressing cubicle.

DEFENSIVE CHANGES SPARK COLTS' MID-SEASON CHARGE
NOV 6 (Green Bay Press-Gazette) - Just five short weeks ago, the nation's football writers were hastily preparing the
Baltimore Colts' obituary. The once invincible Hosses, runaway champions of the National Football League in 1968 before
running afoul of a New York Jet ambush in the Super Bowl, had just been decimated by the Minnesota Vikings, 52-14. That
annihilation, coming on the heels of a 27-20 defeat at Los Angeles Ram hands a week earlier, made it appear that the Colts'
season was over before it had fairly begun. They continued to flounder artistically in their next four outings, although
managing to win all but one to balance season record at 3-3, although they still trailed the Rams by 3 lengths in the Central
Division race...STEEDS OF OLD: Last Sunday, however, they suddenly stomped like the Steeds of old, humbling Vince
Lombardi's resurgent Redskins with impressive ease, 41-17, as Tom Matte scored three touchdowns and wheeled for 116
yards. Needless to say, their revival hardly could have come at a less propitious time for the Packers, who invade Baltimore's
Memorial Stadium Sunday afternoon still entertaining serious designs on the Central Division title. What, Colt publicist Jim
Walker was asked via long distance Wednesday, wrought the transformation? "We came alive last week after Coach Don
Shula decided to make some sweeping changes in our defense," he replied. "He benched three guys, including Lenny
Lyles, and shifted another. And he got fantastic results...HENDRICKS STARTS: "He put rookie Ted Hendricks in at right
linebacker, moved Mike Curtis, who was an all-pro last year, from the right side to the middle, and installed Bob Grant, a
second year man, at left linebacker. And he also replaced Lyles with Tom Maxwell, a rookie from Texas A. M., at right
cornerback. "Grant came up with two interceptions which set up touchdowns and Maxwell had one interception that set up
a third touchdown. Hendricks, who is 6-foot-7 and 218 pounds, also played well and Curtis looked real good in the middle.
He made about 10 unassisted tackles." In chronicling the comeback, Walker explained, "We went out and started to hit
people — we hadn't been doing it before. Our tackling had been poor." Shula, he added, had been mystified...NOBODY
PLAYING WELL: "There was nothing that he could pinpoint. As he said, it would have been a lot easier if it had been one
man who was not doing his job but, in looking at the films, it seemed like nobody was playing well. So he decided to shuffle
things around. "Through our first two ball games, we had given up 10 touchdown passes. That's more than we gave up all
last year. And everybody was victimized. As | said, there was nothing Shula could pinpoint. So he decided to shuffle things
around. As it turned out, it worked great. The offense, on the other hand, generally has been real good, although, in the first
few games, John Unitas wasn't getting very good protection. Since that time, however, the offensive line has come around
real well...GREATEST YEAR: "Last Sunday, we were getting a lot of fantastic blocking on running plays, as well as on
passes, against the Redskins.

Starr, who did not start last Sunday's game against the Steelers because of a sore arm, will not
attempt to pass until later in the week, under advice of Dr. E. S. Brusky, a team physician...Ken Bowman, who went most
of the way in Pittsburgh despite a sprained ankle, reported, "It feels a little stiff, but not bad." He was excused from the
offensive drill, jogging lightly along the sidelines for a time before retiring to the training room for treatment...Linebacker Jim



Flanigan appeared without a cast on his left arm for the first time since he broke it in the fourth quarter of the Pack's 17-0
victory over the Bears Sept. 21. It now is encased in a protective pad. "Jim cannot be reactivated at this point because we
had to put him back on the move list last week," GM-Coach Phil Bengston reported, "but we could activate him for the Viking
game the following week, if needed."...A highlight of Wednesday's lengthy session was the crisp passing of quarterback
Bill Stevens, brought up from the move list shortly before game time in Pittsburgh when it appeared that Starr might not be
available.

WILLIAMS IS COLT TARGET

NOV 7 (Baltimore Evening Sun) - Okay, so everybody admits Travis Williams of the Green Bay Packers is the single most
dangerous breakaway runner in pro football today. So what do the Colts do about it?... DANGEROUS IN THE OPEN: Well,
since "The Roadrunner" is far more dangerous on kickoff and punt returns than he usually is in the regular lineup, the chief
responsibility will fall on the Colt special teams, a unit which, like the rest of the club, is gathering up its pride after taking an
early-season beating. Preston Pearson is now the captain of the motley buccaneers who are referred to, among other
things, as the "Bomb Squad" and the "Suicide Squad." After practice yesterday, he was the first to admit his group will face
quite a challenge in stopping tricky Travis. "l expect we'll spend a lot of time in our Saturday practice pointing toward him,"
said Pearson, last year's kickoff return champ of the league. "The thing you have to remember is that there is no runner
who can do it all by himself without good blocking. So, in addition to pointing toward Travis, we will have to concentrate on
breaking down the Packers blocking. If there aren't any blockers, there shouldn't be much of a runback."...KICKOFF
RETURN LEADERS: Williams' statistics are enough to bring a shiver to the spine of any special teams member. He has
returned a kickoff and a punt for scores this year, and mate Dave Hampton also has a six-pointer on a kickoff return. As a
team, the Packers just barely lead the league-and the Colts-in kickoff returns with a 26.5 average. The Colt figure is 26.3.
On punt returns the Packers are averaging a high 9.1 yards per return, while Pearson's squad has halted the enemy after
David Lee's booming boots for an average of 5.5. Pearson said he felt the Colt special teams had their finest day of the
season Sunday in the rout over Washington. "We had good coverage most of the day," Pearson said. "Everybody was
putting out a little more to do his job."...TOUGH ON KICKERS: For the second consecutive Sunday the Colts either blocked
a punt or crashed in on an enemy kicker so fast he couldn't get it away. The Hosses have never been known as a great kick
blocking team, so this new facet must give the enemy a little something extra to think about. "The block against the Redskins
was just a great individual play on Tom Mitchell's part," said Pearson. "He spotted the weakness, then had the presence of
mind to tip somebody else off and do something about it. The week before, against San Francisco, we just all broke through
before Tommy Davis could get his punt off." Coach Don Shula agreed Preston's unit was at its season peak Sunday and
was especially impressed with the Colt coverage on kickoffs. "At the beginning of the game Lou Michaels wasn't getting the
ball into the end zone on kickoffs," Shula said, "but our men got down the field fast anyway and kept them from breaking
any big returns at all." A review of those kickoffs by Michaels show that only one time in eight tries did the Redskin specialists

He also emerged as the Pack's
leading ground gainer with 48 yards in 5 attempts...DEFENSE SOUND: The Packers' defensive platoon is physically sound,
which is exceedingly fortunate, considering it will have to contend with the talented likes of General John Unitas and Tom
Matte. Unitas, apparently fully recovered from the arm miseries that sidelined him in 1968, has amassed more than 1,500
yards passing in seven games and has thrown for 8 touchdowns to such accomplished receivers as Jimmy Orr, Willie
Richardson and John Mackey. He has, if anything, made the Colts' already potent passing game even more devastating by
firing to a variety of targets. No less than five receivers have caught at least a dozen of Johnny U's pitches. Matte, hero of
the Colts' 34-0 rout of the Cleveland Browns in last year's NFL title game, is in the midst of his most productive season. The
former Ohio State quarterback, who rambled for 117 yards and three touchdowns against the Redskins, is the league's
leading scorer with 66 points and its No. 2 rusher with 473 yards in 113 carries. The Colts' defense, a proud unit in '68,
ranks a distant 14" in the NFL's overall figures. It came to life, however, last week after Coach Don Shula reshuffled his
secondary, limiting the Redskins to a lone field goal in the first half. If Shula continues his great experiment, as is expected,
the Packers will find Ted (The Mad Stork) Hendricks, a 6-foot- 7-inch rookie from the University of Miami, in Don Shinnick's
old right side linebacker station and second year man Bob Grant on the left side. Mike Curtis, an all-pro last year as the
Colts' left linebacker, has taken over the middle in behalf of the deposed Dennis Gaubatz. The Packers, who hold a 17-15
lead in the overall series, will be in search of their first victory over the Hosses on Baltimore soil since 1966, when they
sealed a second straight Western Conference championship with a 14-10 victory in a muddy struggle. The Colts prevailed,
13-10 here in 1967 and again in Green Bay's Lambeau Field last December, 16-3.

HOW IT HAPPENED: TRAVIS WILLIAMS' 314 COMBINED NET YARDS - GREEN BAY SPEEDSTER SCORED TDS
THREE DIFFERENT WAYS TO FUEL COMEBACK VICTORY

JUL 21, 2021 (Packers.com) - It started as a rather nondescript day for Travis Williams before becoming anything but. A
fourth-round draft pick at running back in 1967, Williams showed his speed right away as a rookie, returning four kickoffs
for touchdowns, a single-season team record that still stands. He had two in one game against the Browns that year, another
record that remains. But in his rather brief four-year career with the Packers, Williams would return only one more kickoff
for a score after his rookie season, and he made it count as part of another record-breaking day. Facing the Steelers at Pitt
Stadium in 1969, the Packers trailed 10-0 after one quarter, and Williams had just 26 all-purpose yards, on a kickoff return.
Early in the second quarter, he took a handoff and gained a yard. Shortly thereafter, he took another handoff and lost a
yard, but the play was nullified by a Pittsburgh penalty, and the Packers scored two plays later to get within 10-7. Then the
game got a little crazy. After a three-and-out, the Steelers punted and Williams ran it back 83 yards for a touchdown, giving
the Packers the lead. Pittsburgh responded with a TD drive. Williams returned the ensuing kickoff 24 yards, giving him 134
all-purpose yards, but Green Bay's drive would end with an interception, and then each team would throw another
interception before the half would end with the Steelers ahead, 17-14. Another turnover by Packers QB Don Horn early in
the third quarter led to a Pittsburgh TD and 24-14 advantage, but Williams got Green Bay back in it again by returning the
kickoff all the way, 96 yards, to make it 24-21. It was Williams' fifth career kickoff return for a score, two more than anyone
else in the history of the franchise before or since. At that point, Williams was at 230 combined net yards, closing in on his
personal best of 253 (which came against, coincidentally, Pittsburgh in his rookie year of 1967) and not far behind the
franchise mark of 257, set by Billy Howton in 1956. The Packers kicked a field goal to tie the score by the end of the third
quarter, and then Williams' third TD of the game gave Green Bay the lead early in the fourth. Williams scored on a 1-yard
rush after consecutive big plays in the passing game by Bart Starr, a 51-yard screen pass to Donny Anderson and a 26-
yard completion to Carroll Dale. But Pittsburgh again would answer with a 53-yard TD pass and a field goal to go up 34-31
with 10 minutes left, and Williams wasn't done. After an 18-yard kickoff return, he hauled in a 19-yard pass from Starr on
third-and-26, but fumbled the ball. Teammate Marv Fleming recovered, short of the first down, and the Packers punted
Following a Steelers three-and-out, Williams took a
handoff for 31 yards and then, on the next snap, Starr
found Dale for a 43-yard TD to make it 38-34 (did we
say this game was a little crazy?). Just under five
minutes remained with the Packers leading, 38-34,
and Williams had easily surpassed Howton for the
combined net yardage record. He had 299 - one
measly yard away from the first (and still only) all-
purpose 300-yard game in team history. The Steelers
went three-and-out again deep in their own territory,
and on two of the next three plays, Williams got the
ball, running for 2 yards and then 13 on third-and-3
just after the two-minute warning to effectively seal the ; e R
victory. Williams' final numbers - one punt return for 83 e o Nov. 2, 1969
yards and a TD; four kickoff returns for 164 yards, - - :
including a 96-yard TD, five rushes for 48 yards and a TD; and one reception for 19 yards - 314 yards in all. The mark has
been legitimately threatened only once, by receiver Walter Stanley, who racked up 287 combined net yards on Thanksgiving
at Detroitin 1986. In that game, Stanley had four receptions for 124 yards, including two TDs of 21 and 36 yards from Randy
Wright; three kickoff returns for 50 yards; and two punt returns for 113 yards, including an 83-yarder for the game-winning
touchdown, which he punctuated with a back flip in the Pontiac Silverdome end zone, to highlight a 44-40 Packers triumph.
