Packer Defense Best Offense as Pittsburgh Falls by 9-7

e GAME RECAP (GREEN BAY PRESS-GAZETTE)

(GREEN BAY) - The Packers today launched a serious bid to get out of the One Touchdown Class - a breed of football
society popular in the old days. There was a time when a touchdown, a field goal or even a safety constituted the only
scoring in an afternoon of professional football and nobody became alarmed. But times have changed - except for the
Packers thus far this season. The Pack now has averaged one touchdown in posting two non-championship victories - 7 to
0 over New York Aug. 29 and 9 to 7 over the Pittsburgh Steelers at City stadium last Sunday. For comparison, the Chicago
Bears whipped Boston, 42-7, Sunday and the Chicago Cardinals downed Washington, 46-20, Monday night. Other non-
loop "modern" game scores this season include 37-35, 28-14, 24-23 - to mentlon a few. Coach Curly Lambeau opened drill
today for the final non-looper against Washington ; e, 7
in Birmingham, Ala., Saturday afternoon with the
accent on offense. This will be the Packers' last

THE
chance to get their scoring affairs in order for the
first National league game in Boston Sept. 17. P Ac K E R
Actually, the Packers' defense has been their best

offense. The defense, in blanking New York, PICTORIAL REVIEW
allowed the Giants in Bay territory just twice,
while that same unit had just one sustained lapse |
against Pittsburgh - resulting in the Steelers' only
touchdown on an 87-yard march. Big Teddy
Fritsch scored all of the Packer points and his 21-
yard field goal in the first quarter turned up as the
margin of victory. He registered the payoff
touchdown on a one-yard plunge after Pittsburgh's
87-yard touchdown drive put the Steelers in front,
7-3, in the last frame.

THAT "FIFTH" DOWN

Sunday's encounter, witnessed by a crowd of
13,900, was wrapped up in the last quarter which
closed with a real "fifth" down. Pittsburgh started
its 87-yard rampage near the end of the third frame
and on the first play of the last canto rookie
fullback Jerry Shipkey raced 26 yards to the
Packer 36. The flashy Ray Evans passed twice to
Paul Davis for 22 yards and eventually Steve Lach
pushed it over from the one after a holding penalty
gave Pittsburgh a first down on the three. That |
touchdown must have lit a fire under the Packers
despite the 85-degree heat. They had a touchdown
in just 10 running plays, covering 83 yards. Here's 25¢ PITTSBURGH STEELERS EDITION
how the yardage was chewed off: Fred Provo, CITY STADIUM

making his first offensive appearance at left half, SUNDAY, SEPTEMBER 5, 1948
made three; Fritsch got seven in two tries; Fritsch |
hit outside his own right tackle for 27 yards with Red Vogds throwing a decisive block; Provo charged 16 up the middle;
Ralph Earhart hit left end for nine; Provo danced over the right side for 14 and a first down on the seven; Provo added three;
and Fritsch took it over in two tries. Ted's kick for the extra point was blocked. With a taste of touchdown blood, the Packers
held Pittsburgh on key tackles by Jay Rhodemyre and Ted Cook and then started another drive from their own 45. Tony
Canadeo blasted away for 30 yards in nine attempts; a roughness penalty ate up 15; and Fritsch knocked off 10 in two tries,




giving the Pack a first down on the |

eight. Despite five downs, the Packers
couldn't make the distance. Here's how
the officials were embarrassed (maybe
it was the heat); Fritsch made two at
right tackle. Jacobs pitched to Ed Smith
who stepped into the end zone for a TD
but the Pack backs were in motion. It
was second down again and Canadeo
hit left guard for four. On third down,
Jacobs' pass was incomplete to
Goodnight. On fourth down, Canadeo
got two at center. Yes, and on fifth
down (Pittsburgh didn't complain,
either) Fritsch was held for no gain.

74 YARDS ON THE FLY

The sun-baked throng got a batch of
thrills in an unusual third quarter. To
start with, Fritsch kicked off into the
end zone but the Pack was offside. So
Teddy, kicking from the 35, slammed
the ball on the fly 74 yards. It landed
about a yard inside the end line and
bounced near the track. After an
exchange of punts, spectacular business
set in. On their own 37 and on second
down, the Packers pulled a 63-yard
pass-touchdown play from Jacobs to
Clyde Goodnight but tackle Paul
Lipscomb "held" and the Pack got a 15-
yard penalty instead of a TD. Jacobs
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then tried a "fast" punt and Pitt tackle Wiley blocked it, Meeks recovering on the Packer 17. That was just the beginning.
On second down, Don Wells scooped up Clement's fumble and the Packer backers sighed. But wait a minute. On the Bays'
second down, Ed Cody fumbled (he never had his hands on the ball) and guard Mastrangelo recovered on the Packer 19.
Then, as a super climax, Packer Cook stepped into the end zone to intercept Evans' pass and chased out 17 yards. That funny
business could be chalked up against the heat. But it was just a moment later that the visitors launched their touchdown
drive. The first half was rather dull. After an exchange of punts, the Packers launched their field goal drive from the
Pittsburgh 23. Slashing running by Walt Schlinkman, Bruce Smith and Cody moved the ball to the Pittsburgh 17 in 11 plays.
A penalty for backs in motion moved it back to the 22 and on third down Jacobs pitched to E. Smith for seven yards - not
quite enough. Fritsch went in and sailed the ball over the crossbar from the 21, with B. Smith holding. Neither club made
any threats in the third period as the ball changed hands six times. Once, with the Steelers on their own 47, Dick Wildung
recovered a Clement fumble after a tooth-shattering tackle by Larry Craig. A moment later, Evans intercepted a Jacobs pass
but Wells ended the ensuing Pitt threat by recovering a fumbled lateral. Near the end of the half, the Pittsburghs added three
straight first downs and moved to the Bay 41 before Cook intercepted Clements' pass and returned it 33 yards.

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JACK JACOBS IS UNDER OBSERVATION FOR APPENDICITIS

SEPT 7 (Green Bay) - Jack Jacobs, Green Bay Packer quarterback, was taken to the hospital after Sunday's non-league
game under observation for appendicitis. Jacobs had been suffering abdominal pains for several days, but did not report it
until after Sunday's game with the Pittsburgh Steelers. Dr. H.S. Atkinson, team physician, said Jacobs might be released
this afternoon if subsequent blood counts showed continued improvement. Walt Schlinkman, who was hospitalized with a
knee injury after Sunday's game, was released Monday. Examination showed the injury was only a bruise and a slight
ligament strain. He expected to be ready for a non-loop game with Washington Sunday at Birmingham, Ala. Rookie fullback
Ken Roskie left on Monday for the bedside of his father in Rockford, Ill. His father and grandfather were hurt in a weekend

auto mishap.

PACKERS' SPOTTY BALL HAS LAMBEAU BOTH EXASPERATED AND PERPLEXED

SEPT 7 (Milwaukee Journal) - The Green Bay Packers did nothing, in beating Pittsburgh Sunday, to increase their stature
as one of the top contenders in the National league. Or are they top contenders?
Again, as in the exhibition with New York a week earlier and as in so many
games a year ago, they mixed altogether too much bad football with the good to
win support as a team which may cut a big figure in the race. Every team comes
up with mongrel ball like this at times, but the Packers, it seems, are coming up
with it entirely too often. Mongrel - that's the word for it. They play like top
notchers one minute, giving all manner of promise, and like second raters the

sometimes dull, play and worse, they involved themselves in defensive difficulties with lapses or misplays that should never
occur. They may scrape by with such ball in a few exhibitions, but they won't in the league race. Lambeau himself is
perplexed and exasperated - and Sunday, in his little enclosed coop next to the press box, he shook the whole structure with
his anguished stomping, pounding and yelling...SAME OLD PATTERN: The patter of the Packers' difficulties was not new.
They had two touchdowns called back because of penalties, one on a pass, Jack Jacobs to Clyde Goodnight, when Paul
Lipscomb was caught holding and another on a pass, Jacobs to Ed Smith, when the backs were called in motion. They had
their progress deep in scoring territory broken two other times because of penalties and had to give up the ball on downs,
once on Pittsburgh's 28 yard line and once, as the game ended, on Pittsburgh's five. They helped Pittsburgh along to its
touchdown, which for a minute looked so big, by interfering on a third down pass on their own three yard line. The ball was
finally batted down 12 yards from where Red Keuper was called for holding - and the Steelers were given a first down.




They put themselves in a hole when Jacobs tried a sad looking quick kick on second down inside his own 25. The whole
Steeler line swept through, blocked the kick and recovered the ball on Green Bay's 17. They looked positively futile on a
surprise pass play on which Bruce Smith, badly rushed, retreated some 20 yards and then frantically threw a short pass right
at one of the onrushing Steelers, who, in utter amazement at such generosity, accommodatingly dropped it -
accommodatingly, indeed, for he had a clear field ahead. The officials rule deliberate grounding. So it went, It certainly
wasn't anything to cheer Lambeau's hear...CLASS IS THERE: The sad part is that in the moments of good football the
Packers show such unmistakable signs of class. They do have speed, they can be alert, they do hit hard. The concern that
Lambeau expressed after the game was real. The tortures of last season in which the club lost four games by a total of nine
points and tied one other are still fresh upon him, and the thought that he might have to pass through them again because of
a lot of little mistakes makes him tremble. The Packers will make their next start against the Washington Redskins in an
exhibition in Birmingham, Ala., Saturday afternoon and open the league race against Boston at Boston a week from Friday.

to the late Dr. Jock Sutherland as head coach of the Steelers. Soft spoken, like Sutherland, Pitt's youthful chief strateglst
continued, "The Packers have a lot more speed in the backfield, which should come in handy. And," an afterthought, "they're
as big as ever," this last with a wry smile. Individually, Sutherland's No. 1 pupil was impressed with several of Green Bay's
1948 representatives. "Bruce Smith seemed to be as good as ever and Fritsch looks like he's going back to his 1946 form.
Ed Smith and Ralph Earhart should help an awful lot, too."...ONLY TWO TACKLES: Concerning his own problems in his
first year at the Steeler helm, Michelosen unburdened himself. "Wydo (Frank) and Wiley (Jack) were our only two tackles
today. They both played good ball but that much action, combined with the hear, was just much for them." (The Steelers'
weakness at this position stemmed from the death last week of regular Ralph Calcagni following an emergency
appendectomy and the retirement of Fred Hartman, obtained from the Chicago Bears.) Asked if he thought Calcagni's death
had any noticeable effect on the Steelers' morale for this contest, Michelosen replied, "I hardly think so, although it may
have had a little. We were a little dead but I think that was due more to the heat than any other thing. It was pretty hot, you




know. And, of course, we had two of our quarterbacks out - Seabright (Charley) and Garnaas (Bill), which didn't help any."
Garnaas, incidentally, was a teammate of Dick Wildung, Urban Odson and Fred Vant Hull on those Minnesota gridiron
powerhouses of the early '40s. A stickler for details like his exciting teacher, Michelosen declared, "We made many mistakes
which will have to be rectified if we're to do any good in the Eastern race." After hearing this tale of woes, we asked, "This
racket of coach tougher than playing the violin?" (Pittsburgh publicity had it that his parents nursed ambitions for him in
this direction when he was a child.) "It sure is!" came the ready reply...LOT OF WORK TO DO: And contrary to what
might be expected in victory, Packer Coach Curly Lambeau had earlier been caught wearing a slightly somber expression
in the Bays' dressing room beneath the City stadium stands. "We have a lot of work to do," he shot. "We didn't look like a
ball club except for the first seven minutes and after the Steelers scored their touchdown in the last quarter." He did, however,
have kind words for several of the Packers, particularly rookies Fred Provo and Larry Olsonoski and veterans Damon
Tassos, Dick Wildung and Larry Craig. "We (Lambeau and aides Don Hutson, Walt Kiesling and Bo Molenda) were not
satisfied with the team in general in the second and third quarter. Their efforts and execution were disappointing. But," he
added with a note of cheer, "we came back after they scored and looked like a ball club." He earlier had expressed his
satisfaction with their late efforts '
immediately upon getting to the
dressing room, commenting to the team
at large, "Good fire on that touchdown
drive, boys."...SIDELIGHTS: Scouts
for the Packers' next two opponents,
Washington and Boston, were here.

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PACKERS TRADE SZYMANSKI TO EAGLES FOR TACKLE JIM KEKERIS

SEPT 7 (Green Bay) - The Packers added a 275-pound tackle today and subtracted a 215-pound center. The 60-pound
increase is in the form of one James (Big Jim) Kekeris. The "decrease" is Frank Syzmanski, former Notre Dame and Detroit
Lion center. Today's arithmetic is the result of a trade between the Packers and the Philadelphia Eagles. The Pack needed a
tackle while the Eagles are short of centers. There was no money involved. Dispatching of Syzmanski, who came here with
end Ted Cook in a trade for rookies Bob Rennebohm and Howard Brown, leaves the Packers set at center with veteran Bob
Flowers and newcomers Bob Rhodemyre and Lloyd Baxter. With Kekeris moving into the tackle corps, Coach Curly
Lambeau also announced that Don Deeks, the tackle obtained from Washington for halfback Roy McKay, will be shifted
to guard when reserve strength is needed. Kekeris, a native of St. Louis and a graduate of Missouri, packs 275 pounds on a
6-foot-1-inch frame. He was drafted by the Eagles in 1947 and spent most of that season on the bench with a leg injury. Jim
is fast despite his weight. He was an all-Big Six lineman from 1943 to '46 even though he started the 1943 season at fullback.
The newcomer will be 25 years of age next Oct. 17 - the day the Packers meet the Los Angeles Rams at City stadium.



Kekeris is the second newcomer to report in the last two weeks. Previously, Howard (Red) Maley, Boston Yank quarterback,
arrived here in a trade for a 1949 Packer draft choice or first crack at any player released this season...A number of other
announcements came out of Rockwood lodge today. In one, Lambeau revealed that defensive end Don Wells, who broke
training after the Pittsburgh non-league game, was fined $250 Tuesday for insubordination. At the same time, Lambeau
announced that henceforth there would be an automatic $100 fine for any player who enters a tavern or cocktail lounge
during the season. It was also learned that fullback Walt Schlinkman will not accompany the Packers to Birmingham for
the final non-loop game of the season Saturday against the Washington Redskins. Schlinkman, leading ground gaining
fullback in the league last year, suffered a strained ligament and bruises on the knee in Sunday's game with
Pittsburgh...JACK JACOBS ON DIET: And it's possible Schlinkman may not be ready for the opening game of the
championship season against the Yanks in Boston a week from Friday night. Quarterback Jack Jacobs, who was rushed to
a local hospital after the Sunday game with an attack of appendicitis, was released today. Jacobs will be placed on a rigid
diet for several days, and he is expected to play Saturday. The Packers closed heavy work for the Birmingham invasion with
a long rough session at Rockwood lodge this morning. The squad will leave Green Bay on the North Western at 11 o'clock
Thursday morning for Milwaukee where they'll board a plane for Birmingham.

PACKERS LEAVE FOR ALABAMA; FACE WASHINGTON ON SATURDAY

SEPT 8 (Green Bay) - If the Packers can find a certain Mr. Offense in Birmingham, Ala., Saturday, Coach Curly Lambeau
probably will hire a squad of detectives to guard and preserve it for the remainder of the season. As the squad left at 11
o'clock this morning - by the Chicago and North Western from Green Bay to Milwaukee and by one big plan from
Milwaukee to Birmingham - the i % -
immediate objective was points. The
Packers have scored a big, fat total of 16
markers in winning their two non-league
chores, 7-0 over the New York Giants
and 9-7 over Pittsburgh, and it must be
admitted that the Giants or Steelers didn't
have anything in the way of a passing
attack that can be compared to what our
boys will be facing Saturday afternoon.
The game calls for the Packers to meet
the Washington Redskins who possesses
the passingest guy in the business - Mr.
Samuel Baugh. The Redskins also have
Mr. Harry Gilmer, the Alabama product,
but whether Gilmer plays probably won't
be known until shortly before kickoff
time. He's injured, you know, having

win...TIME OUT FOR PEP TALK: To top it all off, the Packers had a poor workout Wednesday - their last heavy one of
the week. Things got so tough that Lambeau called a halt and gave the players a pep talk. Most of the concern was caused
by fumbling and misses signals. Jack Jacobs, who this week recovered from an attack of appendicitis, handled most of the
passing from quarterback but he had to retire when somebody kicked him in the foot in a pileup. Perry Moss, the Illinois
rookie QB who has been on the injured list for two weeks, did some passing and likely will work against Washington.
Though he plays at left half, Earl (Jug) Girard, the ex-Wisconsin boy, got off some nice throws. He throws 'em long or short
- with accuracy. Irv Comp also was passing well and no doubt will spell Jacobs if the Indian boy has any trouble. While the
offense stumbled, the defense continued to shine. It was the Packers' rock-ribbed defense that kept Green Bay on the victory
side of the two close non-loop games. The defense, chiefly, was represented by the line and the backers-up have yet to get
a good workout on passes. The Packer party was missing one player - fullback Walt Schlinkman who injured his knee in
the Pittsburgh game. It is doubtful whether Walt will be ready for the league opener in Boston a week from Friday night.

CAPACITY CROWD GREETS PACKERS AT EAGLES CLUB

SEPT 9 (Milwaukee Journal) - A capacity crowd of 532 attended the second annual Green Bay Packers kickoff dinner,
sponsored by the Milwaukee aerie of Eagles, Wednesday night at the Eagles club. Several hundred persons were turned
away. Capt. Dick Wildung, Perry Moss, Jug Girard and Jay Rhodemyre represented the Packers. Coach Curly Lambeau
reviewed NFL prospects.
