(CLEVELAND) — The comebacking Packers cracked a frustrating two- BILLS A BROWNS

game losing streak in sultry Municipal Stadium Saturday night, storming
from behind to whip the previously unbeaten Cleveland Browns, 27-17.
After spotting the Browns a 14-0 lead before a record Cleveland football
crowd of 85,532 fans, the Packers rebounded to forge a 14-14 halftime =
tie on a 19-yard Bart Starr pass to Boyd Dowler and Travis Williams five- ¢
yard burst up the middle.

MERCER BREAKS TIE

Mike Mercer shot the Bays into a 20-14 lead in the third quarter with 42 &%
and 21-yard field goals and, after Don Cockroft retaliated with a 46- |
yarder for the Browns, the Pack sealed the verdict early in the fourth
quarter when Williams slashed over left guard from eight yards out. Herb
Adderley triggered the winning score with a 17-yard runback of an
interception to the Cleveland 33. It was the Packers'’ fifth straight triumph
over the Browns in this pre-season doubleheader, which saw the Bears
beat the Bills 23-16, in the opener. The Packers and Browns each
mounted a budding threat in the early minutes but both were short-
circuited by penalties. The Packers' miscue was costly, however,
because it not only killed their momentum but triggered a 7-0 Cleveland
lead.

OFFSIDE STOPS MARCH

The Browns fashioned a pair of first downs following the opening kickoff, | s -

reaching the Packer 41 before an offside penalty on Paul Warfield interrupted their march Taklng heart the Packers held
Kelly to two yards, rookie Rich Moore and Willie Davis hurled Bill Nelsen for a nine-yard loss and Ray Nitschke broke up a
Nelsen pass to Warfield, forcing a punt. With Bart Starr at the throttle the Packers responded with one first down and
appeared to have another when Starr hit Marv Fleming with a 15-yard strike at the Green Bay 46. But Gale Gillingham was
called for holding and the Bays started over from their own 11.

STARR LOSES NINE

Three plays later, Starr was dropped for nine-yard loss on the Packer 2 by the Browns' Max Snidow, forcing a punt. Reece
Morrison returned Donny Anderson's kick to the Packer 32 and four plays later Kelly burst up the middle for 16 to the Packer
two, setting up a two-yard sweep of the Pack's left flank for the touchdown by Ron Johnson. A 51-yard punt return by
Morrison late in the first quarter triggered another Cleveland TD. Morrison, a sophomore running back, rambled to the Green
Bay 13 before being run to earth by Jim Flanigan. It took only three plays from there, Nelsen hitting Gary Collins in the right
corner of the end zone from six yards out the first play of the second quarter. Don Cockroft's second conversion padded the
Browns' lead to 14-0.

PACKERS SCORE TWO

Retaliating briskly, the Packers struck for two successive touchdowns to forge a 14-14 tie going into the intermission. Starr
first sparked the Gold and Green 73 yards in seven plays to cut the Browns' margin in half. The major item was a 33-yard
pass-run maneuver with Dave Hampton, which carried the Bays to Cleveland's 28-yard-line, where Ernie Kellerman
knocked the Packer rookie out of bounds.

DOWLER SCORES FIRST

Three plays later Starr lofted a strike to Boyd Dowler in the left corner of the end zone at the 3:23 mark. The Browns
appeared en route to rebuilding that two-TD edge when Nelsen hit Warfield with what would have been a first down pass at
the Green Bay 5, but Cleveland tackle Joe Taffoni was detected holding and the Browns' drive stopped. Heartened by this
turn of events, the Packers proceeded to strike again. With the help of a 20-yard Starr pass to Hampton and a 10-yard pitch
to Dowler, they reached the Cleveland 29 when Bill Lueck was called for holding and the Pack had to start over again from
its own 41. Starr quickly got most of those yards back with a 24-yard flip to Carroll Dale. Travis Williams next hit for 10 off
left tackle, then took a 17-yard pass up the middle to reach the eight with only 51 seconds remaining in the half.



WILLIAMS SCORES

Williams then took it the rest of the way, hitting right tackle for three, then bolting over left tackle into GATE B

the end zone behind an incisive block by Francis Peay. The Packers barged into the lead for the first BSDE% ;%6
time at the start of the third quarter, quickly converting Hampton's 50-yard kickoff return into a field sear 1
goal and a 17-14 bulge. Taking Cockroft's kickoff at the Green Bay 7, Hampton broke to his left and LOWER STANDS
into the open, wheeling to the Cleveland 43 before being run out of bounds by Mike Howell. Jim 8th ANNUAL PRO
Grabowski and Anderson settled for three yards apiece and a Starr to Grabowski swing pass yielded
two more, bringing on Mike Mercer, who drilled home a 42-yard field goal. The Packers soon added

three more points by way of a slightly different route.

HAMPTON LEADS WAY

This time they had to start from their 27 following a punt. A 21-yard Starr to Hampton pass was the
catalyst, after which Williams and Grabowski took over, parlaying their rushes into a second-and-
one situation at the Cleveland 13. But Bob Matheson broke through to fell Hampton for one yard
loss, then held the explosive rookie for no gain. This brought on Mercer, who connected from the 21
to erect a 20-14 lead.

FOUL HELPS BROWNS

The Browns pared the Packers' margin following the next kickoff with the aid of a 15-yard personal
foul penalty on Willie Wood, which gave the Browns a first down at the Green Bay 45. The Bays held i o
for downs, but, on fourth down, Cockroft lofted a 46-yard field goal with 1:42 left in the third quarter. b
Early in the fourth quarter, the Packers converted a highly opportune interception by Herb Adderly

into a more comfortable, 10-point lead. Adderley returned his theft 17 yards to the Cleveland 33, from where Starr escorted
the Packers to paydirt in four plays. After Starr hit Dowler with a 15 - yarder, Elijah Pitts bit off 4 and Williams 8 for a first
down at the 8. On the next play, Williams burst over left guard and charged into the end zone. Mercer's conversion made it
27-17.

GREEN BAY'S FORREST GREGG COMES OUT OF
RETIREMENT

SEPT 2 (Green Bay) — Confirming rumors that have swirled about
him since the opening of training camp, Forrest Gregg came out of
retirement today to rejoin the Packer's offensive line. Gregg, an &-
time all-pro selection who has been a member of the coaching staff
since last January, was persuaded to return to active duty by
Coach Phil Bengtson. Bengtson and his aides have felt ever since
completing their study of the 1968 film games, that the 35-year-old
SMU alumnus still is the premier offensive linemen in the NFL.
Gregg, who will continue as an assistant coach, is expected to
make his '69 debut in Saturday night's pre-season game against
the Steelers in Lambeau Field. The Packers sent veteran
defensive end Leo Carroll to the Washington Redskins Monday for
an undisclosed draft choice. The trade reduced the Packers roster
to 47, including 37 veterans. Earlier Monday, Coach Phil Bengtson
announced that two players had suffered injuries in Saturday
night's pre-season victory over the Cleveland Browns. Bengtson
said tight end Ron Jones severely sprained his ankle and running
back Perry Williams, a fourth round draft choice from Purdue,

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SEPT 2 (Green Bay Press-Gazette) - "It's the same old Green Bay
team as far as I'm concerned." This somewhat rueful proclamation had come from Browns defensive end Jack Gregory in
the wake of the Packers' resounding 27-17 conquest of the Ohioans in the wilting heat of Cleveland's Municipal Stadium
over the weekend. Although he appreciated the implied compliment, an ever conservative Phil Bengtson was not inclined
to rhapsodize, not at least, at this early date. "It was only one game," the Pack's head coach and general manager cautiously
observed as he watched his athletes take their weekly run around the S. Oneida Street practice field Monday in preparation
for hosting the Pittsburgh Steelers at Lambeau Field Saturday night...PERCEPTIBLE PROGRESS: He admitted, however,
there had been perceptible progress. "Our performance was better than the week before (a 31-13 loss to the Cowboys in
Dallas)," he said, "when everybody was a little bit discouraged and wondering what was going to happen.” It had not come
entirely as a surprise, he added. "We've had the feeling they were coming along every week and | think that will
continue...The encouraging thing about it was coming back from a 14-0 deficit to win. It showed we are maturing. "And we
didn't waste too much time doing it," he noted with satisfaction. "Scoring just before the half in the time we had was a big
thing and a lot of credit for that should go to Bart Starr for his poise in engineering that drive."...PASS PROTECTION: This
last was only one of several developments that had rewarded his confidence in the green and gold. One of them was the
pass protection, vastly improved over the Dallas venture in which Packer quarterbacks were felled eight times. "The whole
thing was better coordinated," said Bengtson, reflecting upon what he had seen on film a few hours earlier. "We were
sharper on our pass patterns, we did a better job on pass protection and the quarterbacks were throwing more on rhythm.
It was just what you might expect after several weeks of preparation...The offensive line made some very good holes for
the running backs — the blocking was good overall." He conceded, in this connection, that sophomore Bill Lueck "didn't do
badly at all." Lueck, a first round draft choice a year ago, went the distance at left guard after making his first pro
start...HYLAND INJURED: Bob Hyland, who had started the three previous games, "had a pulled groin muscle," Bengtson
said. "He centered only on punts but he could have played if necessary." "Bart played real well, too, of course, but that was
no surprise to us. And we're fortunate to have good running backs who also can catch the ball." The play of those backs
might pose something of a problem for him, it was suggested. "l never thought there was anything wrong with having fresh
ones in there," he quipped. "I never thought you could have too many football players...If that's a problem, | welcome it." In
this connection, Phil noted, "I don't think who the starters are is that important. | think we will find we will be interchanging



more than we have before ... the idea of having two fresh ones all the time. "It could be
an advantage for us. Some people don't think so, but | do." Bengtson alternated five
runners over the route, a comebacking Travis Williams leading the way with 65 yards in
11 attempts. Rookie Dave Hampton added 37 in 5, Elijah Pitts 36 in 6, Jim Grabowski
32 in 8 and Donny Anderson 18 in 6. He didn't have an opportunity to use rookie Perry
Williams, who suffered a fractured thumb on the Packers' first punt in the opening
quarter...CREDITABLE GRADE: The defense also had earned a creditable grade in the
film critique, Bengtson said. "We misjudged a couple of passes," he said, "but other than
that we did a pretty good job defensively. We were satisfied with it." Old pro Henry Jordan
and Rich Moore, along with Willie Davis and Lionel Aldridge, had done "a good job"
against the potent Cleveland running game, the Packer headmaster conceded, in
restricting the Browns to a meager 79 yards rushing. "Leroy Kelly broke through one
time, when we were in a particular maneuver, to set up a touchdown, but other than that
we did a pretty good job on him. He didn't break way, which is kind of a rare thing for
Kelly." Bengtson was understandably pleased with the way the Packers, who were strong
at the finish despite temperatures in the 70s, had taken command in the second half. "I
thought it was a pretty good test of our conditioning," said Phil, who installed a rigorous
running program last spring. "It was a hot and humid night and we played quite a few
players for a long time. Several of them played the whole game, in fact...| thought the
endurance was real good...RELATIVELY FRESH: "We had several plays late in the
game in which we had long, pursuit types of maneuvers on the part of the defense and
they made them without any hesitation, which is an indication that we were relatively
fresh. The same thing on offense - we had some wide type plays in the fourth quarter
and we moved out there well and ran with authority."

PACKERS' DRY 1950S SHOWN IN 'ALL' PICKS

SEPT 2 (New York) - The 1950s was a dry period for the Green Bay Packers, a fact
reflected in the "greatest players of the decade" team chosen by the NFL. Defensive end
Len Ford and Safety Emlen Tunnell, both of whom spend their best years with other
teams before winding up with Green Bay, were the only Packers selected for that period
by the NFL, which is announcing all-star teams for each decade since the 1920s. Tom
Fears, later a Packer assistant coach, and end Elroy (Crazy Legs) Hirsch, now the
University of Wisconsin athletic director, both made the team as wide receivers. They
starred for the Los Angeles Rams during their playing days. One of three fullbacks
chosen was Alan Ameche, the Kenosha product who starred for the UW and Baltimore
Colts.

start of a winning streak for us." His subject it goes without saying, was the Packers' second pre - season success of the
year, a 27-17 disposition of the previously unbeaten Cleveland Browns which ended a two-game losing streak and balanced
the Pack's grapefruit league record at 2-2. The catlike cornerback was the only one to put it into those words but there can
be little doubt he summed up the sentiments of his colleagues, who appeared similarly confident they have coalesced as a
team after three weeks of experimentation. Defense Capt. Willie Davis, who seems to have found the fountain of youth,
termed it "a big victory for us...lt wasn't a must game for the Browns, but they sure would have liked to win it. "We're still
making too many mistakes," Davis noted, "but I'm hoping we're going to eliminate 'em in these exhibition games."...GOOD
AS ANY: The five - time all - pro was encouraged, he said, because "guys came in off the bench and did a great job for us,
and that's what you've got to have. "Our running backs have to be as good as any in the league." Even that customary
conservative, Bart Starr, admitted this one had been a little special. "It's always a big kick to play the Browns and, of course,
to beat them, because they are well coached and an extremely well disciplined team," Mr. Quarterback said. "From an
offensive standpoint, they don't give you anything. They're like Dallas - you earn everything you get...They're a class team."
Paying tribute to his pass protection, Starr observed, "They got us a couple times early but not after that...It was
excellent."...HAD ENOUGH TIME: Boyd Dowler, whose touchdown catch launched the Packers' second quarter comeback
from a 14-0 disadvantage, "was not the primary receiver on the play," Bart further confided. "They did a good job of covering
the play and Boyd did a good job of getting to an open spot. Fortunately, | had enough time to spot him." Describing the
maneuver from the other end. Dowler reported, "l was supposed to be clearing out. They double covered Carroll (Dale) and
they double covered me. The guy who ended up covering me was covering the post - the middle. There was no sense in
my going there, so | broke out and Bart saw me."...REALLY TOOK OFF: The renascent Travis Williams, who scored the
Pack's last two TDs, reported, "The first one was off left tackle - right over big Francis Peay. Gale Gillingham threw a block
in there, too. "The second one was between guard and center. It was a short dive play. Big Sam (Ken Bowman) and Bill
Lueck and Gillie were leading the way. They really took off. "They did it for us," Travelin' Trav appended with fervor, "for all
the backs." Dazzling Dave Hampton, author of a 33-yard ramble that keyed the Pack's first score, noted, "l just ran out of
room along the sidelines - | couldn't go anywhere."..."TOPPED FIRST ONE'": Mike Mercer, now a spectacular 12-for-14 in
field goal attempts, reported, "l topped the first one (a 42-yard bullseye). Of course, we didn't have any warm up for this



game because of its being the second game of the doubleheader. "But I'll take it
anyway," said Mike, who later toed a 21-yarder home, with a grin. "As long as they
go through ... " Adderley, whose fourth quarter interception led to the Pack's final
touchdown, explained, "I kind of felt for that one. | recognized the pattern as it
developed and just ducked in there (ahead of Gary Collins) and got in the right place
at the right time." Cleveland linebacker Bob Matheson, among other Browns, was
impressed with the '69 Pack. "Green Bay's young offensive line worked well
together," he said. "They have great backs and there's no better quarterback than
Starr." Defensive end Jack Gregory was equally complimentary. "It was sort of
discouraging," he said. "We came so close on the rush and yet couldn't get there.
Starr is a smart quarterback. He gave us the draw, the short out pattern, a lot of play
passes. That slows down the rush ... It's the same old Green Bay team as far as I'm
concerned."

'ROOKIE’' GREGG IMPRESSED BY FELLOW OFFENSIVE LINEMEN

ANDY DRILLS AS 'EMERGENCY' FLANKER

SEPT 3 (Green Bay Press-Gazette) — The Packers had a new face at flanker Tuesday. It belongs to Donny Anderson,
customarily seen at running back, where he last season was the Pack's leading ground gainer. Although the development
had the railbirds in something of a tizzy, GM-Coach Phil Bengtson indicated it was not a permanent transfer. "lt's just kind
of in preparation for an emergency, should one arise," Bengtson said. "If we should have an emergency at flanker, he would
be the logical one to move, and should it occur, he will have had some experience in training camp." Anderson, who was
the Packers' No. 3 receiver in 1968 with 25 catches for 333 yards and one touchdown, said he wasn't sure how he would
feel about playing the position on a regular basis. "l don't know how I'd like it," he said, adding with a grin, "I'd probably live
longer.

THIRTEEN PACKERS ON ALL-60S TEAM

SEPT 3 (New York) — Thirteen players who at one time or another were members of the
Green Bay Packers, including quarterback Bart Starr and running back Paul Hornung,
were named today to an all-1960s team commemorating the 50" anniversary season of
the NFL. The all-1960s team is the last of five all-star teams spanning the five decades
of NFL history commemorated by the NFL, in conjunction with Simon and Schuster, in a
book called "The First Fifty Years." The decade teams lead to an all-time all-star team to
be announced shortly. That the '60s are the era of Vince Lombardi and the Packers is
attested to by the fact that almost one-third of the selections on the 40-man, all-1960s
team are past or present players who did things the Green Bay way. On offense that
includes Starr and Hornung, tackle Forrest Gregg, guard Jerry Kramer, center Jim Ringo,
flanker Boyd Dowler, running back Jim Taylor and punter Don Chandler. On defense the
line-up shows end Willie Davis, linebackers Ray Nitschke and Dave Robinson, halfback
Herb Adderley and safety Willie Wood. All were part of the tradition Lombardi instilled
during the Packers' reign at the top-a tradition based in power and precision plus total
emotional commitment. They are, however, not alone in gaining distinction. Also earning
spots on the team were two other quarterbacks - Sonny Jurgensen and Johnny Unitas —
and running backs Jim Brown, Leroy Kelly, Gale Sayers and John David Crow. The
receiving corps is bolstered by Del Shofner, Charley Taylor and Gary Collins, plus the
peerless tight end John Mackey. Among the defensive standouts named were Deacon
Jones, Alex Karras, Merlin Olsen, Bob Lilly, Dick Butkus, Tommy Nobis, Lem Barney and
Larry Wilson.

OFFICIALS ARRIVING AT FOOTBALL STAMPING GROUNDS

SEPT 4 (Green Bay Press-Gazette) — Postal officials began arriving in Green Bay today
in preparation for the unveiling of the Football Commemorative Stamp Friday at 1 p.m. in
the Brown County Veterans Memorial Arena. The 6-cent stamp will honor 100 years of
football, and following the unveiling, its firstissuance is scheduled in New Brunswick, N.J.,
where the nation's first game was played Nov. 6, 1869 between Rutgers and Princeton.
Mrs. Phil Bengtson, wife of the Packer coach and general manager, will officially unveil
the stamp design. Coach Bengtson, Captain Willie Davis and other Packer team
members will participate in the ceremony, which coincides with the Packer's 50th
anniversary. The principal address at the ceremony, which is open to the public, will be
delivered by Dr. Arthur Moss, deputy assistant postmaster general. Raymond Blozis, the
Postal Department's philatelic specialist, and Clarence Giels, director of the Post Office's
Minneapolis regional office, will also be on hand for the nationally publicized unveiling. At
the conclusion of the event, the Packer Hall of Fame in the arena will be open free of
charge until 3 p.m. Approximately 40 Packer alumni are expected to be on hand
throughout the day and will be available for autograph seekers. The commemorative

' stamp unveiling is being sponsored by the Green Bay Chamber of Commerce's

Postmaster's Advisory Committee. The De Pere Chamber of Commerce will also
participate in the ceremonies. Chamber President Martin Krach said all members are
invited to the festivities. Collectors desiring first day cancellations of the stamp may send
addressed envelopes, together with remittance to cover the cost of the stamps to be
affixed, to the Postmaster, New Brunswick, New Jersey, 08901. The outside envelope
should be addressed "First Day Covers Football Stamp," and postmarked no later than
Sept. 26, 1969. A day after the stamp comes out, Princeton and Rutgers will renew their
old rivalry in a game played near the site of the original game and close by the National
Football Foundation Hall of Fame. 100 years ago Rutgers defeated Princeton to begin
intercollegiate football competition.

VIKINGS FOIL PLANS FOR ZEKE

SEPT 4 (Green Bay Press-Gazette) — The Minnesota Vikings today threw a roadblock in
the Packers' plans to keep Coach Zeke Bratkowski available for emergency duty at
quarterback. Bratkowski, who has been kept on the Packers! official roster despite his
announced retirement as a player to join the coaching ranks, was claimed by the Vikings
when the Packers attempted to waive him through the league and give him free agent
status. They immediately withdrew Brat's name and GM-Coach Phil Bengtson attempted



to persuade Viking General Manager Jim Finks to withdraw his claim. But Finks refused to do so. That forced the Packers
to put Bratkowski on their reserve list, meaning he remains their property while not on the official roster but the Packers
must still pass waivers before he can be activated. Every team but Minnesota was willing to pass up the 37-year-old signalist.
In addition to effectively blocking the Packers' plans, Minnesota forced the Pack to use up one of its seven legal reserve list
spots for Bratkowski. The reserve list is, in effect, the team's taxi squad. Two others, veteran defensive tackle Jim
Weatherwax and rookie tight end Ron Jones, were also placed on the reserve list Wednesday but, unlike Bratkowski, they
were waived as injured through the entire league first and can be activated without going through the process again. This
brings the Packer roster to 45, including 36 veterans and nine rookies. It also brings the reserve list to five, Bratkowski,
Weatherwax, Jones, Claudis James and Dave Bradley.

NOLL HAS PITTSBURGH FLYING HIGH

SEPT 4 (Green Bay Press-Gazette) — Pittsburgh's regrouping Steelers are something of an unknown quantity at the
moment. The Pennsylvanians, who canter into Lambeau Field Saturday night for a pre-season exchange with the Packers,
are revamping their collective personality under a new head coach, youthful Chuck Noll. But one thing appears relatively
certain. The Steelers, 1-2 in grapefruit league competition to date, are likely to be highly combative, regardless of whatever
artistic problems they may have...UNBELIEVABLE NOLL: In fact, if rookie Warren Bankston's reaction to the new regime
is a reliable barometer, the invaders could be several feet above terra firma when they emerge from the dressing room.
"The spirit is tremendous," Bankston, a Tulane fullback who was the Steelers' third round draft choice, noted with fervor in
a recent interview, "and Chuck Noll is unbelievable. Everybody likes the man - he is so consistent and fair. He plays no
favorites and he never embarrasses anyone...Our practices are something to marvel at. No time is wasted needlessly. I've
never seen a man like him." The subject, only 37 years old, is a former Cleveland Brown who was an assistant coach last
year at Baltimore where he was co-architect of the Colts' miserly defense...SUCCEEDS AUSTIN: Noll, who succeeded
former Packer Bill Austin in his present assignment, appears to have taken to his rebuilding task decisively. He has traded
linebacker Bill Saul to Dallas and waived veteran defensive back Clendon Thomas as well as fullback Bill Asbury, something
of a Packer tormentor the last two years. Like Bankston, longtime Steeler publicist Ed Kiely is sold on the ex-Dayton
University athlete's approach. "Our lineup may not look too different Saturday night from a year ago," Kiely said via long
distance Wednesday, "but this is going to be a different football team...BEAT NEW ORLEANS: "How well we do this year
depends on how we get off, but | think he knows where he's going. If a few things happen, we could do all right. "l think
Chuck is a good coach, which | can't say for all of them, who is going to be heard from. To date, Noll's Steelers have
submitted to the St. Louis Cardinals, 27-12, dispatched the New Orleans Saints 34-21, and lost to the Cincinnati Bengals,
23-13. After that loss to the Bengals, coached by Noll's old "teacher," Paul Brown, Chuck reportedly observed, "We did not
look good, but all is not lost if we profit in defeat."...SHINER AT QB: He thus far has used every player on his roster in every
game but, Kiely reported, "expects to establish his team this week." This means that Lambeau Field patrons are likely to
see Dick Shiner starting at quarterback and former Packer Earl Gros and Dick Hoak at the running backs. To date, Noll has
divided the quarterbacking duties among another ex-Packer, Kent Nix, Shiner and rookie Terry Hanratty of Notre Dame.
Larry Elkins, the former Baylor Bearcat who was the Pack's No. 1 draft choice in 1965, is expected to open at split end
because of injuries to J.R. Wilburn and Marshall Crawford. Elkins, in his first season with Pittsburgh following an injury-
ridden tenure with the Houston Oilers, is the Steelers' leading pass receiver at the moment with nine catches for 102 yards.
The accomplished Roy Jefferson will be operating at flanker and strapping John Hilton (6-foot-5 and 220) at tight end. Joe
Greene, the Steelers' hulking No. 1 draft choice, will not be in the opening lineup but he is expected to see heavy action at
defensive tackle before the night is over. Another rookie from North Texas State, Charles Beatty, will start at left safety. The
balance of the defensive unit is largely veteran, including ex-Packer Lloyd Voss at left end... PACKER PATTER: Donny
Anderson, stationed at flanker Tuesday for the first time, continued to toil there in Wednesday's practice. After the Golden
Palomino made a particularly deft "touchdown" catch, one of his colleagues sang out, "Attaway to go, Hands" Bart Starr and
Carroll Dale also collaborated in a picture TD. At one point in the defensive drill, Packer defenders faced the most substantial
tight end in NFL history...Rookie offensive tackle Bill Hayhoe, 6-foot-8 and 265 pounds, was running through Pittsburgh
plays as the Steelers' John Hilton.

That go, coupled with youth and experience, may lead the Packers to the top of
the heap again. The Million Dollar Backfield is Donny Anderson and Jim Grabowski, both of whom signed huge contracts
with Green Bay during the days of the bidding war between the two football leagues. The dollar-and-cents men include
rookie Dave Hampton, a ninth-round draft choice out of Wyoming; veteran Elijah Pitts, a 13th-round pick from Philander
Smith in 1960; and third-year man Travis "Road Runner" Williams, a bust last year following a sensational rookie season.

SEPT 5 (Green Bay Press-Gazette) - The recent passing of George Preston Marshall, flamboyant owner of the Washington
Redskins, left pro football with only two of the pioneers who built the game from a sandlot shoestring into a national
institution. One of them, of course, is the Packers' longtime antagonist, Chicago Bear owner George Halas. The other is
Pittsburgh's friendly philanthropist, Art Rooney, who comes to Titletown tonight with his beloved Steelers. Marshall made
his greatest contributions as a showman and Halas with his vision. Rooney's, in the main, have come from a warm Irish
heart, the likes of which may never be seen again-in or out of sports. "He has to be the softest touch in the world," Joe
Gordon, Steeler assistant publicity director, said Thursday during a fond discourse about the Steelers' 68-year-old owner,
whose largesse has become legendary. "They say a great part of the reason he's never had a championship team in
Pittsburgh (Rooney founded the Steelers in 1933) is because he's too nice to his players and the other teams...CLARK AN
EXAMPLE: "Mike Clark, who is one of the top three kickers in the league, is a prime example. He came to Mr. Rooney and
told him that, because he was in business in Dallas, he would like to be traded to the Cowboys. If not, he said he would
have to quit football, although he didn't say it in the way of an ultimatum. Most owners would have told him to forget it, that
he would play for his ball club or not at all. But Mr. Rooney arranged to trade him to the Cowboys. If any of our players have
a problem of any kind, particularly the veterans, they will go to him because they always know they're going to get some
kind of satisfaction, whether the problem is related to football or not. He's helped a lot of players get started in business
...For example, Brady Keys, who used to be with us, got into a chain of chicken drive-ins. His company recently went public
and he's now on the border of being a millionaire, simply because Mr. Rooney got him started. Art has the reputation among
the players of being the fairest of owners...He'll do anything for anyone." This last, it might be added, is literally true. "Mr.
Rooney always has been very generous to the underprivileged and to charities with Steeler tickets," Joe reported. "Last
week this boy comes into our office in Pittsburgh and wants to pick up 40 tickets to last Saturday night's game against
Cincinnati...RESCUES RETARDED BOY: "The boy is retarded
and he is having trouble expressing himself. The secretary,
meanwhile, is trying to explain to him that, because we are
playing in Forbes Field, which is smaller than Pitt Stadium, the
40 tickets he normally gets for his school are not available. Art's
office is near the reception desk and he was listening. He comes
out and says 'What's your name, son?' "The boy tells about his
problem in halting speech...he adds that he and the other
retarded children at the institute where he is a patient received
special permission to stay out the night of the game...Needless
to say, the boy got his tickets. This is a typical Art Rooney story.
So many people come to see him with their financial or ticket
troubles and none of them leave empty-handed...I don't know
exactly how much he does but I'm sure he gives thousands and
thousands of dollars to charity every year, almost always
anonymously. He's just a one-in-a-million guy, believe me."

PACK SEEKS CONFIRMATION VS. STEELERS IN 'CHAPTER 5'

SEPT 6 (Green Bay Press-Gazette) - Chapter Five in the continuing serial, "The Pack Will Be Back," unfolds in Lambeau
Field tonight. And GM-Coach Phil Bengtson, for one, is hopeful the plot will take proper shape against the "new" Pittsburgh
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Steelers, presently regrouping under ex-Cleveland Brown Chuck Noll.
There was evidence in Cleveland last week that the necessary
ingredients are in hand, following the Packers' crisp 27-17 decision of
the previously unbeaten Browns, but there is understandable
reluctance to base an assessment on a single success, particularly
since it came in the wake of consecutive misadventures against the
Bears and Cowboys. A convincing performance tonight (8 o'clock,
WNFL) thus would suggest the home forces, who will be playing to
another capacity house of 50,861, are likely to be serious contenders
in the NFL's Central Division race, which begins for our heroes on the
same soil just two weeks hence. To achieve a third grapefruit league
triumph, however, the Pack will be required to shackle a potentially
potent attack featuring some of the NFL's leading receivers and one
of its most bruising runners in ex-Packer Earl Gros. Taking note of the
task ahead, strong side safety Doug Hart points out, "The Steelers
have some explosive people.

Things
didn't go too well for them against Cincinnati last week but they're a good football team and apparently their morale is very
good." Tonight's collision will be marked by the return to action of Forrest Gregg, rated by many the premier offensive tackle
in NFL history, who came out of retirement last Tuesday to reinforce the Pack up front. "I don't know whether he'll start,"
Bengtson said, "but he'll play." Dick Himes, a rapidly maturing sophomore from Ohio State, has started the first four pre-
season games at right tackle, Gregg's old position. The Packer chieftain also announced that Donny Anderson, employed
at flanker in practice during the week, will see some action there, but not as a starter. Anderson, the team's leading ground
gainer and No. 3 pass receiver a year ago, is expected to open at left halfback opposite his "touchdown twin," Jim
Grabowski. Bengtson indicated that Bill Lueck, who made his first NFL start in Cleveland last week, again will get the call
at left guard. The Steelers could get more than they bargained for in this one, which will be a preview of a "championship"
rematch in Pittsburgh Nov. 2. Bengtson has let it be known he is more than slightly miffed over the Steelers' Friday refusal
to withdraw a claim for Perry Williams, when the rookie running back was waived as injured. All other NFL clubs had
permitted Williams, who suffered a fractured hand and dislocated thumb in last week's game at Cleveland, to pass through.
Pittsburgh's maneuver forced Williams' return to the active roster, which now numbers 46. This figure includes Zeke
Bratkowski, upon whom the Minnesota Vikings declined to waive Thursday. All NFL teams must cut their rosters to 44
players, including All-Star rookies, by Monday...PACKER PATTER: Three new Steelers, running backs Don McCall and
Sam Price and defensive halfback Steve Barrett, will make their debuts tonight. McCall was acquired in Thursday's trade
with New Orleans, which sent Don Shy and Ken Kortas to the Saints, while Price and Barrett were acquired Friday on
waivers from the Miami Dolphins and Baltimore Colts, respectively...Jim Ryun, the famed Kansas miler, will be seen in
another role at kickoff.

LOMBARDI HAS NEVER FORGOTTEN CARROLL'S PLAY IN ALL-STARTILT

SEPT 6 (Appleton Post-Crescent) - As the heads are rolling fast and furious off the pro football chopping block we should
take a last look at some sundry victims who though gone ought not to be completely forgotten. The Giants chopped




linebacker Ken Avery because he wasn't putting out. Avery, whose parents run a dance school in Miami, received reams of
publicity when, as a rookie, he disclosed that his ballet background contributed mightily to his agility at linebacker. Ken also
disclosed that, during his ballet training, he had refused to wear leotards. Avery should have spent more time on stretching
exercises. He never was tall enough to lineback. Professing to be 6-1, Avery must have been measured on his toes. The
Jets chopped a sophomore lineman, Karl Henke. Karl is so good looking that he had trouble walking around Long Island
without damsels accosting him for his telephone number. Henke's older brother Ed toiled for the Steelers a decade ago and
still holds the Steeler taping record. Ed Henke, before a game, would start at his neck and tape downward, stopping only
when he heard the Star Spangled Banner. Vince Lombardi snatched Leo Carroll off the Packer waiver list, which is the
second time Vincent has rescued Leo. Leo was a top draft choice at Atlanta two years ago. Between him and, later, Claude
Humphrey the Falcons confidently expected they had drafted a pass rush. But Carroll was hurt his rookie year and quit the
Falcon training camp in 1968. Months later Lombardi grabbed him for Green Bay. In the 1967 All-Star Game, against the
Packers, Carroll was a sensation, whirling at Bart Starr like an all-star dervish . Lombardi never forgets, and Vince doesn't
always give second chances...ALSO TOO SHORT: Rich Stotter, like Ken Avery, was too short for linebacker. Stotter, whose
well-to-do family lived in a chic Cleveland suburb, surprised everyone when he chose far-away University of Houston over
the Ivies. The QOilers surprised everyone when they drafted Stotter, the small guard. The Stotter family over the past five
years had gone absolutely gung-ho football and became a united front rooting for Rich, reading about Rich, and traveling
to Rich's games. At the Oilers he was converted to linebacker, was hurt and never had much hope. His family is probably
taking his axeing harder than Rich. As for Olympic sprinter Jimmy Hines at Miami, but for all the publicity Hines would have
been long gone. Hines had the bad hands. With Tommy Smith striking out at the Rams and Bengals, John Carlos might
well reconsider his impending retirement from the track. Two years ago Green Bay drafted Dave Dunaway out of Duke on
the second round, and Dunaway was touted as the next Boyd Dowler. But Dunaway languished on the bench and his
attitude was often described as soft-nosed. Last season Atlanta picked him up from the Packers and Dunaway hasn't been
heard from since, until the Falcons cut him...GLITTERING PROSPECT: The Saints cut Lou Cordileone. Remember him?
Cordileone was such a glittering prospect at the Giants that, when the Giants were trying to get Y. A. Tittle away from San
Francisco, the 49ers jumped for Cordileone, and what a Lou Lou! Cordileone has played for heaven knows how many teams
twixt the Giants and Saints. Jeff Richardson, a Bengal reject, came out of Michigan State as a member of Webster.
Richardson blossomed in his senior year but had always basked in the shadow of Big Bubba. But in the Michigan State-
Notre Dame game Richardson made 16 unassisted tackles and Sonny Werblin, who was then running the Jets, was at that
game in person. Werblin was there to scout Bubba, Jones and Webster, which is outlandish in itself, but Werblin decided
that Richardson was better. Sonny scouted Richardson, drafted him, and signed him, all by himself. Richardson was
Werblin's discovery, perhaps the new Sinatra of linemen. Perhaps, as anything is possible. But Richardson, who flopped at
the Jets, flopped quickly at the Bengals. Which isn't easy.

PACKERS, STEELERS CLASH

SEPT 6 (Green Bay) - If the Green Bay Packers seem to be playing with vengeance tonight, the Pittsburgh Steelers will
have only themselves to blame. The two NFL teams clash at 8 p.m. in an exhibition game at Lambeau Field. The Packers
announced Friday they had withdrawn waivers on rookie running back Perry Williams, a fourth-round draft choice from
Purdue, after the Steelers claimed him. Williams suffered a fractured hand and dislocated thumb last week at Cleveland
and had been waived injured. Pittsburgh was the only NFL club unwilling to let Williams pass as injured, forcing Green Bay
to return the rookie to its active roster. The Packers are coming off a 27-17 victory over the Cleveland Browns, a game in
which Green Bay finally put everything together. The win evened the Packers record at 2-2. Pittsburgh, on the other hand,
lost to the Cincinnati Bengals of the AFL last week. Cincy's rookie quarterback, Greg Cook, had a field day shredding the
Steelers' defensive secondary with pin-point passing. Green Bay, of course, has Bart Starr at the quarterback spot. He's
considered by many as one of the top signal-callers in the pro ranks, and has completed 57 per cent of his passes in his
14-year NFL career. Although Starr and his backup man, Don Horn, received excellent protection in the Cleveland contest,
Packer Coach Phil Bengtson re-activated Forrest Gregg, a veteran offensive tackle who retired after last season and who
has been serving as an assistant coach. Gregg is expected to start tonight at one tackle spot with Francis Peay at the other.
Dick Himes and rookie Bill Hayhoe will spell the two starters. Veteran running back Donny Anderson, who has been working
out at flanker this week, may not see much action because of bruised ribs. Starting alongside Jim Grabowski in the Green
Bay backfield will be either speedy Travis "Road Runner" Williams or shifty rookie Dave Hampton. Also sure to see plenty
of action will be veteran Elijah Pitts...MAY START: Pittsburgh's new coach, Chuck Noll, is expected to go with last week's
starter, rookie quarterback Terry Hanratty of Notre Dame. Although the Steelers lost, Hanratty succeeded in moving the
team well at times. Also in the starting lineup will be flanker Larry Elkins. In 1965, the Packers drafted Elkins in the first
round, but he signed instead with the Houston Oilers of the AFL. The Oilers released him after last season and he signed
on with Pittsburgh. Two other Packen first-round draft choices are on the Steeler roster. They are running back Earl Gros,
picked in 1962, and defensive end Lloyd Voss, chosen in 1964.
