Gracious Packers Hand Bears 28 to 17 Victory

Bays Blow Two TDs
On One, Fumble Two
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(CHICAGO) - The Packers played the role of Gracious
Guest in Wrigley Field Sunday afternoon, helping their
Hated Hosts, the Bears, to an easy 28 to 17 victory
before 46,205. This was disturbing because the Packers
looked like the best team on the field despite subpar
performances by two of their so-called stars, Paul
Hornung and Max McGee. The Packers gave the Bears
two touchdowns on fumbles in the first quarter, saw a
weird call by the officials on interference set up the third
in the second period. and helped the Bears on the way
to their fourth by a spot of bad tackling in the third
frame. It was 28-10 midway in the third quarter when
the Packers started the process of kicking 21 points, not
to mention a 31-28 lead, down the drain. The Bays blew
TDs from the Bears' one-yard line, the five and the two
on three consecutive Bart Starr-engineered drives. The
generous Packers now get into a battle of teams with
losing streaks, facing the Colts in Milwaukee next
Sunday. Green Bay has lost four in a row, and the
champs from Baltimore have a two-game losing skein
going. The Colts have 4-3, the Pack 3-4. Hornung, the
"key" in the Packer backfield, had the ball an official
four times for a minus three yards and came up with
three fumbles. The Bears turned his first two into TDs
in the first quarter - on the Packer 12 and 36. Merrill
Douglas and Rick Casares scored the TDs on five-yard
runs. Hornung's third fumble was more costly. With
third down and a half-yard to go for a touchdown early
in the fourth quarter, he "lost' the ball and, fortunately,
Jim Taylor recovered back on the five. After the Bears
took their gift 14-0 lead in the first quarter, the Packers'
Taylor ran 10 yards for the Bays' first TD on the first
play of the second quarter. Hornung booted a 27-yard
field goal a moment later for a 14-10 score. Just before
the half, the Bears moved 78 yards for a 21-10 edge,
with Ed Brown hurling 36 yards to Harlon Hill for a TD.
Early in the drive, the Bears had a third and 20 yards to

go situation and the Packers were called for 1nterference on a batted up pass between one Bear and three Packers. That
ridiculous call gave the Bruins a first down at midfield. The Bears took the second half kickoff 68 yards for a TD with Zeke
Bratkowski pitching eight yards to Jim Dolley for the TD. Bratkowski, on a third and 13 play, ran 42 yards when he couldn't
pass, eluding three grasping Packer tacklers to set up the fourth Bear score. The Packers' second TD came with only 27
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tries as the Packers slid back. McGee dropped a McHan pass on the congested area close to the line of scrimmage and then
caught a deeper pass for 24 yards. But the Packers were caught for illegal use of the hands and McGee lost his reception.
After a punt, the two clubs made a different exchange. Tom Bettis intercepted Bratkowski's pass on the Packer 34. Taylor
stepped over the line for 10 yards, but on the next play Hornung fumbled at center and Sumner recovered on the Packer 35.
Two Bratkowski to Casares screen passes ate up 17 yards, Dooley took a pass for 11 and Casares banged up the middle for
five yards and the TD for 14-0 at 11:30. Now it was the Pack's turn. Taylor and Mcllhenny gained 16 yards in three carries
to the 50. On second down, McHan hurled a flare pass to the right and Mcllhenny steamed down the west sideline, with a
good block from Gregg, for 30 yards to the Bear 20. Mcllhenny then went seven, Taylor three and Taylor 10 for the
touchdown. Hornung booted the point for 14-7 at :04 of the second period.

STARR IN QUICK REACH

A 51-yard punt return by Carpenter set up the field goal, Lew reaching the 25. The attack stalled on the 20, and Hornung
kicked from the 27 at 5:22. The pass back from center was high, but Starr, holding the ball, made a quick reach and set
down. An interception of a McHan pass by J.C. Caroline, the interference call, Hill's touchdown catch away from Whittenton
in the end zone and McHan's injury closed out the first half. The Bears went 68 yards in nine plays for their fourth TD at
the start of the third period, Bratkowski's 42-yard run eating up most of it. On the eight-yard TD pass, Dooley crossed in
front of Bob Freeman, who was being picked on for the third straight game. Dooley caught five and Hank Gremminger
went the rest of the way for Freeman. Starr moved the Pack for 12 plays on the first drive and the keys were a fourth down
run of three yards by Taylor on the Bear 41; Starr's 18-yard thrown to Dowler; and Taylor's slant to the 7. At this point, the
Bears slammed the door. Mcllhenny got 2 and Taylor 4, one-half and 0 in three ties.

game," he said. "The Bears had only that one drive near the end - that was all they
did in the second half." "But," Vince admitted, with deep chagrin, "we make too many errors offensively. That's what's been
beating us. Even when we've won, we've made too many errors. Starr, for example, had at least three passes dropped today.
We've won three - and we could have won six or seven." Any theory about those goal line failures? "We'll know when we
see the pictures," he said grimly, adding simply, "I don't know." Even in the gloom, however, he found a note of cheer. "On
the credit side, you have the fact that we didn't quit," the square-shouldered Italian pointed out. "We hung in there." He also
was encouraged by several individual performances. Rookie end Boyd Dowler, he conceded, "looked very good. He's going
to be a good boy. Mcllhenny, Taylor and Carpenter also had good days." The fact that Baltimore's Colts, the Packers' next
foe in Milwaukee Sunday, lost to the Washington Redskin proved of little consolation to him. "That'll make 'em that much
tougher next week," he said dryly...Halas, who graciously labeled the Packers "a tough bunch of hombres," felt defense was
the Bears' key to victory. Gloating over those two goal line stands, the Monsters' veteran owner-coach said, "It was the best
our defensive line has looked this year." He lauded Fred Williams, Earl Leggett, Bill Bishop, Bill George and Doug Atkins
for those "down deep" heroics, along with linebacker Joe Fortunato, pointing out, "It had to be a combined effort." Halas
also "thought our pass defense was superb today considering two of our regular deep backs, Vic Zucco and Jack Johnson,
were out of the game." "There was some spark to the quarterback, too," George declared. "And did that 41-yard run of Zeke
Bratkowski's help. He kept stumbling and regaining his balance. I thought for a while," Halas chuckled, "that he was going
to stumble over the goal line." He was not, however, as pleased with another department of Bear play. "This must be some
sort of record," the NFL's only remaining charter coach said. "They returned punts for 146 yards against us. As a matter of
fact, there's not much choice in the statistics." Halas, although the Bears have lost four games, still feels his hirelings are
very much in contention. "It's still going to be a hell of a rat-race," he insisted. "I still contend that 7-5 can tie for it -
something can happen to the 49ers at any time (this was said before 'Frisco dispatched Los Angeles for the second time)."
"Carroll Rosenbloom (Colt owner) and I decided before our first game out in Baltimore, which was the second game of the
season, that the Western Division champion would have at least four losses," Halas said, "and that a 7-5 record may tie for
it."...In the dressing room, and later on the bus to the airport, Packer post-mortems centered around those ill-fated goal line
assaults. Big Jerry Kramer, seeing red again at the memory, hurled a chunk of tape to the floor. "I can't understand it," he
growled. "We've never had any trouble down there before. One thing, though, their defensive team got high the first time



they stopped us and that made 'em tough - but we
shouldn't have had that much trouble." Bart Starr,
who moved in at quarterback after Lamar McHan
pulled a muscle in his left leg with 21 seconds
left in the first half and held forth the rest of the
way, had no explanation. "I just should have
called a better play," the forthright Alabama
alumnus said sadly. McHan, explaining the
injury, said, "It was a freak. | was throwing the
ball and Atkins hit me - but not very hard.

My cleats
hung in the ground when he hit me and pulled all
the muscles in the back of my leg." "It was a freak
accident," he added. "Outside of a little pulled
muscle I had in the first Bear game at Green Bay,
I haven't had one since I left college six years
ago." Little Bill Butler, comparing notes with
fellow punt returner Lew Carpenter as they
lounged on a pair of duffle bags, admitted, "I
didn't know what happened (on his touchdown
run) until after the ball game." Had he figured to
go all the way? "Once I got around the end, I
thought I could," he replied. "The only man who
had a good shot at me was the punter (Ed Brown),
I think, and he was too far away. Somebody made
some awful good blocks in there, that I know."
Carpenter, it was ventured, also came within an
ace of going the distance. "Yeah," Lew drawled,
"I had to wait for a block in front of me and I
couldn't get it quick enough." Butler, a hard loser,
said, "This one today followed the same pattern
as that Giant game last week. We were offside on
the first play, fumbled on the second and fumbled
on the third." Jim Taylor, called by former Packer
line coach John L. (Tarz) Taylor "the best
football player on the field," had another jolt
from Lady Luck but, fortunately, this was a
minor one.

NOV 10 (Milwaukee Sentinel) - Vince Lombardi
has restored the Packers' running attack with a pony
backfield. But he doesn't have a horse, a bruising
fullback who can score on a power play. The
Packers paid dearly Sunday because they lacked
this "animal". Unbelievable failure to score twice
from the one cost Green Bay its fourth straight loss,
28-17. Attempting to score from the one was a new
experience for the Packers this season, whose
shortest touchdown was successful from the four on
a pass. Lombardi's ponies pranced 158 yards
against the Bears. Jim Taylor (90 yards) and Don
Mcllhenny (54 yards) saw plenty of daylight with
the goal in the distance. They saw nothing but Bears
on the one. Taylor is a speedy, 210-pounder, who is
wonderfully adept at sliding off tackles. He is not a
headlong, head-down type of fullback. Mcllhenny
at 200 is a slippery, breakaway threat. He is not a
power runner.

Lombardi said when asked what was ailing the three year veteran who was enjoying his best season as a Packer. The Green
Bay taskmaster benched Hornung immediately after his second costly fumble in the first quarter. In desperation, Hornung
was recalled on the second touchdown bid from the one in the fourth period. Hornung came through again with a fumble.
Although Lombardi wouldn't admit it, there might be some drastic changes in offensive personnel for next Sunday's game
against the Colts here. Almost as dismal as Hornung's performance was the pass catching of Max McGee. The taxie caught
four touchdowns passes in the first five games, but since then hasn't come up with a single reception. The only thing going
for Hornung and McGee Sunday was their kicking. Hornung booted a 27 yard field goal, boomed deep kickoffs and tacked
on three extra points (he hasn't missed this season). McGee had his best punting fay, averaging 45 yards on two punts.
Quarterback Lamar McHan pulled a leg muscle late in the second quarter when his cleats caught in the turf. "He's got a real
bad leg," Lombardi said. "It's too early, though, to tell whether he'll miss the Baltimore game." With McHan ailing for the
second straight week, Lombardi replaced him with Bart Starr, who had been the No. 1 quarterback in previous regimes. It
was Starr's first chance under Lombardi. The Alabama flipper moved the team well. "Except he couldn't score," said
Lombardi. There were some encouraging signs. The Packers had added punch to their kickoff and punt returns. Lew
Carpenter returned two punts for 51 and 34 yards. Billy Butler zoomed 61 yards with a punt return for the last touchdown.
Butler also returned two kickoffs 14 and 17 yards and Johnny Symank returned two for 16 and 37. Lombardi said he spent
"a little time" on these plays last week. As usual, a couple of "homer" calls and you can expect them at Wrigley Field, had
the Packers wondering if they had to battle the officials, too. A questionable pushing penalty nullified a 25-yard McHan
pass to McGee in the first quarter. Instead of having a first down on the Bear 41, the Bays were shoved back to their 20. In
the second quarter Green Bay was penalized for pass interference as three Packers and Bill McColl played volleyball with
the pigskin in an attempt to grab it. It gave the Bears a first down on their 43 instead of fourth on their 25. Such is life. Green

He
wound up on the bench midway in the first quarter and stayed there except for kicking and two goal line plays. McGee, one
of the league's top five distance receivers, hasn't caught a pass for two games now. Can you imagine that? Max has a fantastic
32-yard per catch average. He nailed 11 for 357 yards in the first five games. Hornung hurt his ankle early in the Colt game
but he gutted it out. He was back in good running order vs. the Giants, who threw up the toughest defense Green Bay has
faced. Hornung also has caught 11 passes, five in the Ram game. When Paul was picked as the Pack's bonus choice, it was
assumed that he'd be at his best when the Bays played in Chicago. He gained thousand of fans in the are during his great
career at nearby Notre Dame.

NOV 11 (Green Bay Press-Gazette) - The Packers' strong kick returning against the Bears Sunday showed up in the league
statistics today. Billy Butler, who returned a punt 61 yards for a touchdown in the last 23 seconds, heads the loop's punt
returners with an average of 11.4 on his seven returns. Lew Carpenter pulled into second with nine runbacks for an average
of 10.8. Johnny Symank, who had two kickoff returns vs. the Bears - one for 42 yards, leaped from sixth to third place in
the kickoff return section. He has 10 for 243 yards - an average of 24.3. Butler is the first Packer to gain a lead spot in league
statistics. The brash rookie from Berlin and Chattanooga University is a refreshing speedster; he'll hit the brick wall if it
means moving one brick. A spunky little guy, Billy started the season as a defensive spare and later was shifted to offense.
He could pop into the Packer picture at any moment. And that goes for Carpenter, too. Lew started the season as a right
half, working with Don Mcllhenny, and then shifted to fullback when Jim Taylor was burned. With Taylor and Mcllhenny
running good vs. the Bears and with the three-end offense in operation, Carpenter sat it out pretty much Sunday in Chicago.
The Bears' secondary was hurting and the three end attack (Max McGee, Gary Knafelc and Boyd Dowler) offered the major
offensive threat. The Packers didn't make any advances in the major statistics departments. Paul Hornung, with a minus
three yards and three fumbles in four carries vs. the Bears, remained in the first 10 in rushing. He had 352 yards in 97
attempts for a 3.6 average and eighth place. Lamar McHan is seventh in passing with his average of 7.45 yards per attempt.
He completed 47 passes in 104 attempts for 775 yards and eight touchdowns. John Unitas, next Sunday's Packer opponent
along with all the rest of the champion Colts, ranks fourth with 7.93. He has a fabulous 19 touchdown passes, including two
in the loss to Washington last Sunday. The Packers don't have a representative among the pass receptionists, but it's
interesting to note that Mr. Raymond Berry of the Colts is leading the league. Berry has 44, which is 13 ahead of Billy
Wilson of the 49ers. Raymond caught only four vs. Washington. Billy Howton, the former Packer, broke into the first 10
for the first time this season. He has 23 for 319 yards and one TD...It's a little too early to speculate on the availability of
McHan for Sunday's Baltimore battle in Milwaukee. McHan left practice before it finished Tuesday to get special treatment
from Trainer Bud Jorgensen. McHan pulled a muscle in his leg late in the second quarter Sunday and stayed out the rest of
the game. Bart Starr replaced him. Starr and Joe Francis, who worked some in the New York game when McHan had
shoulder trouble, are sharing the passing in practice for now. McHan was moving around more today. Coach Vince
Lombardi hopes to get a "closer" verdict on the injured quarterback Thursday or Friday. The only other injured player is
Nate Borden, who is having trouble with the knee he injured at the finish of the Detroit game. Jim Temp has played at
Borden's spot in the last two games.

MCHAN STILL QUESTION MARK

NOV 11 (Milwaukee Sentinel) - Lamar McHan was still a big question mark Tuesday as Coach Vince Lombardi began
preparations for the return match with the Colts at the Stadium Sunday. Lombardi's No. 1 quarterback was ailing with pulled
leg muscles. McHan called it a freak accident. "I was throwing the ball and (Doug) Atkins hit me, but not very hard," he
said. "I don't think he even knocked me off my feet. My cleats stuck in the ground when he hit me and pulled all the muscles
in the back of my leg." Lombardi said McHan was limping pretty badly but "it was too early to tell" whether he would miss
Sunday's game. If McHan is sidelined, it's a tossup between Bart Starr and Joe Francis as a replacement. Lombardi wouldn't
commit himself. Starr, who was the club's starter in 1957 and 1958, set two Packer records last year against the Colts. He
attempted the most passes (46) and had the most completions (26) for 320 yards. Starr and Francis have had only brief flings
this season. Francis moved the team well against the Giants but couldn't bring 'em home. Starr experienced the same trouble
against the Bears. McHan has directed every touchdown drive (13) and personally accounted for eight with passes. His best
day was against Detroit when he fired four TD aerials. After viewing film of their fourth straight loss, Lombardi said there
may be some changes in offensive personnel to get on the winning trail again. However, he refused to be pinned down on
names. Lombardi also squelched what he termed "wild rumors in Wisconsin" that had him making player cuts. He is still
confident, despite the record, the Packers can win. He proudly points out that his young gridders have never let up. The
inability to score has been the biggest drawback. Only in one game, against the Lions, did the Packers have the situation
well in hand.
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COLTS TO TEST BAY DEFENSE

NOV 11 (Milwaukee Journal) - Green Bay is only one of two teams in the the NFL which
has held its opposition under 1,000 yards passing. The Packers have permitted 979 yards
in seven games and the Pittsburgh Steelers 932. Baltimore's aerial circus will threaten
Green Bay's position in their rematch at County Stadium Sunday afternoon. The Colts'
Johnny Unitas, professional football's finest quarterback, punctured the Packers at
Baltimore October 25, completing 19 out of 29 passes for 206 yards and three
touchdowns. The Colts won, 38-21, and afterward Unitas told Fred Thurston, the former
Colt who now plays guard for Green Bay, "this was my best game." Unitas has passed for
touchdowns in his last 32 league games. This season he is way ahead of all the rest with
228 attempts, 116 completions, 1,809 yards and 19 touchdowns. He has had 12 passes
intercepted, but Green Bay's defense did not get any of them. The favorite target of Unitas,
the Pittsburgh discard whom the Colts found on the sand lots, is Raymond Berry, formerly
of Southern Methodist. Berry wears contact lenses. One leg is shorter than the other. He
is not really fast or rugged, but he is conscientious to a fault. He takes the movies home
to study the habits of opposing defensive halfbacks. If he catches a dozen passes in a game
and missed one, he kicks his helmet around the locker room and vows to practice longer.
With Unitas threading the needle, the Colts have three of the league's five leading
receivers. Berry is way ahead with 44 catches for 643 yards. He caught 10 for 117 and
two touchdowns against the Packers the first time. Lenny Moore, the lightning halfback
from Penn State, and Jim Mutscheller, the rugged blocking end from Notre Dame, share
fourth place in catching with 27 receptions apiece. Moore has gained 537 yards and
Mutscheller 467. Actually, Mutscheller is Unitas' favorite touchdown target with seven
scores to Berry's six. Moore has three. Another target, on occasion, for Unitas is Alan
Ameche, the Wisconsin Horse turned Baltimore Colt. Ameche caught a touchdown pass
from Unitas against the Packers in Baltimore and bulled over for another. Oftentimes,
Ameche stays back to block, aiding Baltimore's huge line in giving Unitas the time to find
Berry, Mutscheller and Moore. Unitas takes all the time he can get. He is the coolest in
professional football. He waits until the last instant and then zeroes in on his receiver.

If the Packers fail to score
from the one yard line because the blockers provide no hole or the backs fails to bull over, Starr will say, "Pardon me, I
made the wrong call." This is Bart Starr, a southern gentleman from Alabama - too courteous, too sell-effacing, too ready
to blame himself. Starr, 25, now in his fourth professional football season, has shown signs of breaking the chains that bind
him. At least twice, in fact, and both times in County Stadium, he seemed on his way. In 1957, against the Los Angeles
Rams, he started out calling a perfect game. His passes and his mixture of plays tore the Rams' defense apart. The score was
10-0, Packers, and they were driving again when Starr was hit on the throwing arm after he threw a pass. The injury forced
him out of the game. The Packers went on to score again, for a 17-0 lead, but then the Rams found themselves without Starr
to bother them and finally won in the last minute, 31-27. Last year, against the Colts, Starr guided the Packers to a 17-0 lead
in the second quarter. He threw 46 passes, completed 26 of them and gained 320 yards. The number of attempts and
completions set single game records for the club. Still, Starr couldn't keep the Packers scoring. The Colts roused themselves
and, with a couple of breaks, finally won, 24-17. Starr has come close many times, but he has yet to make it. He has never
dominated the huddle with his clear, sharp voice. He has never exhibited the jauntiness, nay, almost cockiness, of a Layne
or a Van Brocklin or a Unitas. Perhaps Sunday, afforded another opportunity because of Lamar McHan's leg injury, Starr
will take charge at County Stadium. If he does, it couldn't happen to a nicer guy.

Bad Weather Good

Omen for Packers?

BAD WEATHER GOOD OMEN FOR PACKERS?

NOV 13 (Green Bay Press-Gazette) - Good old Wisconsin weather - a bit earlier than usual this year - entered the Packer
picture today. But don't fret. Two of the Packers' biggest victories were scored in "weathered" games. The turf of City
Stadium was watery during the 9-6 win over the Bears. There was a stiff wind howling during the 21-20 sparkler over the
49ers. The sun was shining and weather conditions were nearly perfect during the four straight losses. So now it's snowing
and freezing! Milwaukee, where the Packers play the Colts Sunday, is getting snowed on right proper today - four or five
inches, and the gridiron at County Stadium isn't covered. Chances are not good for a big "melt." The weather experts claim
cold will follow. Snow Bowl? But Coach Vince Lombardi is getting the Bays conditioned to the cold. Shortly after
yesterday's practice started, he ordered a change in shoes. It was too slippery on the rapidly freezing turf for regulation
cleated football shoes. Out came the tennis shoes - or sneakers! Portions of the practice field are covered with ice, resulting
in some slippage. The City Stadium field is covered with tarpaulin, thus keeping it "warm" and fast for the Redskin game
here a week from Sunday. Tennis shoes will be taken to Milwaukee Sunday but "we won't use them unless the ground is
crisp and crackling," Lombardi said. The Packers last played a tennis-shoe game when they battled the Lions here in 1951.
The field was outlined with snowbanks and the athletes leaped in the stuff to stop themselves. Lombardi took the Packers
inside the Arena today. The main floor is covered with ice in preparation for the Bobcat opener tonight, but the Packers
were able to drill in the spacious Memorial Hall. The weather has cut down on good running conditions and seriously
hampered on that score has been quarterback Lamar McHan, who has been unable to give his leg a good test. McHan has
been passing well but he still limps - or slips. He suffered a muscle pull in his leg during the Bear game. A decision on
starting McHan may not be made until after the pre-game practice. Lombardi said today that Bart Starr will start if McHan
can't go. Starr moved the Bays on two good drives against the Bears, but each ended scoreless on the Bear one-yard line.
He replaced McHan shortly before the half. Starr gave the Colts a fit in Milwaukee a year ago. He peppered them with short
passes and built up a 17-0 lead, only to lose in the final minutes 24-17. He set two records - 46 pass attempts and 26
completions. The aerials gained 320 yards. The Packers gained only 61 yards rushing that day. In retrospect, a few yards
rushing might have saved the game. Incidentally, the '59 Packers are averaging 151 yards rushing per game. The Colts will
see a stronger rushing attack than they did in Baltimore. Paul Hornung was injured on the first play of the game and settled
for 22 yards in eight attempts. The Bays finished with 139 yards on the ground, but 55 of it came on Lew Carpenter's
touchdown. The Colts may get a look at Jim Taylor, Don Mcllhenny and Hornung in the same backfield, with Carpenter
changing off. Taylor and Mcllhenny ran exceptionally well vs. the Bears, piling up 144 of the Pack's 158 ground yards...The



Packers will leave for Milwaukee on the 10:25 North Western Saturday morning. They'll drill there shortly after arrival and
then headquarter at the Astor Hotel.

LOMBARDI NOT READY TO GRANT 49ERS TITLE

NOV 14 (Milwaukee Journal) - Vince Lombardi, coach of the Green Bay Packers, is not conceding the San Francisco 49ers
the Western Division title of the NFL. Asked what he thought of the 49ers' two game lead with five games to go, Lombardi
said Saturday, "The 49ers may still come back to us." "Oh, they'll be tough to be headed now, but look at their schedule.
Two games with the Baltimore Colts, another one with us (the Packers are the only team to have defeated the 49ers this
season), and games with the Browns in Cleveland and with the Bears in Wrigley Field. That's not easy." Lombardi's Packers
will meet the Baltimore Colts at County Stadium Sunday. The 49ers, meanwhile, will be in Chicago to meet the Bears.
Baltimore, with a 4-3 record, trails San Francisco by two games. The Packers and Bears, in third place, are three games
behind the leaders. Weeb Ewbank, the Baltimore coach, said that he was not looking past the game with the Packers. "We've
got to beat them first," Ewbank said. After their game here Sunday, the Colts play the Los Angeles Rams and 49ers twice -
first in Baltimore, then on the west coast. The Colts have
played 12 games in Los Angeles and San Francisco and
have won only one - 22-21 over the Rams at Los Angeles
in 1954. They kicked five field goals to do it. In the
opener that season at Baltimore, the Rams beat
Baltimore, 48-0.

COLTS OR PACKERS HUNGRIEST?

NOV 15 (Milwaukee Sentinel) - The Packers will discover how hungry the Colts are
Sunday when they battle the stumbling champions at the Stadium. Baltimore will try
to snap a two-game losing streak against Green Bay, which has dropped four in a row.
With five games to play, the Colts trail the front running 49ers by two games. The
Packers should be just as hungry. They haven't beaten the Colts since 1957 and trail
in a series which began in 1950, 8-6. The Colts thumped the Packers, 38-21, in the
first meeting this year. It was a close contest until third-period interceptions, coupled
with the passing of Johnny Unitas, helped break the game wide open. Coach Vince
Lombardi will start Bart Starr at quarterback in the return match. Lamar McHan,
ailing with pulled leg muscles, can pass but he can't run. Starr had his best pro game
against the Colts here two years ago. The Alabama flipper, who was head man until
McHan arrived on the scene, set two Packer records in that game - 26 completions in
46 attempts. Lombardi's running attack, which was so successful in the club's
impressive start, has been hampered by injuries and fumbilitis. However, it will be at
full strength physically with Jim Taylor, Paul Hornung and Don Mcllhenny rarin' to

| go. Lombardi's ace in the hole could be his kickoff and punt return men - Lew

Carpenter, Bill Butler and Johnny Symank. Butler and Carpenter rank 1-2 in the
league in punt returns, thanks to some haymakers against the Bears last Sunday.
Airminded Baltimore is the league's top passing team with 1,701 yards. Unitas has
passed for 1,809 yards and 19 touchdowns. As far as the Packers are concerned, Ray
Berry is as much a threat as Unitas. Three weeks ago in Baltimore, Berry clutched 10
passes for 117 yards and two touchdowns. Lenny Moore, the Colts' deep threat, is not
even listed among the top 10 runners in the league. However, the fleet-footed Negro
. has caught 27 passes for 357 yards. Defensively, Baltimore has a rough four-man
crew up front, led by Gino Marchetti, Big Daddy Lipscomb, and an alert secondary

which has picked off more enemy passes than any team in the league. But as good as Baltimore's defense is, Green Bay's is
even better. The aggressive Packers have given up only 1,886 yards - second only to the Giants. The field, covered until
game time, is expected to be fast and dry. A crowd of 25,000 is expected.
