(LOS ANGELES) - Gabriel, the Packers unhappily discovered here
Sunday afternoon, is no angel. Not, at least, the one who answers to the
name of Roman. Stunned by a 20-0 Ram Getaway, the Packers had
come off the floor in the second quarter to jar the Angelenos with a pair
of quick touchdowns and vault back into contention, to the astonishment
of a "record" 78,947 witnesses in the sun-drenched Memorial Coliseum.
They no sooner had accomplished this delightful parlay, via Travis
Williams' dazzling 88-yard kickoff return and 5 and 21-yard Bart Starr
pitches to Boyd Dowler and Elijah Pitts, than the obstreperous Gabriel
turned budding optimism into creeping concern. Racing the clock, he
engineered a 71-yard scoring march, capping it with an 11-yard strike to
flanker Wendell Tucker in the heart of the end zone with only six seconds
remaining in the first half. That, together with Bruce Gossett's
conversion, shot the Rams into a 27-14 intermission lead, a bulge they
ultimately converted into a 34-27 victory. It left them with a spotless 5-0
record in the NFL's Coastal Division and dropped the Packers one game
behind the Vikings, 27-10 conquerors of St. Louis, and into a tie for
second place with the Detroit Lions at 3-2. Those 34 points, unhappily,
were the most scored against the Packers since 1961, when they were
victimized by the Baltimore Colts, 45-21. The strapping Gabriel, who
broke the Rams' career completion record along the way, sealed the
Packers' fate when he maneuvered the Rams 52 yards to a final
touchdown at the start of the third quarter - with the aid of three personal
foul penalties on the Pack. These were not, unfortunately, the Packers only
contributions, reluctant as they may have been, to the Californian's cause. The Rams
gratefully translated three second quarter fumbles into 13 points, after frisking the Pack's
customarily tight-fisted defense for first quarter TD on a 51-yard Gabriel collaboration
with Les Josephson. Just as in their Minnesota disappointment two weeks ago, these
misadventures proved a monumental handicap, forcing the Bays to hastily revise their
game plan and permitting the Rams' potent front four to rush with abandon. As an
inevitable result, Starr and his fourth quarter successor, Don Horn, were felled six times
between them for a total of 60 yards in losses and were under heavy siege on a number
of other occasions. Horn, inserted at the start of the final period, was able to weather
the charge long enough to forge a 59-yard drive to a consolation touchdown at the 8:02
mark, Dave Hampton sweeping right end from the three after shrugging off Clancy
Williams at the line of scrimmage. Conversely, the Packers' inability to exert consistent
pressure upon Gabriel enhanced the Rams' passing game no little. The 6-foot-4, 220-
pound field general, who now has not been intercepted in 185 passing attempts over
two seasons, was trapped but twice for 14 yards in completing 17 of 28 for 197 yards.
Josephson, a former Augustana, (S.D.) College athlete, and Larry Smith, a burly rookie,
complemented Gabriel's artistic arm with a surprisingly strong running game, massing
109 of LA's 121 ground yards between them as the Rams emerged with an overall net
of 312. The Packers, meanwhile, were forced to settle for their second sub-200 yard
production of the season, their total of 189 including a mere 38 rushing. Their problems

were complicated, it must be admitted, by injuries to halfback Travis Williams, who had to leave in the third quarter because
of hazy vision, and tackle Francis Peay, who suffered a broken hand in the first quarter which kept him out of action for a
time and hampered his efforts thereafter. A hint of what lay ahead came the second time the Rams acquired possession
when Josephson, starkly alone, ran under a Gabriel pass at the Packer 20 and cantered into the end zone just as a
desperate Willie Wood, zeroing in from the far side of the field, fastened his arms about the runaway Ram's ankles. Things
then began to deteriorate rapidly at the start of the second quarter, ironically enough, in the wake of the Packers' best



offensive effort to that point. Hit by Dave Jones just before the first period ended, Starr
fumbled and Jack Pardee recovered at the Green Bay 47.

open. He out-ran two Ram defenders but was unable to avoid Ron Smith, who had a sharp angle on him, and ran the Road
Runner out of bounds at the Los Angeles five. It took Starr only one play to capitalize on this electrifying development. He
rifled a strike to Dowler, slanting into the middle of the end zone from the left in front of Smith, and the Packers, at long last,
were on the board. The defense quickly forced a punt and the Pack struck again, this time with slightly less dispatch. Starr,
aided by an interference penalty, had the green and gold home in six plays, the last a 21-yard collaboration with Pitts. Taking
Bart's pitch near the north sidelines at the seven, Elijah cut back to the middle, broke a pair of tackles and lurched into the
end zone with two minutes remaining in the first half. Then came Gabriel's blow.

NOT IN ACT OF THROWING, BART STARR SAYS OF FUMBLE

OCT 20 (Los Angeles-Green Bay Press-Gazette) — "l wish | could say," Bart Starr offered with a faint smile, "that | was in
the act of throwing, but | really wasn't." Mr. Quarterback was discussing the first of two fumbles, which in combination,
blossomed into 10 points for the Rams en route to a 34-21 victory over the Packers here Sunday afternoon. "l was just
stepping up to throw the ball," he said. "l had it right here (he indicated a point just below shoulder high) and Dave Jones
just knocked it out of my hand as he went by. "On the second one, | got hit from behind. | had the ball out in front of me and
| was trying to gather it in, and | lost it...WAS DISASTROUS: "That one was disastrous. That, of course, was the time we
stopped 'em and recovered a fumble in the end zone, but then we were called for offside on the play." Attempting to evaluate
the rush he faced from Jones, Merlin Olsen, et al, in comparison to that encountered against the Vikings two weeks earlier,



Starr said, "It's difficult to compare them. The similarity is that
once you get behind, they can rush you much more recklessly.
"Until that happened," he added, "l felt we held our own. But
there's no question, they exert a lot of pressure - they do a great
job."...WILLIAMS MOROSE: Dave Hampton, whose second
quarter "fumble" was converted into Bruce Gossett's second
field goal, said he couldn't remember whether the ball had been
stolen from him by the Rams' Diron Talbert. "l really don't know
what happened," he said sadly. Travis Williams, his left eye
completely closed, was equally morose. The Road Runner,
obviously still having trouble focusing, explained, "I caught a
hand somewhere in the third quarter and | couldn't see after
that." Williams, who sat out the balance of the afternoon,

TERRIBLE POSITION, RAMS 2\° TD HURT PACKERS: BENGTSON
OCT 20 (Los Angeles-Green Bay Press-Gazette) — Phil Bengtson tried to hide his disappointment, but it wasn't easy. "We
were in terrible position all the time," the Packers head man said, shaking his head somberly as he analyzed the Bays' 34-
21 loss to the Rams here Sunday afternoon, a misstep which toppled them from a share of the NFL's Central Division lead.
"We were still all right until they scored right at the end of the first half, though," he pointed. "We give them a touchdown
(Roman Gabriel's 51-yard "bomb" to Les Josephson in the first quarter) but even after they scored those field goals, we still
weren't in bad shape until they scored that one...WENT FOR TD: "We figured they'd be satisfied with a field goal, with time
running out, but they went for the touchdown." They brought back another unhappy memory. "We had 'em stopped down
there earlier in the second quarter, when they got their second touchdown," Bengtson noted. "They fumble and we recover
in the end zone, but we get an offside penalty and they score." Asked why Don Horn had replaced Bart Starr at quarterback
at the start of the fourth quarter, Phil matter-of-factly replied, "Bart had been getting some pretty rough treatment...And we
also thought we would try another approach." Horn, who threw his first pass of the regular season, completed 5 of 13
attempts for 118 yards and moved the Packers to their last touchdown midway through the final period...COULDN'T
UNDERSTAND: Horn's passes seemed to travel "more slowly" than Starr's, a Los Angeles scribe ventured. "Don has a
good, strong arm," Phil rejoined with some alacrity. "He was throwing a little longer. That's probably why it looked like the
ball wasn't moving as fast." Commenting on the Rams' drive to their final TD, which was aided no little by three personal
foul infractions on the Packers, Bengtson said glumly, "l just couldn't understand all those penalties. They told us who was
penalized but they didn't tell us what it was for." Inevitably, he was asked to compare the Rams' unbeaten leaders of the
NFL's Coastal Division, with the Minnesota Vikings. "l hate to compare teams," he said. "But | guess it must be obvious to
everybody that both of them have strong lines, big strong quarterbacks...Those are pretty obvious similarities."... PACKER
PATTER: Sunday's sellout house of 78,947 customers was the largest crowd to view the Rams in the Coliseum since they
began using their present arrangement, which eliminates all seating in the east end of the stadium's horseshoe. The Packers
received almost as warm a welcome when they appeared for their pre-game warmup as did the home-standing
Rams...Actors Arthur Kennedy and Norman Fell were guests of the Angelenos in the press box...Jim Nabors, a pro football
buff who may be better known as "Gomer Pyle," impressed with his full-bodied singing of the national anthem.

GREAT GAME FOR EMOTIONS, LIKE SULKING

OCT 20 (Los Angeles-Green Bay Press-Gazette) — For the first
time in over two seasons, | watched a Packer regular schedule
game on TV Sunday...and discovered a whole new set of
emotions. In the relative privacy of my home, as compared to a
press box, | found it extremely easy to scream, rave and sulk,
the latter also with appropriate vocal accompaniment. And
Sunday's game was a great one for emotions, particularly the
sulking.

The personal foul on a Los Angeles punt gave the
Rams a first down at a time when the Packers needed the ball
back. And there were others. The defense, troubled additionally
by occasional slipshod tackling, failed to contain the Rams after
the score had been narrowed to 20-14 and gave Los Angeles a
touchdown...and again in the last seven minutes, after Horn had
engineered a touchdown that closed the gap to 34-21, the -

WILLIE DAVIS FINDS SEASON LONGER WHEN ON A LOSER

OCT 20 (Los Angeles) — The seasons are longer now for Willie Davis and there is little remaining besides the memories. It
is easy to ignore a crack in the ribs when you are young, all in a day's work to run the routes that terrorize an opposing
quarterback. It is not so easy when you are 35 years old and there is pain, but most of all when there is no victory. "There
is no laughter in losing," said the Green Bay Packers defensive end. "When you're not cashing in, when you're losing...well,
it hurts." It hurt by the margin of 34-21 Sunday afternoon in the Coliseum and the Rams, playing the role that once belonged
to the Packers, remained unbeaten in the battlefield that is the NFL...THERE'S STILL HOPE: Willie Davis has been a
member of the Packers for 10 years. In the eight years from 1960-67 there were five world championships and six additional
divisional titles. There were 91 victories and four ties in 120 games and they were kings. "It is tough now," said Davis. "The
seasons are longer now and last year seemed like a decade." The team from Wisconsin had a 6-7-1 record last vear and
there have been three victories and two losses in five games this year. Green Bay is one game behind Minnesota in the
Central Division of the Western Conference...TOO MANY MISTAKES: "We have not given up hope this year," said Davis.
"We are one game behind Minnesota and we know how tough they are (the Packers only other loss was to the Vikings and
the margin was 19-7). But there still is a long way to go and we still have a chance...maybe a good one." Davis' dressing
cubicle was no bigger than a closet and he had to reach through the elbows of the intruders to get his shoes and socks.
"We have to stop making mistakes," he said. "We are not a team that can afford to give away the cheap things. Today we
gave away a couple field goals after fumbles and a touchdown the same way. "You can't pin the blame on anybody, but it's
no secret that this is not a team that can afford to give up 13 points and fall behind by 20. We aren't explosive except for a
guy like Travis (Williams). And you know that a big lead makes it easy for any defense." Davis is a man of quiet articulation,

a professional off the field as well as on, and he talked of the day's work that
had been completed and of the Rams and their strengths...GABRIEL THE
KEY: "It is tough against a strong man like Bob Brown (the Rams' offensive
tackle)," said Davis. "But then it's tough against that whole offensive line.
"People talk about their great defensive line, but | am most impressed by a
superb offensive line and by Roman Gabriel. He's the key to the whole thing
- the way he gets rid of the ball quickly and the way he hits receivers. In the
final analysis that's still the key. That's what winning's all about." Bart Starr,
another man who is 35 and looks it, was the quarterback of the Packers
through the golden years and he was the man in charge for the first three
quarters Sunday - until he was replaced by Don Horn. "l think we veterans
tend to take all of this (the losing) a little harder than most of the guys," said
Starr. "It's more of a personal thing. to us because we know how it was: And
then | guess we think that maybe we're not doing our jobs anymore. The Rams
do a lot of things awfully well. Their pass rush is extremely tough and there is
just no way you can cope with that. It made for a great advantage for them,
too, when they got the lead. They could afford to gamble then." Phil Bengtson,
the man who succeeded Vince Lombardi after the championship of 1967,
scoffed at the theory that the Packers might just be becoming a team of old
men. "Age is our problem in a way," he said. "But it's age because there is a
lot of inexperience in our offensive line...not because we're too old.
Experience does not mean old age necessarily." Bengtson was asked to
summarize the Rams' strengths and to compare them with those of the
Vikings...RILED BY PENALTIES: "The Rams have great size and strength in
both their offensive and defensive lines," said the coach. "The best team? On
this day. | thought it was the Rams...but | cannot compare the two teams but
there are certain similarities." Bengtson shook his head when someone
mentioned the Rams' touchdown just before halftime that raised a tenuous
six-point margin to 13 ("that really hurt") and he was more than slightly riled
over two penalties that aided the Rams in a drive to a touchdown at the start
of the second half ("the officials told me who committed the penalties; they
would not say what they were, though"). The man's record as a head coach
is 9 victories, 9 losses and 1 tie and he is like a singer - a good singer -
following Frank Sinatra. He refuses, however, to concede a thing. "Don't
discount this team," said Bengtson. "There are a lot of guys here who know
what it's like to get up off the floor."

ALLEN CALLS RAMS HIS BEST TEAM:' PRAISES STARR POISE

OCT 20 (Los Angeles-Green Bay Press-Gazette) — Professorial George Allen,
holding forth behind a microphone for a mass of newsmen, was direct and
positive. "Why were we able to beat the Packers more decisively than we did
last year?" he echoed. "We're a better team than we were last year.” "l think
the big difference is that this team is better than our '67 team, which was our
best team," said Allen, whose mastodons had just won their fifth straight, 34-
21, at Green Bay's expense. By "our best team," of course, Allen meant it was
the best Ram team since he became LA's head coach in 1966. "But," he
added by way of caution, "five games do not make a season."...PLAY
ACTION PASS: The Rams' first touchdown, which sent them on the way to
an early 20-0 lead, had come on a play action pass, Allen said in conceding
that quarterback Roman Gabriel had used this weapon effectively. "But they
hurt us with play action passes, t0o," he pointed out. "Both of the Packers'
touchdowns in the second quarter came on play action." This moved him to
note, "l think Bart Starr is the best in the business at play action. He has poise
and sticks in there - he's a game...DIDN'T CONSIDER FG: "By the way, he
congratulated me on the way off the field. He said we had a sounder football
team...That takes quite a man." Allen said he had not considered going for a
field goal on the play which produced the Rams' eventual winning touchdown
in the closing seconds of the first half. "We thought we could throw one more
pass and still have time for a field goal," he informed. "We thought Gabe could
throw an incompletion in two seconds and there were nine seconds left
...Originally, I didn't think we'd have time." The Rams' 34 points had been the
most scored against the Packers since 1961, one scribe noted...A BIG WIN:
Allen smiled appreciatively and replied, "I wouldn't be surprised." This



apparently re-impressed him with what his athletes had just
accomplished and he continued, "It's a big win, gentlemen.
There's nothing like winning. Whatever second place is | don't
know what it is."

It was a bootleg and one of the linebackers played it for
a run instead of a pass."

e "Starr, on his first fumble, was just stepping up into the pocket to pass and Dave Jones ticked his arm and the ball fell
out of his hand...Bart got hit pretty hard from a couple of sides on the second one.”

o "Dave Hampton's fumble was the funniest thing you ever saw. He gets the ball down here (waist high) and he never
really gets hold of it. Shortly after he gets the ball, he gets hit on the arm and the ball drops to the ground. Everybody is
looking for it and their right defensive end, Diron Talbot, is standing a few yards back waving the ball and saying, 'l've
gotit, I've got it.™

e “The Packer defense permitted only two drives...And we had 'em stopped twice in punting situations on that one at the
start of the third quarter and fouls kept them going."

Also, in analyzing how both teams went without an interception, he said, "Gabriel will throw the ball away before he'll take

a chance, although he threw one that either Willie Wood or Dave Robinson had a chance for." Bengtson is only too well

aware that Sunday's reversal has put a crimp in "The Pack Will Be Back" program. But he is hardly of a mind to concede

the National Football League's Central Division championship to the Minnesota Vikings. "It's a long season," said Phil as he
began to ready his athletes for Sunday afternoon's Lambeau Field match with the surprising Atlanta Falcons.

OCT 21 (Green Bay Press-Gazette) — X-rays Monday revealed
that Packer offensive tackle Francis Peay suffered a broken finger
on his right hand in Sunday's 34-21 loss to the Rams at Los
Angeles. It will not, however, keep him out of next Sunday's game
with the Atlanta Falcons in Lambeau Field, GM-Coach Phil
Bengtson announced. He said that Peay's replacement,

sophomore Dick Himes, "probably will be available" for duty

against the Falcons. Himes sprained an ankle on the play on
which Bart Starr fumbled at the three-yard-line, forcing Peay's
return to action. The latter had been injured in the first quarter.
Linebackers LeeRoy Caffey and Ray Nitschke also suffered
bruised knees, Bengtson said, but indicated they will be ready for
the Falcons, along with fellow casualty Travis Williams. Williams'
left eye was closed by a chance blow in the third quarter and he
sat out the balance of the game. "The sun was bothering him after
the eye closed," Bengtson explained. "That's why we had to take
him out."

ALLEN HAILS RAM OFFENSIVE LINE

OCT 21 (Green Bay Press-Gazette) — Heralding the unheralded,
Coach George Allen of the undefeated Los Angeles Rams
declares: "We feel we have the best offensive line in the National
Football League." Allen, known as a defensive genius, said he
didn't want to take anything away from the great play of
quarterback Roman Gabriel, yet pointed out the line has given him
time to throw. Guard Tom Mack, a four-year veteran from

Michigan, was named pro player-of-the-week by the Southern California Football Writers on Monday, following Sunday's
34-21 victory over the Green Bay Packers. Mack, a 250-pounder, checked the defensive play of the renowned Henry Jordan.
The veteran Joe Scibelli, from Notre Dame, holds down the other guard position, with Ken Iman from Southeast Missouri
State at center. Scibelli and Iman are playing their ninth pro year with the former scaling 255 and the latter 240. At the tackle
are Bob Brown, the former Philadelphia All-Pro who joined the Rams this season, and the veteran Charlie Cowan. Brown,
290, is a collegiate product of Nebraska, and Cowan, 265, came from New Mexico Highlands. Those unsung five, plus tight
end Billy Truax, provide a big reason Gabriel completed 17 passes against Green Bay to bring his career total to 1,019.
That beats the Ram record of 1,011 set by Norm Van Brocklin. "Our offensive line has been doing a great job," declared
Allen, who also said his offensive backfield situation "is the best it's been" since he arrived on the scene in 1966. Seldom
do offensive linemen receive plaudits. Their play is usually lost in the performance of the backs and pass-catching ends.
Mack commented: "People have asked what is the motivation and how we can stay motivated. The biggest motivation is
the action of Coach Allen and his staff. I've never seen a man work harder at anything."

NEWS AND NOTIONS

OCT 21 (Appleton Post-Crescent) - Sunday's 34-21 misadventure in Los Angeles undoubtedly had these two effects, among
others: (1) It delayed Green Bay Packer "planning” for the Super Bowl and (2) it hastened the advent of the Don Horn
quarterbacking era. The Ram game, like the Minnesota contest two weeks earlier, accented the fact that the "Pack is back
- partially." The Bays can handle the middle and lower-echelon teams but continue to stumble against the power clubs.

There
is no short cut to the Super Bowl...You can't get there without winning the "big ones" — as Bays did in the Vince Lombardi
era. After the 12-point loss to the Vikings and the 13-0 setback to the Rams, the odds against Green Bay's regaining a
Super Bowl berth have lengthened. To win the NFL title, the Packers would have to handle the Vikings, the Rams and the
Cowboys - probably in that order and, thus far, Green Bay has not produced that high caliber of play. In fact, the Packers
are going to have to prove they can take the measure of Baltimore - which is only a shade below the "big 3" — a few weeks
hence. Needless to say, Green Bay can't afford any slips against the two foes - Atlanta and Pittsburgh - that separate it from
the Baltimore assignment. Though it's not yet panic time for the Packers or their faithful, it's pretty clear that the Bays cannot
afford to lose before their return match against the Vikings - unless someone surprises the powerful Minnesotans in the
meantime...Horn's performance, of course, was the bright spot of Gloomy Sunday for the Packers. One hopes that this
won't turn out to be Horn's "annual" 1-game starring role. (Two years ago, he punctured Chicago Bear title hopes in the
finale. This was his first opportunity of any extent in the '69 season). Don again showed that he's already too good a QB to
spend 95 per cent of his time (19 of 20 quarters this season) on the bench.

OCT 24 (Green Bay Press-Gazette) — Norm Van Brocklin, who has a gift for quaint expression, is fond of referring to the
National Football League's Central Division as "the black and blue division." The flamboyant Dutchman originated the term,
while coaching Minnesota, in ironic tribute to the crunching quality of defense played in his sector by the Packers, Bears
and Lions, as well as the head hunting Vikings. Now, it appears, he is casting his youthful Atlanta Falcons in the same
bruising mold..."PLAY DEFENSE": The Falcons, who fraternize with the Packers here Sunday afternoon, stand a surprisingly
lofty fifth among the NFL's 16 entries in fewest points allowed. They have permitted only 81 in five games - just nine more
than the third ranking Lions and, it should be noted, only four more than the Packers, who led the league in this highly
important category until last week's 34-point misadventure with the Los Angeles Rams. This is in keeping with Van Brocklin's
recent observation: "To win in the NFL, you have to play defense." It also should be something of a clue to what will transpire
in Lambeau Field, i.e., a head-knocking throwback to the days when the Dutchman brought his Vikings to town...PEAK
EFFORT: The Falcon defenders are likely to be primed for a peak effort after receiving high praise from their glorious leader
in the wake of last Sunday's 21-7 victory over the 49ers, achieved without the considerable services of middle linebacker
Tommy Nobis and his successor, Don Hansen, who also was sidelined during the third period. "It showed we won't lay down
and quit anytime," Van Brocklin said. "It proved that we have the character - the right kind of players - on this team. You can
work with that." SECOND IN RUSHING: The Packer defense, long a prideful unit, also will have a potent incentive - namely,
a resounding comeback from that unhappy afternoon in the city of Angels. And containing the Falcons will be more of a
challenge than it would appear at first glance. With Jim (Cannonball) Butler, rookie Paul Gipson and ex-Packer Junior Coffey
bearing most of the burden, they have forged a league-leading average of 4.9 yards per rush. In fact, Van Brocklin's athletes
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rank second only to the Dallas Cowboys in rushing overall with 798
yards in five games, 256 of them by Butler, the former Pittsburgh
Steeler. The success of their attack comes as no surprise to the
Pack's Henry Jordan, one of those who will be striving to contain the
southerners on the Sabbath. "They impressed us in our Hall of Fame
game at Canton last month," he said following Thursday's practice.
"You've got to remember one thing about the - Paul Flatley and Gail
Cogdill, their wide receivers, always have had our respect. And Bruce
Bosley is one of the best centers in our league. "Add that experience
to all that youth and hustle and it means they have a good team." The
Falcons' effectiveness on the ground is traceable in part to a change
in offensive techniques, Jordan informed. "Their style of blocking is a
little different than we normally see. They use the same style that was
used around the league four or five years ago. The styles change, of
course, from year to year. "In their system, it's tackle coming down on
our tackle. With other teams, the tackle comes down on the middle
linebacker. "They have a little different blocking on rollouts, too,"
Henry said. "They do a real fine job of it." This prompted the 13-year
veteran to add, "l don't think anybody on this team is thinking it's going
to be a breather...We felt pretty proud of our defense and they got 24
points against us in Canton.

FALCONS DELIGHT OLD PRO

OCT 24 (Green Bay Press-Gazette) — With the exception of two senior citizens, battle-scarred Bruce Bosley and Gail Cogdill,
the Atlanta Falcons are a collection of neophytes. In respect to their professional football experience, at least. With an
average age of 22.7 years, they easily are the youngest team in the NFL. This suggests their elder statesmen might feel
out of place in the midst of so much flaming youth. But such, apparently, is not the case. Bosley, in fact, is delighted, not
only to be with the fledgling Falcons but in pro football, period. "These youngsters we have on this team are something
else," the 35-year-old center told sportswriter Al Thomy of the Atlanta Constitution during the rejoicing after the Falcons had
dispatched the 49ers last Sunday for the second time, 21-7. "Why | didn't do anything all afternoon, just sit back and watch
the kids block the 49ers and protect me," he said. "It reminded me of the past great days on the 49ers when | had such
guys as Walter Rock and Howard Mudd protecting me in that offensive line." Bosley, Atlanta reports indicate, was being
overly modest. The rugged West Virginian, who will be in the Falcons' starting lineup against the Packers here Sunday, has
admirably filled a void in the heart of the Falcon line, where two predecessors were tried and found wanting...COLLECTS
CONTUSIONS: A proud citizen, Bosley is still collecting contusions each Sabbath because he refused to permit the 49ers
to force his retirement. "Even at 35 Bosley was considered one of the top centers in the NFL at the time he was
unceremoniously dumped,” Thomy noted in his Constitution column. "Coach Dick Nolan called him in and requested he
retire from pro football, insisting that would ease the humiliation of being cut. "Bosley refused. 'l didn't see any difference in
retiring or being cut,’' he said. 'Besides, | wanted to play a couple more seasons and you don't retire when you think you can
play." "So Nolan released Bosley." Bruce, a three-time Pro Bowl selection, told Thomy, "The way | looked at it, it was
handled distastefully. | was called in just before the first league game and told | had had it, | was too old to play. By that
time, all other teams in the NFL were set with their 40 players and there were precious few openings. The 49ers should
have told me last year or even earlier in training camp. That way | would have had time to make other
connections."...FURTHER DISHEARTENED: Bosley was further disheartened to learn he had gone unclaimed when placed
on waivers. At this low point, fate took a hand. The Falcons were having difficulties at center and Coach Norm Van Brocklin
invited Bosley to Atlanta to discuss the matter. "When | walked into that dressing room and saw my name over a stall, |
could have cried," Bosley says. "l signed with the Falcons, but still for a few weeks | was depressed, being in new environs
with new teammates and such. But that has all changed, and | consider my stay in Atlanta a great experience. "Frankly |
have never been with a team like the Falcons, a young, hustling team which respects its coaches and in turn is respected
by the coaches," he explained. "Coaches will sit down and chat with the players about their families and other subjects, but
when they get to the blackboard or on the field it's all football. "Some day | want to coach and | certainly will incorporate the
ideas | have seen here. Unlike the 49ers and other teams, who get meal money and eat separately, this team eats all meals
together on the road. They socialize after the game and all emphasis is on the team."

LEMMERMAN NAMED QB FOR CLASH WITH PACKERS

OCT 24 (Atlanta Constitution) - The Horatio Alger career of Bruce Lemmerman reaches the happy ending, or beginning,
Sunday afternoon when he lines up at quarterback for the Atlanta Falcons. Norm Van Brocklin Thursday announced



Lemmerman, a second-year man from San Fernando Valley, would be this
week's starter against the once-mighty and still- strong Green Bay Packers.
Selection of Lemmerman ended a week of speculation whether he or Randy
Johnson would get the nod in game No. 6 for the Falcons. Lemmerman won out
on the basis of his eight-for-10 passing chart in last Sunday's San Francisco
game. One of the tosses went to Gail Cogdill for the "clincher" in the 21-7
decision. Thus, the 6-1, 206-pound Lemmerman becomes a starting NFL
quarterback against odds that would have discouraged the Mets. Two years ago
he was an unknown and unwanted quarterback at San Fernando Valley,
undrafted by any of the pro teams. Scout Bill Jobko, a California neighbor,
recommended the Falcons take a look at him as an "outside shot." When Norb
Hecker, then coach of the Falcons, arrived to check on Lemmerman, he found
him in a baseball game. So Bruce stepped over to a side field and threw a few
passes for Hecker. Still in a baseball uniform and spikes, mind you. He later
received a contract from the Falcons and promptly cancelled plans for trying out
in the Canadian League. Still, he had to make the team and survive cut after cut
in training camp of 1967. This he did, oft-times by the margin of a razor's edge.
He was returned this year with Bob Berry and Johnson and progressed steadily
from the first day of training camp. He made an appearance in the New Orleans
exhibition and left an impression on the Saints with a 71-yard scoring pass to
Harmon Wages. He started and played most of the game in a 14-10 loss to
clean Lambeau Field powerful Kansas City. But here he was Thursday, selected to start his first NFL
alter a Packar game game. "It feels real good," commented Lemmerman. "l feel that | am ready and |

PACKERS SHOOT FOR REBOUND WIN OVER FALCONS

OCT 25 (Green Bay Press-Gazette) — The Packers, on the rebound for the second time within three weeks, shoot for a
repeat revival today. Just a fortnight back, they were coming off a Minnesota disaster against the Lions in Detroit, an
assignment which did not figure to be a sure-fire remedy. Fortunately, it proved an unqualified success. Striking for 14 quick
points as the offensive line had its best day of the embryo season, the Packers forged from there to a 28-17 triumph over
the Lions, the National Football League's leading defensive team going into action. This afternoon, Phil Bengtson's forces
find themselves in a similar position, following a 34-21 reversal at Ram hands in Los Angeles last time out. There are,
however, several basic differences. This time they will be holding forth in their own Lambeau Field (1 o'clock, WNFL,
Channel 2) against the youthful. Atlanta Falcons of that volatile ex-Viking, Norm Van Brocklin. And, most importantly, this
matchup is considerably more critical than the Detroit date. The Packers were even with the Vikings at that point. Now they
trail them by one game and another defeat at this juncture could seriously jeopardize "The Pack Will Be Back" project,
launched so auspiciously with successive victories over the Bears and 49ers. There is no assurance, it might be added,
that the Falcons will prove cooperative. Although they lack the names and experience of the Rams and Lions, they possess
an explosive togetherness that has made them a formidable opponent every Sunday to date. Bengtson underscored this
point as he honed his athletes for today's contest, which they enter with a 3-0 record in overall competition with their guests.
"The Falcons are on the rise," he said. "Their morale is at its peak - their enthusiasm is really something...It's clearly evident
in the game film we've seen of them." Dedication, Phil added, is not their only asset. "The right side of their offensive line,
with Malcolm Snider at guard, George Kunz at tackle and Jim Mitchell at tight end, is all - rookie but as good a trio in their
part of the game as there is in the business, regardless of experience. And Bosley, their center, we feel is one of the best
around - he's very strong. His experience is a stabilizing influence, I'm sure. Dick Enderle, the rookie who plays left guard
for them, also has come along very well and Bill Sandeman, the left tackle, has played several places around the league
and seems to be doing a good job for them.

— they hustle. The Falcons, | might add, lead the league in average gain per rush. Defensively, it's the same thing. They've
got four guys up front who just give you hell...Sure, they miss Tommy Nobis at middle linebacker. He's a fine player, of
course, but he wasn't doing it all alone. They're active and a bunch of hustlers. And they're a team that is not going to be
easily discouraged. If something goes badly for them, they're going to figure they'll make it up on the next play. So they'l
make a lot of breaks for themselves.

DAVE ROBINSON-PACK'S GUIDED MISSILE

OCT 25 (The Sporting News) - When Bill Munson, the quarterback of the
Detroit Lions, went back to pass against the Green Bay Packers recently,
Packer linebacker Dave Robinson came roaring in from Munson's right on
a blitz. It was hand-to-hand combat literally, as it was to turn out - and that
is a sort of contest Robinson very rarely loses. Robinson shook the impact
of a block, rode past the Lion lineman and swiped at the ball as Munson's
arm flashed forward in his passing delivery. Robinson missed the ball, but
his hand caught Munson's fingers, still extended in the follow through. "It
was a freak thing," Robinson said, but the impact was considerable.
Robinson suffered a sore hand, and Munson a broken one, which will keep
him out of action for a month or more. Still, it was an incidental sort of
contact, not the sort the NFL has come to expect from the veteran Green
Bay star. There are those who will tell you Robinson is the finest outside
linebacker in the game; when the NFL got around to picking the best
linebackers of the era of the 1960s, they named five men, and one was
Dave...PACKERS' PLAYER REP: Robinson is a remarkable athlete, and
a remarkable man. He is the Packers' player representative and took his
work so seriously that he sacrificed his entire off-season a year ago ("and
just about sacrificed my marriage, too," he said) to help prepare the

one. Not every linebacker would liken himself to a guided missile, for instance; not every linebacker displays sufficient talent
and fondness for his work to make opponents rue the day they ran into his area. That missile business is for real, or at least
Robinson would have you believe so. "It's like those heat seeking missiles," he said. "All the keys are science, and they're
designed to get me close enough to play football. Then it's seek and destroy."...A FIERCE COMPETITOR: And that is
Robinson's livelihood and his hobby. He is strong enough to stop a ball carrier in midstride, and angry enough to make
something of a trademark of lifting the opponent off the ground and slamming him headfirst into the round. "You have to like
to hit," Robinson said. "l think you could take almost anybody with any talent for it at all and teach them to react properly.
After that, it's all from within. | love to hit people, and | admit it - blockers, as well as ball carriers. Defensive football players
are innate hitters. It's a joy to me. | tell people it's how | work off my daily hostilities. During the week I'm as gentle as
anybody. Sunday is my time to hit." Robinson's claim of weekday docility is open to question, perhaps, but there is no
question that the rest of the week is spent in careful study. Certainly, Robinson - and any other pro linebacker - brings far
more to his job than a fondness for head-on collision. But Robinson's world is a rare blend of thunder and thought, and he
is articulate enough to explain the complexity. "Vince (Lombardi) used to say it was controlled violence," Robinson said.
"That's not a bad definition. Linebackers have to be pretty selective on who they hit, because all the fakes are aimed at
linebackers. Take a pass-run option play. The defensive back isn't troubled -if an end comes out, he has to cover him,
regardless. The lineman has to read 'run' and react accordingly. The linebacker is the one who has to react to the fakes,
and that's where the keys come in." A key in football unlocks the secrets of a play, and defensive players happily go bleary-
eyed trying to pick them out of game movies - a pulling guard who may be starting a sweep, a man in motion who signals a
swing pass. Each move is noted and catalogued, and each-if the defensive man is good enough - is a clue to diagnosing
the play. "You can take one key and go all season with it, but you're going to be just average, or less," Robinson said. "If
you can have two keys to work from, you'll be better. Three keys, you might be outstanding...A QUICK, PRECISE JOB: "If
the tight end is on my side, for instance, | have to check the tight end, the near tackle, the near guard, the far guard, the
near back and the far back. But I've got less than a second to do it, so you just do the best you can. One phony key is easy
to give - a man who blows a play might give you a phony key, because he isn't going where he should be going. That's why
it's important to have more than one key. They can throw one wrong key at you, one fake, But it's very hard to coordinate
two.”...HOW TO GET A KEY: "How do you get a key? One way is to hit the man when he's not trying to block you. The right
end wants to block me on a running play, so he's resigned to getting hit. But if | bust him when he doesn't have to hit me,
he's going to learn not to like it. And he might do something about it - set up a little bit off the line, lean, something like that
- to avoid being hit. When he does that, I've got a key. | can tell when he's supposed to block me, and when he wants to do
something else. Backs can give me a key, too. Nine out of ten backs will tilt the backfield a little, depending on which way
the play is going. | can usually tell where they're going. Oh, | might be off one blocking hole, out or in, but I've got the general
area pinpointed. Now I'm free to go play football. That's what the whole idea is, to get me into the area of the play so | can
play football. And then it's up to me." And that, in Robinson's mind, is an ideal situation. Then it becomes a man-to-man
argument. "Any time anybody comes into my area | consider it a challenge," he said. "l like challenges." He likes hitting, too,
and he should. He's good enough at it.
