(MILWAUKEE) - Even Hollywood wouldn't believe it. The cinema
capital has hatched some weird scenarios in recent years but few more
bizarre than the real life drama unfolded in the sunny cool of County
Stadium Sunday afternoon. Although the Packers ultimately prevailed
over the ever obstreperous San Francisco 49ers, 14-7, with the aid of
some last minute heroics from a vengeful Herb Adderley, the happy
denouement came only after some of the strangest circumstances
within memory. For example:
e  The combatants left for the intermission locked in a 0-0 tie, a rare
"negative" in professional football;
e Then, within 36 seconds after the start of the third quarter, the
score suddenly was 7-7 following a pair of "home runs," an 87-yard
kickoff run back by the Pack's Dave Hampton and a retaliatory, 80-yard
bomb from the Gold Diggers' John Brodie to Clifton McNeil, that left the
standing room house of 48,184 customers in a tizzy;
e  The 49ers' Tommy Davis, one of the NFL'’s premier placekickers,
missed all four field goal attempts he tried-including 33 and 34-yard
efforts;
e His Packer counterpart, Mike Mercer, was off target on his only
FG try, a 27-yarder in the first quarter - his second miss from inside the
30 in six years;
The Packers yielded 376 yards to the hungry Prospectors, nearly 100
~ A 2 il more than they gained, yet only 7 points;
Then when a t|e appeared aII but |neV|tabIe with the 49ers in menacing first-and-goal position at the 7, Adderley charged
into the center of the "screen" to waylay a Brodie pass in the final seconds and put a dramatic period to the proceedings.
His opportune theft, along with Bart Starr's two-yard scoring pass to Jim Grabowski in the fourth quarter, preserved the
Packers' one game lead over the newly awesome Minnesota Vikings, 52-14 conquerors of the defending champion
Baltimore Colts, and Detroit Lions, 24-0 victors over the New York Giants, in the Central Division race.
VIKINGS AHEAD
It also assured them a two-game bulge over their other divisional rivals, the Bears, who cooperated by submitting to the St.
Louis Cardinals, 20-17. The Vikings, of course, lie immediately ahead for the green and gold, who invade the Twin Cities
next Sunday for the first showdown of the infant season. The Packers dispatched the 49ers with somewhat the same formula
that sabotaged the Bears a week earlier, although this time they had less to show for their efforts statistically. Forced into
the air more often by a niggardly San Francisco defense, Starr launched 25 passes and completed 15 for 135 yards. But
he still maintained a favorable rushing ratio, calling 32 ground maneuvers, better than half of them by the highly durable
Travis Williams.
WORKHORSE WILLIAMS
Again a workhorse in this one, Williams just missed his first 100-yard day in NFL competition, amassing 97 in 18 attempts
in addition to catching four passes for 36 more. But, despite his efforts, the Bays came away with some 62 less yards
rushing than the 196 they piled up in that 17-0 triumph over the Bears. Along the way, they had to survive two potentially
expensive fumbles and an interception to fend off the surprisingly impoverished 49ers, who now have lost eight straight,
including their first two league ventures. One of them came in the third quarter when Hampton bobbled a pitchout and
Roland Lakes, a persistent tormentor this pressure - ridden afternoon, recovered at the San Francisco 31. Cornerback Jim
Johnson shortly made a diving interception at the visitors' 37 to halt another push and Travis Williams, at the San Francisco
7, fumbled midway through the final period and the 49ers recovered in the end zone. Although unproductive on the
scoreboard, these penetrations represented a happy contrast to the futile first half, which saw the Pack's best drive, a 48-
yard advance, draw a blank when Mercer's 27-yard kick sailed to the left of the uprights.
DAVIS NO BETTER
Davis had no better luck, missing from both the Packer 33 and 46 in the second quarter. Then, with the second half kickoff,
which saw Davis' first effort bounce out of bounds, the pattern changed abruptly. Hampton deftly fielded the rekick, a




squibbler, at the 13 and charged up the middle. Then, breaking
off the wedge at his own 44, he streaked to his left down the
sidelines and was gone. No. 49er was close enough at the San
Francisco 40 to even give chase for benefit of the coaches. That
took just 20 seconds. Before the buzzing had subsided, the
49ers had retaliated in kind. Francis Winkler's kickoff soared to
the 49er goal line and Doug Cunningham downed it in the end
zone, a mundane development which gave little hint of what was
to come. On first down, Brodie unfurled a bomb down the
middle. McNeil ran under it at the Green Bay 35 and, shaking
lunging Adderley from his ankles, cruised to paydirt. Davis
converted and it was 7-7, at 0:36 of the third period. Hampton's
fumble and Johnson's interception intervened before the

Packers' decisive opportunity bloomed. Faced with fourth and il g c BS T s
nine at their own 42, the 49ers sent Davis into punt formation.

A pair of passes, one for 11 yards to rookie John Spilis and

another of 14 to Grabowski, set the Bays off and they were home in 11 plays. Beginning at the 28, Starr fed Williams six
straight times and he blasted from three to the two. With third and two, Mr. Quarterback faked to Grabo, then hit him with a
swing pass at the goal line as his fullback flared left. Linebacker Skip Vanderbundt met Grabowski at that point, but his
momentum carried him into the end zone. That was at 3:15 of the fourth quarter and the Packers then had only to maintain
that 14-7 bulge the rest of the way. It proved a somewhat sticky proposition, however, until Adderley moved front and center.

'‘BRODIE DIDN'T SEE ME,' HAPPY HERB SAYS

SEPT 29 (Milwaukee-Green Bay Press-Gazette) — - "That," Herb Adderley said with evident satisfaction, "is one apiece."
And there was little question about which one he considered the more important. The ballhawking left cornerback was
reviewing his involvement in the Packers victor over the San Francisco 49ers here Sunday afternoon, notably his
interception in the final 17 seconds which deprived the Gold Diggers' Clifton McNeil of a touchdown and preserved the 14-
7 decision. That, inevitably, led to discussion of McNeil's third quarter TD, on an 80-yard collaboration with John Brodie,
and to Adderley's "one apiece" assessment. Called upon to reconstruct the former in detail, Herb did so with relish and
admirable specificality. On the play, McNeil just came out, ran a turn - in and stopped. Brodie saw him but he didn't see me



- | was standing behind some other people. Brodie got into trouble on
the rollout and, when he saw McNeil, he thought he was open. The fact
that McNeil stood still helped me to get in position to make the
interception. There wasn't that much room to maneuver down there. Of
course - the ball is on our seven-yard-line and we're in the end zone, so
it had to be a short pass. If Brodie had hit McNeil, it would have been a
touchdown, because he was in the end zone, too." The Packers’
defensive approach indirectly contributed to his success on the play,
Adderley appended. "McNeil came down and he didn't bother to make
the break out," he said. "He saw me standing there and he cut back to
the middle. Brodie probably is the best passer there is to throw outside
patterns. So our defense was set to cut those off."

WAITED LONG ENOUGH TO GET IT BACK:' PHIL

SEPT 29 (Milwaukee-Green Bay Press-Gazette) — Only 25 seconds of the second half had elapsed when Herb Adderley
trotted off the field to be met by Coach Phil Bengtson. "You'll get it back, Herb," Bengtson said to the fleet Packer cornerback
who had just seen San Francisco 49er Clifton McNeill snatch a long pass and slip away from his tackle for an 80-yard
touchdown play that tied the game at 7-7. And only 40 seconds remained in the game when Adderley again trotted off the
field to be met by Bengtson once more. "You sure waited long enough, Herb," the coach said...NEVER IN DOUBT: It was
hardly a chastisement, for Adderley had just saved a 14-7 decision for the Packers over the 49ers with a leaping interception
of a John Brodie pass on the goal line, thus killing the visitors' dramatic, 11" hour bid for a tie in County Stadium here
Sunday. Relating these incidents at the conclusion of the day's triumphant effort, Bengtson delightedly added, "It was never
in doubt...once Herbie got his hands on the ball." But somebody suggested "Whew," and the perspiring coach nodded,
"That's right!".., MAN-TO-MAN: "It was a helluva play. But Herb's a fine player," the coach went on. As if to emphasize his
point, Bengtson went into a discussion of the Brodie bomb to McNeill, which so stunningly followed immediately on the heels
of Dave Hampton's 87-yard touchdown run with the second half kickoff. "We were in a man-to-man coverage but it was just
one of those things. It was a perfect pass...dead on rhythm. Herb did as well as any man could do but there is no defense
for a perfect pass." Adderley, his leaping theft of the ball slightly spectacular, had some help from hustling Henry Jordan,
whose charge forced the rolling out Brodie to throw on the run. Jordan had returned to action after alternating briefly with
Bob Brown...BENEFICIAL MOVE: Brown, the hulking 6-foot-5, 260 pound tackle had been moved into the lineup when San
Francisco got the ball on its own 27 with 3:19 left in the game. "We knew they were going to throw the ball and we felt a
fresh man in there would help in rushing the passer," Bengtson explained. Henry Jordan and Rich Moore had played the
whole way. They weren't tired, but we thought a fresh man would help. Brown relieved one, then the other. And it turned
out to be beneficial."...FIT PHILOSOPHY: Indeed it did, Brown making what loomed as the big play until Adderley's
interception when he threw Brodie for an eight yard loss back to the Packer 35 on first down at the 27. Both Brown's play
and Adderley's play fit in perfectly with the Packer overall defensive philosophy, the coach volunteered, even though he
was quick to admit that the team "wasn't sharp" and that he was far from satisfied with the lack of containment on Ken

HAMPTON TURNED FUTILITY TO FOOTBALL

SEPT 29 (Milwaukee-Green Bay Press-Gazette) — Just about the time we expected to see a flying wedge, a drop kick or
the reincarnation of Jay Berwanger, Dave Hampton exploded here Sunday and with the help of John Brodie and Clifton
McNeil turned a study in futility into a football game. Until Hampton flew 87 yards...or was it 85, considering where he
relinquished the ball? ...with the second half kickoff, the best play of the game was the sensational move by Lee Remmel
in escaping the cup of hot chocolate he tipped over in the press box. For 30 minutes, the TV boys were plenty worried about
finding some highlight films but after Hampton's heroics and the 80-yard Brodie-to-McNeil hookup proved that these two
teams could actually score, the contest turned into a highly dramatic production eventually won by the Packers, 14-7. And
it was won in the style of the great Packer championship teams...with defense, the big play, the ability to take advantage of
breaks, the ability to win when not at their sharpest...and with a little luck thrown in. The scoreboard speaks for the defense.
The Packers went through six quarters this season before giving up a point and then it took the spectacular Brodie-McNeil
combo to do it, with McNeil slipping out of Herb Adderley's grasp. Adderley, however, retaliated by providing the big play
with his interception in the final 40 seconds to seal the victory just when a tie appeared extremely possible. And Adderley,
Doug Hart and Ray Nitschke will be remembered for some other big plays. So will Bart Starr and Jim Grabowski for their
third down touchdown pass play from the 49er 2-yard line, on which Grabo dragged Skip Vanderbundt and pushed Kermit
Alexander into the end zone. To reach that touchdown territory, the Packers marched 53 yards after Tommy Davis decided
to run with the ball instead of punting it on a fourth and nine play from his own 48. Davis had bobbled the snap but apparently
still had time to kick before he made his error in judgment...one of those things that 49er Publicity Director George McFadden
had said earlier in the week has been plaguing the Gold Diggers all this season. That's taking advantage of a break. Coach
Phil Bengtson was emphatic in stating that his team was not at its sharpest and the performance of the team added even
more weight to his declaration.

INLAND STEEL DEAL MEANS ABOUT $1 MILLION FOR VINCE

SEPT 30 (Chicago) - Inland Steel Co. has announced a preliminary agreement to acquire a firm in which the chief
stockholders are former Democratic National Committeeman David Carley of Madison, his brother, James, and former
Green Bay Packer coach and general manager Vince Lombardi. The acquired firm is Scholz Homes, Inc., of Toledo, Ohio.
Scholz last summer acquired Public Facilities (PFA), which was headed by David Carley and Lombardi. The acquisition
agreement announced Monday is subject to the approval of the stockholders of both companies. Mitchell Fromstein of
Milwaukee, another of the six original PFA investors, said David Carley would receive at least $4.5 million as a result of the
acquisition. James Carley would get at least $2 million, he said, and Lombardi would receive $1 million. Fromstein said,
however, that Associates in the course of the final settlement, each man was virtually assured of receiving at least 60 per
cent more than the minimum figures he mentioned. The purchase price reportedly was $90 million. Under the acquisition
agreement, Scholz shareholders will be given the option to exchange each share for $22 in cash or a half share of a new,
$2.40 preferred stock. The preferred shares would be convertible into Inland common stock on a share-for-share basis. The
original PFA investors reportedly hold almost 500,000 shares of Scholz stock. David Carley is said to have about 200,000
and Lombardi, the current coach of the Washington Redskins, has more than 50,000. Scholz is engaged in virtually all
phases of the housing industry. Inland is the nation's seventh largest integrated steel company, with nearly $1.1 billion in
sales and almost $80 million in earnings last year.

HAMPTON CASE CLOSED...EXCEPT FOR OFFICIALS?

SEPT 30 (Green Bay Press-Gazette) — The all-seeing eye of the camera has cleared up "The Case of the Controversial
Touchdown." That, of course, is the one Packer halfback Dave Hampton presumably scored in running back the second
half kickoff against the San Francisco 49ers in Milwaukee County Stadium Sunday afternoon. The game film shows, GM-
Coach Phil Bengtson reported Monday, "that Dave dropped the ball on the San Francisco 4-yard-line and it went rolling into
the end zone. It rolled over toward the goal posts and Hampton circled around and came back to the bench, and so did
Fred Carr, who was just behind him. Neither one of them touched it. Both officials signaled a touchdown and one of them
was standing right there as the ball bounced into the end zone. He picked it up on the second bounce and ran out with it to
get ready for kicking of the extra point. "What happened," Bengtson said, "was that Hampton misread the 5-yard-
line...actually, he was going to throw it down earlier." He added, "It was peculiar." Although the matter apparently is officially
closed — the touchdown has been credited to Hampton by game statisticians - the National Football League office called
Packer headquarters Monday in an effort to learn the exact circumstances, obviously for the purpose of "reviewing" the
matter with the officials. Bengtson also indicated that he is not quite ready to forget it. "It will be discussed with Hampton,"
he said dryly.

As far as I'm concerned, that is longer
lasting and much more dependable... TOGETHERNESS FEELING: "We have a definite feeling of togetherness," the
softspoken Utah State alumnus added. "We're thinking more as a unit and we're getting a lot more confidence in each other.
If I don't have to worry about anybody else, I'm going to be able to concentrate on my own assignments and be more
effective. The confidence we've gained and are gaining is the major difference from a year ago. We had that confidence,
during those championship years in 1965, '66 and '67, but | think we lost it a little last year. We became too much concerned
about the overall picture rather than our own responsibilities...STARTER AS ROOKIE: "And having each man follow his
assignment is the secret of good defense. For example, if Henry Jordan doesn't have to worry about covering up for me,
and | for him, each of us can do a better job." No member of his platoon has been more effective to date than the seven-
year veteran, who had the rare distinction of becoming a starter as a rookie in 1963, and he has a ready explanation for it.

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PACKER TAX CASE MOVED TO STATE Wis. Pro Football Writers. Resi-
dence: Phoenix, Ariz.

OCT 3 (Washington) - The dispute between the Green Bay Packers, Inc., and the Internal
Revenue Service, involving more than half a million dollars in Packers' tax money, will be resolved in the U.S. Tax Court
field office at Milwaukee. This information was disclosed today by an aide to U.S. Tax Court director John T. Rogers, who
said that on Sept. 15, the Packers, through President Dominic Olejniczak, filed a petition here asking for a refund of
$252,000, charging Internal Revenue Commissioner Randolph W. Thrower erred in his disallowance of claimed deduction.
The entire case was subsequently transferred to the tax court field office in Milwaukee. In the tax court, the Packers also
are fighting the extra assessment of $270,517 which the IRS claims the corporation owes in federal income taxes. The
complicated tax case involves such items as an investment tax credit of $41,079 which the Packers claimed for 1965, but
which was cut down to only $408 by IRS. In their tax court petition, the Packers claim the entire amount on the basis of
some half a million dollars or more spent in 1965 to add new seats to the end of their stadium and to make other
improvements in their physical plant. Also in controversy between the Packers and the IRS is the $551,636 paid the Packers
pursuant to the terms of the 1966 expansion which provided an NFL franchise for the Atlanta Falcons, owned by Five
Smiths, Inc. Internal Revenue Service contends the entire amount should be taxed as ordinary income received in 1966.
The Packers, on the other hand, petition that it should be taxed at the lower capital gains rate on an installment plan basis.
The tax court here could not estimate when the case would be settled in Milwaukee, stating that it depended largely upon
the backlog there. The number of the case is Doc. 4665-69.

For the Packers to prevail, the offensive line must fend off this quartette -
to permit quarterback Bart Starr the time he needs to pass and to provide Travis Williams, Jim Grabowski, Dave Hampton,
et al, with sufficient daylight to mount a running attack. Gregg and two of his present teammates, Ken Bowman and Gale
Gillingham, it should be noted, were equal to a similar task in the 1967 Western Conference playoff, when the Packers
handled the Rams' "Fearsome Foursome" deftly en route to a 28-7 victory. No quarterback is more skillful than Starr in such
a situation and it is likely he will be resorting to the quick count and play action frequently to help neutralize the Viking
charge. Bengtson said he was uncertain whether tight end Marv Fleming, held out of the 49er game because of a bruised
shoulder, would be in the opening lineup. "Marv is physically able to start," he said, "but I may go the way we did last week."
If so, Boyd Dowler would open at tight end, with Carroll Dale shifting to split end and rookie John Spilis moving in at flanker.
Bengtson also said that Donny Anderson, presently running at flanker after yielding his starting role at left halfback to Travis
Williams, "will play more than he did last week." The 26-year-old former bonus baby was employed on one series against
the 49ers. Despite that double defeat in '68, the Packers still hold an 11-5 edge in the all-time rivalry, although it has been
a 5-5 standoff over the last five years.

SPORTING NEWS (OCT 4) - PACKER BACKERS NEVER QUIT: When professional football's reigning despots came
clattering down in a pile of broken knee joints and ancient aching muscles last season, the citizens of the Cheeselands
rested their wounded psyches as long as 30 seconds. Then, with a diligence common to the region, they opened a
propaganda campaign that would have impressed the Kremlin's publicity staff. By golly, maybe the Green Bay Packers
themselves thought they were through, just because Vince Lombardi had gone to Washington and several of his old shock
troops were ready to sell insurance for a living, but the public was made of sterner stuff. From Kenosha, near the lllinois
border, to Escanaba on Michigan's perfidious upper peninsula, where the residents ought to be Lion fans but aren't, printing
presses chugged away turning out bumper stickers that blatantly suggested, "The Pack Will Be Back." It was the same sort
of rip-snorting, Midwest Babbitt-style boosterism that kept the Green Bay Packers from joining the Duluth Eskimos and
Canton Bulldogs in oblivion and causes telephone operators in the Northland Hotel to arouse sleeping guests on game days
with; "Good morning, Packer Backers, it's 9:30 a. m. in Titletown, USA." While Phil Bengtson, successor to Lombardi,
struggled. all summer to convince the players that life wouldn't change one little bit just because there had been a change
in administrations, the Packer loyalists kept booming away. "There's no doubt that the fans' enthusiasm, especially after a
third-place finish, had a positive effect on the players' morale," said Bengtson. "It couldn't do anything but help."
Newspapermen in faraway exotic cities like Chicago, Detroit, Minneapolis and St. Paul remained under close surveillance.
Big Brother was peeking over the typewriter. When it was innocently reported that Bengtson was running as strict a camp
as Lombardi, a writer got a long-distance call from a grumbling grandmother in Oshkosh...'"NOT NICE TO PACKERS"
"Where do you get off saying Mr. Bengtson is running a strict camp?" she asked. "My grandson lives in your town and he
sends me the paper." It was pointed out that the information had been offered by the Packer publicity office and that it was
meant to show that Bengtson was every bit as conscientious as Lombardi. "l don't care how you meant it. You weren't being
nice to the Packers." When a Detroit writer had the audacity to write that Travis Williams might never be as good as he was
when he was a rookie, just before the Packer halfback scored six touchdowns in his last three exhibition games, the Truth
Squad struck hard. He now has enough stickers to cover not only his bumper and his Michigan license plate, but the entire
surface of his automobile - windows included. "The Pack WILL Be Back, and they'll be back THIS YEAR, you dummy," said
a $1.75 crank call from Appleton, Wis. Admittedly, Bengtson needs constant infantry support if he's going to keep
Wisconsin's population gurgling cheerfully all through the autumn. "We just can't get by on our passing alone," he said.
"With Travis, we simply have to play him more. Eventually, he's going to bust a game open for you." There are several
dozen theories why Williams rose so high as a rookie, when he set a record with four kickoff returns for touchdowns, and
dropped down so deep last season that he could hardly twitch a muscle on the football field without getting pounced on.
The best explanation is his own. "l got loose so often that first year that the fans started expecting it every time. I'd get back
there last season and I'd hear the buzzing and | knew what they wanted. | just froze up tight. It started the same way this
year. Finally, | just told myself | had to relax." In Green Bay's final four exhibitions, he tried to shut out the sounds of
anticipation flowing out of the cash customers. So he averaged seven yards a carry and scored seven
touchdowns...MECOM ALLERGIC TO FROSTBITE: According to the city's hyper-thyroid Chamber of Commerce, New
Orleans is a balmy port where snow rarely falls on Bourbon street and tourists almost never go skating on the frozen
Mississippi. Which tends to explain why Saints' Owner John Mecom may have some nagging doubts about moving his ball
club into the Central Division with Detroit, Chicago and Green Bay when the National League realigns next winter for the
1970 season. "l can understand why John is hesitant," said Lion Owner William Clay Ford, whose family is in the
transportation business. "The Central Division needs a warm-weather port, but he doesn't want to be the only southern team
in the Frostbite League." Ford has been strenuously pushing a program that would put Minnesota, Los Angeles, San
Francisco and Atlanta in the Coastal Division; Detroit, New Orleans, Chicago and Green Bay in the Central; Washington,
New York, Philadelphia, Dallas and St. Louis in the Capitol...RIVALRIES ARE LUCRATIVE: "lt's cruelty putting all four
northern teams together," said Ford, something of a wit. "For the road trips alone, I'd like to be in the same division with San
Francisco, Miami and New Orleans. But I'd hate to lose our rivalry with the Bears and Packers. It dates back 35 years and
that's an easy commodity to sell, regardless of the temperature." And there's no doubt the Saints would find it stimulating -
to say the least-playing the Bears in Wrigley Field four days before Christmas in ten degrees below zero weather. It will
make them appreciate a heat wave in the French Quarter like nothing else in this world.
